
SESSION 13 (t{N.12,2022)
5 main messages in Rev. 5:

l. THE MAGNIFICATION AND EXALTATION OF THE WORTH OF YESHUA AT THE END OF THIS AGE. Right
before the great tribulation begins, there's worship as Yeshua is recognized as the only One worthy to bring judgment.
The response in heaven:

Rev 5:12 -14 They all said with a loud voice, "Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power and riches and
wisdom and might and honor and glory and blessing." And every created thing which is in heaven and on the earth and
under the earth and on the se4 and all things in them, I heard saying, "To Him who sits on the throne, and to the
Lamb, be blessing and honor and glory and dominion forever and ever." And the four living creatures kept saying,
"Amen." And the elders fell down and worshiped.

2. THE DIVERSITY OF YESHUA'S PERSON AND WORTH. Not just that He's worthy. But He is diverse and complex.
Those in heaven say, "Behold the Lion," but John sees a Lamb. He's a fierce Lion, and yes, He's as gentle as a Lamb.
He is the Creator and Sustainer of all life, but He is also a Man who was born and died. He is the Judge and He's also the
Redeemer and the Advocate. He loves infinitely, yet His wrath is tenifying. His mercy knows no end, yet His justice is
furious and right.

3. THE GOOD NEWS OF THE JUDGMENT OF GOD. Justice only comes when judgement is executed.
4. THE DYNAMIC RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN THE PRAYERS OF THE SAINTS AND THE END OF THE AGE.

John sees people holding harps in one hand and bowls of incense in the other hand, which represent worship and

intercession. In chapters 5, 8, and 19, we see prayers trigger events/judgments on the earth. The saints pray and Yeshua
executes judgment on the earth. Rev. 6:9,1 | "How long until You avenge our blood and release judgment on the earth?"
Prayer is happening before, during and after the tribulation. Not "make my life better" prayers, but heavenly ground
prayers-prayers that are focused on the throne room and the will of Yahweh. I believe future of prayer mtgs will include
us crying out for the Lamb to "take the scroll and break the seal".

5. THE IMPORTANCE OF RELATIONSHIP AND CONSUMMATION. So many of us grew up on a gospel of
forgiveness-He came to forgive us for our sins. That's true, but that's not the whole truth. Rev 5:9-10 "You are worthy
to take the scroll and to release the end times judgments on the earth because You were slain and have redeemed us to
Yahweh by Your blood from every tribe and nation. You have made us kings and priests and we will reign with You on

the earth." You are worthy to loose end-times judgements because You bled and redeemed people so we can reign on
the earth with You.

If you die before or during the tribulation and you are in the presence of Yahweh, you won't stay there forever. You will return
to the earth with Yeshua to reign for 1,000 years. This is one of the main reasons Yeshua died and why He redeemed you and me.
He bought us from the kingdom of Satan so we could reign on the earth with Him! The earth won't be destroyed at the end. But
it will be purified with fire and redeemed. Yahweh didn't destroy us. He cleansed us and made us new.

2 Cor 5:17 "lf any man is in Christ, he is a new creation." (This is from Isa 65 & 66). Yeshua said, *l long to cast fire on the

earth." John said Yeshua will baptize with the Holy Spirit and with fire.

Luk 3:16-17 John answered and said to them all, "As for me, I baptize you with water; but One is coming who is mightier than

I, and I am not fit to untie the thong of His sandals; He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. His winnowing fork is in
His hand to thoroughly clear His threshing floor, and to gather the wheat into His bam; but He will burn up the chaff with
unquenchable fire."

He won't destroy the earth. He will restore it. The Messiah will rule and reign in an earthy kingdom on the earth with us! The

kingdom of God is the govemment of God that will come in fullness at the end of the age.

Rev I I : 15 Then the seventh angel sounded; and there were loud voices in heaven, saying, "The kingdom of the world has

become the kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ; and He will reign forever and ever."
Rev 12:10 Then I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying, "Now the salvation, and the power, and the kingdom of our God and

the authority of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren has been thrown down, he who accuses them before our
God day and night.

The kingdom is the government of Yahweh on the earth.

Acts 3:21 says Yeshua will return and when He comes, He will restore all things-not by destroying, but by restoring.

Heb 12:27 He's going to shake everything that can be shaken. The kingdom isn't here until the King comes.

Joel 3 says that at the end of age, He will roar like a Lion from Mt Zion. He will rule and reign. The judge of the living and the

dead is also the Savior of the world. He's fierce, but He's also the most gentle.
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REVELATION 6 The Apostle John looked for a Lion, but he sees a slain Lamb. He was looking for One who is worthy,
One who had overcome, but instead, he sees One who appeared to have been slain. He was looking for One who had the
majesty of a King, but instead, he saw One who was stripped of His majesty and wrapped in humility. John sees a slain
Lamb with 7 horns that represent perfect strength and power; with 7 eyes that represent perfect wisdom and all-seeing
vision, and 7 Spirits representing perfect power and presence-a Lamb who covers the earth and denotes omnipresence.

Isa 26:16 -18 O LORD, they sought You in distress; They could only whisper a prayer, Your chastening was upon them.
As the pregnant woman approaches the time to give birth, She writhes and cnes out in her labor pains, Thus were we before
You, O Yahweh. We were pregnant, we writhed in labor, We gave birth, as it seems, only to wind. We could not accomplish
deliverance for the earth, Nor were inhabitants of the world born.

lsa.26, describes a woman in labor but after going through all of the pain and trauma, but she only passes gas. There is no
baby. And the people realize they cannot accomplish deliverance for the earth. Only Yahweh can do that. Time is coming
when the birth pains will bring about the tribulation which will lead to the resurrection of the world.

lsa 26:19 Your dead will live; Their corpses will rise. You who lie in the dust, awake and shout for joy, For your dew ls
as the dew of the dawn, And the earth will give birth to the departed spirits.

lsa66:7-9 "Before she (lsrael) travailed, she brought forth; Before her pain came, she gave birth to a boy.
Isa 66:8 "Who has heard such a thing? Who has seen such things? Can a land be born in one day? Can a nation be brought
forth all at once? As soon as Zion travailed, she also brought forth her sons.
Isa 66:9 "Shall I bring to the point of birth and not give delivery?" says Yahweh. "Or shall I who gives delivery shut the
womb?" says your Elohim.

This is amazing...it says that before Israel had labor pains, she had a baby. When does redemption come? After Yeshua
returns. Birth pains lead to birth, which is redemption. Yeshua was the baby boy who was born before redemption. Isaiah
is touching on the mystery of the 2 comings of Yeshua. Isa 66 is saying that the Baby will come before the tribulation (birth
pains). When does redemption come? After He returns. The final tribulation will lead to redemption. Isaiah prophecies this.

Israel expectation was that when the Messiah comes that's when redemption would come. But Isa 66 says before labor,
before redemption comes to the earth, the Messiah will come-twice. His birth and His return! Vs 10-13 says the pain is
real, but the time will come and I will care for you like a mother cares for her baby! Vs 14- says He will come in fire and
with anger, and those slain by Yahweh willbe many.

When you get to Daniel 9 and you read about the 70 weeks and the final7 years. It's clear that the final 7 years begins with
a covenant...for one week (7 years). The antichrist makes a covenant with many for 7 years. In the middle of those 7 years,
the antichrist puts an end to sacrifices and offerings, which is called the abomination of desolation. That period will be

filled with suffering and tribulation, but will end with Yeshua coming in fire to bring justice to the earth.

As Yeshua is leaving the temple, He elaborates on what Isaiah and Daniel said:
Mat?4:l -14 Yeshua came out from the temple and was going away when His disciples came up to point out the temple
buildings to Him. And He said to them, "Do you not see all these things? Truly I say to you, not one stone here will be left
upon another, which will not be torn down." As He was sitting on the Mount of Olives, the disciples came to Him privately,
saying, "Tell us, when will these things happen, and what will be the sign of Your coming, and of the end of the age?" And
Yeshua answered and said to them, "See to it that no one misleads you. For many will come in My name, saying, 'I am the
Christ,' and will mislead many. You will be hearing of wars and rumors of wars. See that you are not frightened, for those
things must take place, but that is not yet the end. For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom, and in
various places there will be famines and earthquakes. But allthese things aremerely the beginning of birth pangs. Then
they will deliver you to tribulation, and will kill you, and you will be hated by all nations because of My name. At that time
many will fall away and will betray one another and hate one another. Many false prophets will arise and will mislead many.
Because lawlessness is increased, most people's love will grow cold. But the one who endures to the end, he will be saved.
This gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in the whole world as atestimony to allthe nations, and then the end will
come." Any Jew hearing this would think of Isa 26. Isa. 66 and Dan 9. What are the real birth pains? Yeshua said, "They
will deliver you to tribulation and will kill you and you will be hated by all nations because of My name."

YETHUA returns for His bride possibly between the 6th and 7s seal. He takes His bride to heaven for a period of
time (probably while the wrath of Yahweh is poured out). The wrath of God is clearly a distinct time separate from
the tribulation.

We don't know how long each of the seals and trumpet judgments last. It's important to realize the return of Yeshua is a
complex series of events that unfolds over a period of time. Rev l9 sounds like His return and the rapture happen instantly,
but we know that there is a conquering of His enemies that must happen. He will march from the south making His way up
to Jerusalem, in the same way Moses led the Jews out of Egypt from the south. His wrath will be poured out as He marches
through the land as the Divine Wanior King.
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The SEVEN SEALS are 7 wax seals on a scroll. (the scroll can't be opened and read until the final seal is removed)

The 6th seal cosmic signs & great earthquake, (possibly takes place during 7th seal, which is silence in heaven for about half an

hour Rev 8).

Rev 6:L2 -17 I looked when He broke the sixth seal, and there wu$ a great earthquake; and the sun became black as

sackcloth made of hair, and the whole moon became like blood; l3 and the stars of the sky fell to the earth, as a fig tree casts its

unripe figs when shaken by a great wind. 14 The sky was split apart like a scroll when it is rolled up, and every mountain and

island were moved out of tireirllaces. l5 Then the kings of the earth and the great men and the commanders and the rich and the

strong and every slave and free man hid themselves in the caves and among the rocks of the mountains; l6 and they *said to the

mountains and to the rocks, "Fall on us and hide us from the presence of Him who sits on the throne, and from the wrath of the

Lamb; l7 for the great day of their wrath has come, and who is able to stand?"

Matthew 24:29-31: "lmmediately after the tribulation of those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give her

TOGETHER His elect from the four winds, from one end of the sky to the other.

Luk 21:25 -27 "Therewilt be signs in sun and moon and stars, and on the earth dismay among nations, in perplexity at the

roaring of the sea and the waves, men fainting from fear and the expectation of the things which are coming upon the world; for

the powers of the heavens will be shaken. Then they will see THE SON OF MAN COMING IN A CLOUD with power and

great glory.
tso Z:ig iulenwill go into caves of the rocks and into holes of the ground before the terror of the LORD and the splendor of His

majesty, when He arises to make the earth tremble.

7th Seal is silence in heaven followed bv an earthquake

7 TRUMPETS signal that war is about to happen. Who's coming to make war? The righteous just Judge, the divine Wanior,
Yeshu4 the Lion of Judah coming in blazing fire to make war on His enemies

The first 4 include the devastation of natural objects. Nature, animals and even the earth itself, suffering because of our sin.I't 1/3 ofearth scorched earth & 1/3 oftrees & all green grass
2nd Polluted earth
3'd Contaminated water
4s Reduced sunlight...(due to an event that clouds the sun)

3 WOES are attached to the last 3 trumpets: (Rev. 8:13-l't woe to 5th trumpet, 2nd woe to 6th and 3.d woe to 76 trumpet).

Locusts...(demonic perhaps) and l't WOE
2 million man army from beyond the Euphrates and 2nd WOE
His ki comes and 3'd WOE

THE BOWLS OF YAHWEH'S WRATH ( 7 plagues): Revelation l6:l-9

The message of Rev. is: BE PREPARED!
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In Rev 15, we see saints who have overcome the tribulation on the sea of glass and we see 7 angels are given 7 bowls of wrath
to pour out on the earth. From this chapter, it appears the Christians are spending time there (the rapture has already happened).
Col 3:4 When Christ, who is our life, is revealed (lit: made visible, appears) then you also will be revealed with Him in glory.

When Yeshua comes back, we will also be revealed (lit: made visible, appears) with Him in glory. ls this when we retum with
Him after His wrath is poured out or does this happen when we are raptured? I can see both. It seems to me that maybe the
wrath (at least a portion of it) is poured out when He retums.

lsa 40:5 Then the glory of the LORD will be revealed, And all flesh will see i/ together; For the mouth of the LORD has
spoken."
lso 40:L0 Behold, the Lord GOD will come with might, With His arm ruling for Him. Behold, His reward is with Him And His
recompense before Him.
Hab 3 describes the return of Yeshua: Q..y.r\ ?ro<-e:s i un

Pestilence goes before Him and plagues come after Him...this is Exodus language. This describes Yeshua marching and
destroying.
Hob 3:12 In indignation You marched through the earth; in anger You trampled the nations.

Jude l4&15 says Yeshua will come to do what? Jud 1:14 It was also about these men that Enoch, intheTth generation from
Adam, prophesied, saying, "Behold, the Lord came with many thousands of His holy ones, l5 to execute judgment upon all,
and to convict all the ungodly of all their ungodly deeds which they have done in an ungodly way, and of all the harsh things
which ungodly sinners have spoken against Him."

Yeshua is coming to execute judgement on all and to convict the ungodly. Because of these passages I lean toward the idea that
Yeshua Himself will execute much of the judgment wrath. much like Yahweh did in the Exodus story. He's coming to judge
the evil one and the evil! He's coming to deliver His people from evil! To set the captives free. To heal and redeem and restore
and bring freedom to prisoners! Let that be our anchor.

Rev I 5: I Then I saw another sign in heaven, great and marvelous, seven angels who had seven plagues, which are the last,
because in them the wrath of God is finished.
Rev I5:7 Then one of the four living creatures gave to the seven angels seven golden bowls full of the wrath of God, who lives
forever and ever.
Rev l6: I Then I heard a loud voice from the temple, saying to the seven angels, "Go and pour out on the earth the seven bowls
of the wrath of God."
Rev 16: l9 The great city was split into three parts, and the cities of the nations fell. Babylon the great was remembered before
God, to give her the cup of the wine of His fierce wrath.
Rev I9: I5 From His mouth comes a sharp sword, so that with it He may strike down the nations, and He will rule them with a
rod of iron; and He treads the wine press of the fierce wrath of God, the Almighty.
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SEALS
I't 4 seals are very significant and describe a new world order that emerges and the future world war. New world order...there is

an order, a structure, an authority structure that's coming and will be a new global order. lt will completely change the face of the

earth leading up to world War Ill.

Nature of the seals:
l. Released by Yeshua. Not accidents. Not men deciding to do something. This is Yeshua opening the seals. When the scroll

is unrolled, the end of all things happens. Yeshua, you are worthy to open the scroll. The Lamb is opening the seal.

2. The seals are end time events.
3. These are all future.
4. They are all sequential. How do you know? the literal Greek word for first seal means the first. Greek word for 2nd means

2nd. They are put in sequential order for a reason. For ex: plagues in Egypt were numbered and happened in order.

5. The seals intensifu with each open seal. Seals, trumpets & bowls are all sequential and intensifuing in judgment. The 6'n

& 7th seal end with incredible finality. 7th trumpet: mystery of Yahweh is complete and the kingdoms of this world
become the kingdom of our Yahweh and his Christ. 7''' bowl it is done, it is complete.

6. The judgments events in Rev 6 are intentional. Yeshua is the one doing them and the Father is the one holding the scroll.
There will be a temptation for people to say oh no. the Father is not on his throne.. . He's not sovereign. The l't seal is the

rise of the final antichrist. As he rises. the next event that happens is Yeshua allows peace to be taken from the earth.

After that, famine and economic collapse. Then war. Then pandemics and pestilence. Death. Yahweh is intentionalll'
backing the nations in a corner-He's uncovering what's true and what's not. Isa 26 says When the judgments of Yahweh

are on the earth, the people will learn righteousness. As the judgments are poured out, the knowledge of Yahweh
becomes the most important thing. The message won't be this is just a bunch of humans sinning, but the message will be

that Yahweh is doing this. Yes, the rulers of the world will bear responsibility for these things, but Yahweh allows it.
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7. The seals are multipurposed. like one stone that kills 500 birds. lt's not as though Yahweh is doing just one thing. By

raising up the antiitrrist and giving him authority, Dan 7. ll.& Rev 13 describe the antichrist arising as a sovereign

event...because of the will of yahweh. The antichrist will be raised up by Yahweh. There's a purpose for this. The

church will face the antichrist-Dan 7 & ll are clear about this so are the apostles. Yahweh will produce His very own

nature and character in the body of Christ through the antichrist and his evil deeds. It will be Multi-purposed. His plans

and judgments will effect satan, demons, angels and political systems and rulers, financial, religions, economic systems.

Everything will be effected by these events. Heb l2 He will shake everything that can be shaken...but there is a kingdom

that can,t be shaken! Wheat and chaff will fall and be separated. And we will find out how much is wheat and how much

chaffin us.

Rev 6:1 And I watched when the Lamb opened one of the seven seals, and I heard one of the four living creatures saying like

the sound of thunder, "Come!"
Rev 6:2 And I looked, and behold, a white horse, and the one seated on it had a bow, and a crown was given to him, and he went

out conquering and in order that he might conquer (the final conquest is Jerusalem).

Who is the rider? John says, "l saw Yeshua open a seal...and I saw a rider with abow seated on a white horse and a crown was

given to him...The white horse speaks of victory in war. Yeshua returns at the end of Revelation riding on a white horse. He

doesn,t march across the earth in ihe beginning, but at the end. The rider is given a crown (authority is given to him...Yeshua

already has all authority in heaven and on earth.)

Deut l3 says that if a false prophet rises up among you to draw you away to worship a false elohim, and he does a sign or wonder

""d 
th"t sign or wonder comes true, Moses says, "Know this, Yahweh raised him up to test you, to see if you love the Yahweh,

your Elohim with all your heart and soul."

The antichrist will be raised up by Yahweh to test the hearts of all mankind. And he will do signs and wonders. He has a bow-
no arrows, no real weapon. This is not the diadem (crown of a king). This rider is wearing a laurel wreath of vegetation.

"stephanos" in Greek. This is Not a king's crown, but a victors crown.

Whenisthisl.tsealopened?lnmyopinion, therecanbeonly2options: eitheratthebeginningofDaniel'sT0weeks,which
begins the final 7 yearsor in the middle with the abomination of desolation. I know the rider is the antichrist and I know he sets

in motion the events of the tribulation.

But I don't know if the l.t seal is describing his initial rise or when he establishes the abomination of desolation and attacks Israel

and is revealed for who he truly is. I don't know. When the events unfold, we will know what's happening. (JeL-3p- !a!-E -9-
11.12. Rev l2 & l3 Il Thess.2 describes abomination of desolation, which is the final 3.5 years)

Dan.9:27 talking about the antichrist/prince to come. Either he strengthens a preexisting covenant or he makes a new one for one

week. (read chapters Dan 8-12). Desolated means Satan/antichrist. The 7 years end with the one (the antichrist) who brought

desolation to the earth and to mankind being desolated by Yeshua who pierces him with his own spear. *The key to understanding

the antichrist is Dan 11 & I2-it's the best description inwhole bible.

Dan ll:2l describes the rise of the antichrist at the beginning of the final 7 years. In vs 21, he rises and in vs 31. he invades

Jerusalem. Within those l0 verses, (Dan I l:21-31), the first 4 seals are possibly taking place.

SEALS: The nature of the l't 4 seals: humans doing things to human. l't seal: the Antichrist, a human with a vision to conquer

land and people. 2nd men slaying each other. 3'd men creating financial crisis. 4tl' is the pestilence, sickness, plagues, war-
because of what men did to each other.

After the 4th seal, everything changes. Now, it's Yahweh bringing judgment directly, not through allowing men to bring

destruction. That's why I believe the opening of first 4 seals probably take place during the first half of the 7 years. lt's mankind

attacking mankind.

On the other hand, the first seal could be the abomination of desolation-when the antichrist conquers Jerusalem and he also

bums Babylon because of her relationship with Jerusalem and he goes to war with Eygpt, Africa and the middle east. First seal

could set in motion WW3 and sets in motion 2nd seal etc. This could all happen in 3.5 years. Does the first seal happen in first
3.5 years? Or the last 3.5 years? We will find out-in time.

IriEzek 10, they are called
cherubim. They call forth the rider on the white horse.

l$ seal: the rider is given a bow (he didn't have it before). There was given to him...you can say the Father gives things...this
phrase "isgiven"isusedinRevg:1.3-5.lsgiventothebeastoutoftheiea. Rev. l3:5-Tandthefalsepropheti!alsogiven...this
is pointing out that this is Yahweh's doing, his will. He is the Giver...of autttotity.

Some type of
covenant is made, which kicks off the tribulation.

7 weeks (7 years) are decreed...who are the primary recipients? Daniel's people-the Jews and Jerusalem. Israel.
Daniel lists 6 things that this 7 year period will accomplish:

4. To bring in everlasting righteousness

allow us to be broken. Deceit will prosper. A false sense ofpeace will deceive people, especially inthe beginning. perhaps because
of the security alliance. The antichrist is so arrogant and he sets himself up in the tempie.
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On the other hand, the first seal could be the abomination of desolation-when the antichrist conquers Jerusalem and he also
burns Babylon because of her relationship with Jerusalem and he goes to war with Eygpt, Africa and the middle east. First seal
could set in motion WW3 and sets in motion 2nd seal etc. This could all happen in 3.5 years. Does the first seal happen in first
3.5 years? Or the last 3.5 years? We will find out-in time.

6:3 out came a bright red horse...Maybe this is the great tribulation because the impact of this red horse is men butchering each
other. Immediate war. But Dan. I I :31 describes a series of preliminary wars before the World War. Paul said to the Thess...in
the last days people will say Peace and safety but then sudden destruction will come upon them. When the antichrist rises, he
establishes a new world order, peace from and in the middle east that requires all the nations to recognize that authority structure.
Will peace be taken from the earth before or after the peace is taken from the earth? Not sure.

Dan 1 I describes the Arabian peninsula, N Africa, Mediterranean, Asia, parts of Europe being involved in final massive World
war because of the new world order that arises in chapter 2l . When we're looking at these events and watching for the rise of the
final antichrist, what are the things we're to look for? Daniel says when the antichrist shows up, he comes conquering
immediately, which establishes a new world order and a kind of peace. Summary: first seal establishes a new world order. That
effects the nations of the earth. When the antichrist rises, he sets in motion a World War, which is most likely the second seal.

4 LIVING CREATURES are talked about in Ezek 1 & 10. The throne of Yahweh is sometimes described as a chariot with wheels
that move in different directions and the living creatures are connected to those wheels.

Ezek l:5-l I describes the living s1g3{u1g5-fhey have a human form to some degree: 4 faces & 4 wings.....under wings were 4
hands....faces did not turn....bull, ox, human and lion. These are so much more than just angels. In Ezek 10, they are called
cherubim.

The final false covenant
isestablishedfirstinlsa.Assyrians...lsa28:14-15 he'stalkingtotherulers...youmadeacovenantwithSheol/death/grave.They
believe the covenant would protect them from the Overwhelming scourge. They believe that a tsunami of whips can't touch them
because them entered into a false covenant. Part ofthe Sinai betrothal covenant was Yahweh forbid the people not to enter into
covenants with the people of the land. Yahweh gave a clear command, don't trust the pagans, don't place your security with
anyone other than Me.

Isa 28: 16 Therefore thus says the Lord GOD, "Behold, I am laying in Zion a stone, a tested stone, A costly cornerstone for the
foundation, firmly placed. He who believes in it will not be disturbed.

Israel had entered into a trust agreement with their neighbors, a covenant. They believed they would escape invasion. Yahweh,
says, "lf you will put your trust in Me, I will protect you!" Yeshua the comerstone! If you do, then I will...You will not be

disturbed.
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Isa 28:18 "your covenant with death will be canceled, And your pact with Sheol will not stand; When the overwhelming scourge

passes through, then you become its trampling place.

Isa 28:19 "As often as it passes through, it will seize you (lit:it will cause tenor);

He's rebuking His people. "You've put your trust in the things I told you not to put your trust in."

Isa l0: Woe to Assyria. Assyria is the rod of My anger-Yahweh's using a pagan nation to discipline his people. The antichrist

is the ultimate lattei day Assyrian. This passage in Isa. is end-times prophecy. After Yahweh uses Assyria to discipline the Jews,

what does He do? He'zeroes in on the king of Assyria and punishes those He used to chastise His people. The antichrist is

yahweh's antichrist...He will use the antichrist as the ultimate Assyrian army to punish the earth. lsa 10:20-26 this is end-times

language. Those who survive will never again rely on the one who struck them (the anti-christ).

In the beginning, Israel will rely on antichrist partially and will enter into some kind of peace covenant with him.

Destruction...thus says the Lord...don't fear the Assyrians...the way Egypt did...my anger will be directed at the antichrist.

Isa l0:26 The LORD of hosts will arouse a scourge against him like the slaughter of Midian at the rock of Oreb; and His staff

will be over the sea and He will lift it up the way He did in Egypt.

yahweh arouse a scourge against the antichrist like He did for Gideon at Midian...and his staff will be over the sea And He will
lift the sea up the way H. OiA in Egypt! What? His staff will be over the sea. He compares this to Egypt. He's describing a

procession when yesirua returns like Moses did...possibly splitting the Red Sea again. The first seal is not vague conquering.

itather he aligns with the descriptions of the antichrist. The Rider on white horse...lines up with the descriptions of the antichrist

in Dan 8:23-14 he is a ruler, a king. Ruthless. Skilled in intrigue. Empowered by Satan. Outrageous destruction. Destroys the

powerful and the common people.

yahweh will allow this. There will be a false sense of peace when the antichrist comes on the scene. Yahweh will allow us to be

broken. Deception will prosper. A false sense of peace willdeceive people, especially in the beginning. Perhaps because of the

security alliance/peace treaty. The antichrist is so arrogant and sets himself up in the temple.

Dan 1 1:21 the antichrist will come during a time of peace. Dan 1 l:40-41 he will invade countries. He will be like an overflowing

r*utge. H" engages in deception. Many will fall. He has a crown. Goes out to conquer and to conquer. Ends with his destruction.

Isa and Dan align perfectly with the breaking of the first seal and the rider on the white horse.

Throughout Revelation, we see something being granted and something being taken. This implies sovereign administration. Vs

2 a crown was given to the rider on the white horse. In Vs 4, the rider is permitted to take peace from the earth and a great sword

is given to him.

Taking and giving. Dan 7 ,8 9 we see Rev 12 &13 that Yahweh is the one giving the antichrist authority. But Rev l3:2 says. '.the
dragon, Satan, gave the beast, the antichrist his power, throne and authority. In Rev 6, Yahweh gives a crown to the rider on

whiie horse. In Rev l3 power, throne and authority is given to him by Satan. On one hand, Yahweh is giving things and Satan is

giving him his authority.

yahweh is allowing and administrating the antichrist because of His sovereignty. Dan. 7 says the saints will be given into his

hand. Yahweh will give us into the hand of the beast. The antichrist will be given authority by Yahweh to spill the blood of the

saints! Yahweh will give his cherished bride to suffer and be brutalized? Yes. We follow a slain Lamb and a crucified Savior who

kept His mouth shut as He suffered.

Yeshua didn't go to the cross so we wouldn't ever have to bear a cross. He bore a cross to show us how to carry one. His cross

bearing took care of our sins and paid our sin debt in full. We are to carry our cross daily. Our cross does not add anything to His

cross, but exalts His cross. At the end of the age, when Satan empowers the antichrist and Yeshua grants the antichrist authority

we will go the way of the cross!
Matt. 28:18, Yeshua said that all authority in heaven and on earth has been given to Him. We will live the gospelby carrying

our cross like Yeshua canied His.

6:3 the second seal. He sees a bright red horse. It's rider was permitted to take peace from the earth so people would slay one

another. He was given a great sword. This is the beginning of the final World war. It will be a series of wars. This final war is

going to be shocking in terms of its magnitude and scope and in terms of the depths of human depravity. The first 4 seals are

Yahweh allowing men to express all that is in their hearts.
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yahweh has been restraining mankind from doing what we are capable of. Yahweh is actively restraining bloodshed now' The

final war will be yahweh tafing his hand off. Helives mankind what they want. He will allow a messianic figure to arise in our

midst that does what,s in our heart. He will test t-he hearts of all men. The end begins with the emergence of a political leader

bent on conquering and stirs up the most brutal war in history'

Vs 3 The great sword: speaks of a kind of depraved violence. Like the days of Noah. Violence covered the earth'

1., seal: has a crown/political authority. has a bow which means he has military authority but isn't willing to use it in its fullness'

when the antichrist comes out, he comes with manipulation, deception etc. Not great military violence. we do know that when

the seal is opened, peace will be taken from the earth. Antichrist will have a bow without arrows but the impact of it will be a

great sword. Rumors of war is very real in the earth. the world is not at peace right now' Peace will be taken from the earth'

The eye of the storm will be Jerusaiem and the middle east. The world will be involved but not the center. The antichrist will

establish a form ofpeace.

I believe the counterfeit peace will be shattered in Dan. 8: l2-l4the antichrist goes forth in great violence attempting to annihilate

the Jewish people and anyone who opposes him. (l't seal is most likely the beginning of the 7 years.) counterfeit peace is

described in Dan g & I Thess 5. I believe it will end with the establishment of the setting up of the abomination of desolation.

Dan l1 :21-31 &Matt24 describe a series of wars that take place before abomination of desolation'

yeshua said before the abomination of desolation there will be wars and rumors of war. That means peace is being taken from

the earth. Dan l1 & Matt 24. Famines, pestilence, death. Paul in I Thess 5 "For when they say peace and safety then sudden

destruction comes upon them as labor pains on a pregnant woman' They shall not escape'"

who are ,.they',? Those who don,t escape and those who say peace & safety. The people who establish the antichrist and his

rulership will declare a kind of peace. It will comes with force- The final world leadership will take place because of his force'

Not because he,s a nice guy. He will be a military leader. Dan I I says he will have clashes with nations. There will be a sense of

peace as a result of the war.

Exek 3g & 39 describe that Israel will dwell in peace and safety when suddenly the antichrist invades. In order to establish the

abomination of desolation, you have to have miiitary control over Jerusalem. The antichrist will have the authority to walk into

Jerusalem and violate the sacrifices.

This sudden destruction that breaks out on the earth...lsrael, antichrist & the harlot Babylon will be saying peace & safety' The

only people not saying peace & safety are the believers who understand what's happening and are under the heel of Babylon.

That means there,s aliady been clashing. Rev 17 & 18 we see the saints suffering predominately at the hands of the harlot of

Babylon, which the antichrist attacks and burns at the beginning of the 7 years.

6:4 its rider was permitted to take peace from the earth. creat sword. Great destruction. They say peace and they get sudden

destruction.
Dang:2i the antichrist will confirm or strengthen or affirm a covenant with many for I week (7 years) but in the middle of the 7

years he will bring an end to sacrifice and offerings.

Dan I I states the antichrist emerges and he's bent with hatred towards the holy covenant but he comes in with deception in Dan

9:27 andconfirms the holy covenint. It's the only way that particular Hebrew word for covenant has ever been used is the covenant

thar yahweh made with the Jewish people. I think the antichrist will acknowledge Israel's right to the land on the basis of covenant

which is why there's a form of peace and security before the sudden destruction. He is the rider on the white horse...with a

bow...he knows he needs to confirm and recogniz. ttl" tloly covenant. Israel's right to the land and the city of Jerusalem.

Dan 9:27 says in the middle of the final 7 years, the abomination of desolation happens. But I believe there will be a series of
wars before the abomination of desolation.
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THIRD SEAL: Rev 6:5 -6When He broke the third seal, I heard the third living creature saying, "Come." I looked, and behold, a
bf ack horse; and he who sat on it had a pair of scales in his hand. And I heard something like a voice in the center of the four
living creatures saying, "A quaft ofwheat for a denarius, and three quarls ofbarley for a denarius; and do not damage the oil and
the wine."

3RD SEAL judgment is an economic collapse which causes food shortages, starvation and a massive catastrophe globatly that
results in famine.
l't Seal is the rise of antichrist in false peace-white horse
2nd seal is the war that breaks out after he arises-red horse
3'd is what we're looking at now-an economic collapse-a black horse

A black horse with a rider who holds a pair of scales. A pair of scales-this symbol is about economics. They are weighing wheat
and barley. This 3'd judgment event is about a massive food shortage and massive famine. A denarius was equal to wages for
one day. I qt. of wheat is the least amount one person can survive on in a day. Our good Father is going to execute a global
famine on the earth. His Son will be executing this. This isn't Satan, it isn't inflation or a depression, but an economic collapse.

4rH SEAL is largest death toll of any event in human history. It will end with more deaths than the flood.
Rev 6:7 -8 When the Lamb broke the foufth seal, I heard the voice of the fourth living creature saying, "Come." I looked, and
behold, an ashen horse; and he who sat on it had the name Death; and Hades was following with him. Authority was given to
them over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword and with famine and with pestilence and by the wild beasts of the earth.

A pale green or like ash (basically the color of a dead body) horse. The rider's name was Death and hell followed. Authority is
given to the rider named Death over % of the earth. Hades is a temporary location. The time will come when its thrown into lake
of fire at the end of the 1000 year reign. It's a prison that will be thrown into the lake of fire. 25%o of the earth's population is
given to death and to hades in this judgment because of war, hunger, starvation, pestilence, wild animals.

Eze l4:21 -23 For thus says the LORD (a proper name used/itr Yowheh only) Yahweh, "How much more when I send My four
severe j udgments against Jerusalem: sword, famine, wild beasts and plague to cut off man and beast from it! Yet, behold, survivors
will be left in it who will be brought out, both sons and daughters. Behold, they are going to come forth to you and you will see
their conduct and actions; then you will be comforted for the calamity which I have brought against Jerusalem for everything
which I have brought upon it. Then they will comfort you when you see their conduct and actions, for you will know that I have
not done in vain whatever I did to it," declares the LORD Yahweh.

Yahweh could have done nothing other than what He did. We will see and understand that we reaped blessings that came out of
events and difficulties and suffering that we had misunderstood or feared.

Rev 9:13 6th Trumpet judgment says l/3 of the population is killed. In the 4th Seal.'/q population dies. That means 50o/oof
earth's population will die. There are approx.. l0 billion people alive. That means 2.5 billion people die. Zach 13 says that 213 of
Israel's population will die during this final judgment time.

Rev l7 The Great Harlot/Babylon sitting on a scarlet beast with 7 heads and l0 homs. She was drunk with the blood of the saints.
Vs 7 an angel explains the harlot and the beast that carries her. This is a global economic system. Vs l5 says the waters upon
which the Harlot sits are multitudes of people and nations and languages. Vs l6:the l0 homs are l0 nations (vs l2). The l0
nations and the antichrist (beast) will hate the harlot Babylon.

Rev l7-18 is the longest prophecy in bible. We see the incredible wealth of Babylon. We also see that the antichrist hates the
harlot. He will attack her and burn her with fire. The Antichrist will destroy the Babylonian system.

lsa26:7 -9 The way of the righteous is smooth; O Upright One, make the path of the righteous level. Indeed, whilefollowingthe
way of Your judgments, O LORD, We have waited for You eagerly; Your name, even Your memory, is the desire of ozr souls.
At night my soul longs for You, Indeed, my spirit within me seeks You diligently; For when the earth experiences Yourjudgments
the inhabitants of the world leam righteousness.

This is the posture of the human heart as Yahweh intends it to be: That we wait, and eagerly long for Him and we desire His
name. That we long for Him in the night, in the times of darkness where we don't understand...times when He's testing us. ..times
when His judgments are in the earth...we leam from it-we learn righteousness. Yahweh is going to establish righteousness in
the earth. He's going to war and open conflict against all rebellion, all sin, all wickedness, all evil, all pride. And He's going to
openly confront the rage of Satan and put his authority to an end.

vs 18 What He's saying is: Israel, don't you think this is a day when Yahweh will only judge and destroy your enemies.
Judgment is coming for you too. We can't afford to be like that-Yahweh is coming to purge everything in all of us. The fear
of Yahweh is a holy thing. We will ALL be judged-unbelievers will be called a goat and separated! Believer's deeds will go
through the fire. My only hope, on that day, had better be the mercy and blood of Yeshua! Anything else is pride and self-
righteousness! It will be a day of darkness for the earth, but out of that, those who submit themselves to the fire, it will be good
for the rest of their existence----eternal life.

Yahweh pouring out His spirit and prophesying in context of the day of Yahweh. He will pour out his Spirit during this time
and it will be the greatest outpouring of his Spirit the earth has ever seen. There will be signs, wonders and miracles-a revival
while the antichrist is persecuting the saints!

Yes, there will be a great falling away, but there will also be a great outpouring of His Spirit.

(Joel2:32) There will be an escape (he's talking about Israel). He pours out His Spirit before He returns (Acts 2, Peter pointed
to Joel 2, but Peter wasn't saying it was the final fulfillment. It was a glimpse of what was coming in fullness.).

Acts 15:17 these people aren't drunk as you speculate-it's only 9 in the moming. This is what was spoken by...Joel. He
wasn't saying the prophesy in Joel was fulfilled. Joel 2 clearly describes the fullness will come at the day of Yahweh.

Matt24:29-31 The Coming of the Son of Man
Mat24:29 "But immediately after the tribulation of those days THE SLrN WILL BE DARKENED, AND THE MOON WILL
NOT GIVE ITS LIGHT, AND THE STARS WILL FALL from the sky, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken.
Mat24:30 "And then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in the sky, and then all the tribes of the earth will mourn, and they
will see the SON OF MAN COMING ON THE CLOUDS OF THE SKY with power and great glory.
Mat24:31 "And He will send forth His angels with A GREAT TRUMPET and THEY WILL GATHER TOGETHER His elect
from the four winds, from one end of the sky to the other.

Immediately, after the tribulation...at the end of the tribulation. The sign of the Son of Man will appear...all the tribes of the
earth. he's actually quoting Zachariah that says all 12 tribes of Israel, all inhabitant of Israel will mourn.

Notice what Yeshua doesn't say: nowhere does He even hint that His church would be departing before all of this happens.
Instead, He states that (vs 29) immediately after the tribulation of those days the sun will grow dark, moon grows dark, stars
will fall and Yeshua will come as the Cloud Rider and will eather His church to Himself'!
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I am so against the idea that the church is not in the book of Rev. It's not true. That belief will keep people from being
prepared.
Unless a seed falls into the ground, it cannot bring forth fruit. We are called to follow Him even unto death. The call to
martyrdom is the call to love Yeshua more than you love your own life. Which is exactly what Yeshua did for you. He isn't
asking anyone to do anything that He didn't do first! Are you clinging to this life?

2Th2:l Now we ask you, brothers, conceming the coming of our Yahweh Jesus Christ and our assembling to him,
2Th 2:2 that you not be easily shaken from your composure, nor be troubled either by a spirit or by a message or by a letter
alleged to be from us, to the effect that the day of Yahweh has arrived.
2Th2:3 Do not let anyone deceive you in any way, for that day (what day?) will not come unless the rebellion comes first, and
the man of lawlessness is revealed, the son of destruction,

And we will be a witness to the lost. He designed the tribulation so we would testify to others and then they will slay us.

Rev 7:9 After these things I looked, and behold, a great crowd that no one was able to number, from every nation and tribe and
people and language, standing before the throne and before the Lamb, dressed in white robes and with palm branches in their
hands.
Rev 7:10 And they were crying out with a loud voice, saying, "Salvation to our God who is seated on the throne, and to the
Lamb!"
Rev 7:1 I And all the angels stood around the throne and the elders and the four living creatures, and they fell down on their
faces before the throne and worshiped God,

Rev 7:15 Because of this, they are before the throne of God, and they serve him day and night in his temple, and the one who is
seated on the throne will shelter them.

Tab of Moses class: serve (latreuo: to minister to Yahweh, to worship. A bondservant, priest).

John sees a massive gathering who are worshipping before the throne. Where did they come from? These are the ones who
come up out of the great tribulation. It doesn't say these are the one who died before the tribulation, but in the midst of it.
Revival has hit planet earth through intense suffering. People will be searching for an answer, for help! Before the end, the
gospel will take root in every tribe, tongue, nation. Rev 7 tells us that every nation, tribe & tongue will hear the gospel before
and during the tribulation. Matt 24...says they will deliver you up to tribulation and you will be hated by every nation. That
means every nation will have believers and many will be martyred.
Rev 14 we see agreat hawest takes place and there's agreat harvest of souls for judgment and for redemption. In Rev 7, we
see that the church will not just declare the gospel, but will demonstrate the gospel through the laying down of their lives.

I believe the tribulation is the grand finale of Yahweh's plan to save His people out of the world. The tribulation will set in
motion the great harvest at the end of the age. There will be mass salvations and mass amounts of blood being shed.

Rev 12:10: Then I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying, "Now the salvation, and the power, and the kingdom of our God and
the authority of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren has been thrown down, he who accuses them before our
God day and night.

The Accuser of our brethren has been thrown down... That didn't happen in the garden of Eden...that happens in the
tribulation.
Satan is kicked out of his place before the throne where he spent his time accusing you and me....this happens at the beginning
of the tribulation. The war begins! The saints conquer Satan by Yeshua's blood and the word of their testimony and by not
loving their lives! The tribulation will sift us like wheat. We will have to choose. We won't be able to play Christianity. It will
be life or death. And the only way to etemal life for many will be by physical death.

Rev l3:7 lt was also given to him to make war with the saints and to overcome them, and authority over every tribe and people
and tongue and nation was given to him.
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The beast and Satan are overcoming the saints. We overcome Satan by the word of our testimony, by His blood. But now it says
the beast and Satan are overcoming the saints. Which is it? Both. Here's how we overcome Satan: By Satan overcoming us
and we remain true even unto death!

Dan 8 says the antichrist goes forth in great fury devoting many to destruction.
DanT says the saints will be given into his hands for a period of time to be shattered and broken by him.
Dan l1 says many will fall in that day by the sword, but they rvill turn many to righteousness. In other words, because we refuse
to bend our knee to the antichrist and are martyred, others will see this and turn to Him!

The tribulation is a chosen, sovereign event in Yahweh's plan at the end of the age for martyrdom to dominate the world stage.

Rev 17 & l8 says the harlot Babylon will be beheading the saints, too.

The primary message of the gospel is that Yeshua was slain to buy you back from your sinful choice to follow Satan. As a
result, if you choose to accept His gift and follow Him, your life may end in the same way. He saved us so we would be
transformed into His image-that means we must walk like him, love like him by allowing Him to live his life through us.

Pho 2:3 Do nothing from selfishness or empty conceit, but with humility of mind regard one another as more important than
yourselves;
Pho 2:4 do not merely look out for your own personal interests, but also for the interests of others.
Php 2:5 Have this attitude in yourselves which was also in the Anointed One, Yeshua,
Php 2:6 who, although He existed in the form of Yahweh, did not regard equality with Yahweh a thing to be grasped,
Php 2:7 but emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant, andbeing made in the likeness of men.
Php 2:8 Being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself by becoming obedient to the point of death, even death on a
cross.

In other words...vs 5 Have this attitude in yourself to be a martyr. Nowhere does the bible say Yahweh will spare you from
suffering on this earth. Yahweh does a million little miracles through our suffering.

There's a difference sometimes between what Yahweh wants & what Yahweh wills. So many examples in scripture where
Yahweh doesn't want to do something, and He takes no pleasure in it, but He wills it, He decrees it, administrates it. For ex: in
Ezekiel, Yahweh says, "l don't take any pleasure in the death of the wicked." In the same chapter, Yahweh talks about giving
the decree that will bring about the death of the wicked. On one hand, His emotional will doesn't represent necessarily His
decreed will. He is constantly decreeing things, willing things that He doesn't emotionally want to happen. The cross, for an
example. He didn't will the cross to happen on an emotional level. He willed it, decreed it because of its significance,
importance. Because He ordained it.

Yahweh willed the flood and He willed the protection of Noah and his family. He willed that every living thing would die.
Yahweh decreed it. yet He didn't emotionally want that to happen. It's very important for us to see this.
THE 6th SEAL
Rev 6:12 I looked when He broke the sixth seal, and there was a great earthquake; and the sun became black as

sackcloth made of hair, and the whole moon became like blood;
Rev 6:13 and the stars of the sky fell to the earth, as a fig tree casts its unripe figs when shaken by a great wind.
Rev 6:14 The sky was split apart like a scroll when it is rolled up, and every mountain and island were moved out of their
places.

6tl' seal: Yeshua breaks the 6tl' seal. A great earthquake: this is a time marker. This earthquake accompanies Yeshua's return.
Here's my theory: when you look at story of resurrection of Yeshua.2 earthquakes---one is when He dies on cross and one is
when He is resurrected and dead people come out of their graves.

We can't understand the physics of this. Heaven and earth are both physical and spiritual. There's a physical reality to the
spiritual realm. When the power of Yahweh left Yeshua's physical body there was an earthquake. 3 days later, when the power
of Yahweh was released into Yeshua's body to resurrect Him, the earth quaked. When Yeshua returns, millions will be raised
from the dead and there will be a great earthquake! I believe the opening of the 6'n seal that causes a great earthquake is
actually the physical result of the power of Yahweh in the earth to resurrect millions from death. A mighty earthquake. Sun
becomes black like sackcloth-this is black goat hair. Sackcloth is what people would wear when they were grieving or
mourning.
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It's as if the sun is grieving. It goes black. Not just clouds covering it. The moon, on the other hand, looks like it's covered
with blood. Sun represents Yeshua. The moon represents the bride. Yeshua is grieving/mourning. The bride is covered in His
blood!
The stars of the sky fall to the earth as a fig tree drops its unripe figs...Stars are actually distant suns. I believe the suns
represent spiritual beings...they will bow, they will fall before Him! The sky is rolled up like a scroll. Every mt and island are
moved out of their places. These are literal events that will usher in Yeshua's retum.

Rev 6:15 Then the kings of the earth and the great men and the commanders and the rich and the strong and every slave and
free man hid themselves in the caves and among the rocks of the mountains;
Rev 6:16 and they *said to the mountains and to the rocks, "Fall on us and hide us from the presence of Him who sits on the
throne, and from the wrath of the Lamb;
Rev 6:17 for the great day of their wrath has come, and who is able to stand?"

With the opening of the first 4 seals, there were a series of wars, the antichrist, famines, economic disasters. Satan is given
authority to persecute the saints for 42 months, but Yeshua is the one who opened the seal and allowed this. The kings of the
earth, great men, commanders, the rich and the strong, every slave and free man...they all hid themselves in caves. Because the
light of the sun turned black and the moon turned blood red and the stars fell. They cry out for the mountains to fall on them and
hide them from the One who sits on the throne and from the wrath of the Lamb.

In this passage, when we get to this point, unbelievers, the ones the wrath of the Lamb is coming to punish, from greatest to
smallest, they know that this is the One who sits on the throne. They know it is the wrath of the One who was slain. How do
they know that? First of all, because what's unfolding here is far more miracuious than what has already happened-famines,
earthquakes, plagues. Even unbelievers know who is punishing them. Yahweh will reveal Himself as the One true Elohim who
overcomes all the false gods they serve-like He did to Pharaoh in Egypt.

This 6th seal points to the imminent day of Yeshua's return. The return of Yeshua is a complex series of events that unfold over
time. There are events that take place after He returns. For ex: the wrath of the Lamb will be personally executed by yeshua
Himself. It won't be instantaneous. When you look at all the passages, the antichrist will be given authority for 3.5 years (42
mos) to persecute saints, to wear down the saints. That's 3.5 years. Yeshua's retum happens after this. It must be near the end
ofthe 7 years.

The day of the LORD (Yahweh's retum).
Isa. I 3 :9- 1 3 ; 24:19-23 ; 3 4:4; Ezek. 32:6-8; Obadiah, Joel 2 :30-3 I

The Context is Yahweh is declaring that He is going to Judge on Babylon.
Isa l3:6 Wail, for the day of Yahweh is near! It will come as destruction from the Almighty.
Isa l3:7 Therefore all hands will fall limp, and every man's heart will melt.
Isa I 3:8 They will be terrified, pains and anguish will take hold of them; They will writhe like a woman in labor, They will
look at one another in astonishment. Their faces aflame.
Isa. l3:9 Behold, the day of Yahweh (Yahweh) is coming, Cruel, with fury and buming anger, To make the land a desolation;
And He will exterminate its sinners from it.

The day of Yahweh is coming...That phrase is meant to express that He is coming and it's urgent. This phrase isn't about
length of time, not that it's any day now. Yeshua, John the Baptist, Isaiah, Joel, and Zephaniah all talked about the Day of
Yahweh is near, but the emphasis and urgency was on repenting. Repent because the day of Yahweh is coming when everyone
will stand before Yeshua and sinners will be judged and the believers' deeds will be judged.

Wail for the day of Yahweh is near....it's a negative thing to the lost. All hands will fall limp. Every man's heart will melt.
Don't think this is just unbelievers. ALL hands will fall limp in that day. We will overcome in weakness, in Yahweh's strength
and grace. Not our own. This is serious. Pain and anguish will take hold of them....lt's cruel. But, the emphasis is two-fold:
exterminating evil and purifying believers.

Isa 13:10 For the stars of heaven and their constellations Will not flash forth their light; The sun will be dark when it rises and
the moon will not shed its light.
Isa 13: I I Thus I will punish the world for its evil And the wicked for their iniquity; I will also put an end to the anogance of
the proud And abase the haughtiness of the ruthless.
Isa 13:12 I will make mortal man scarcer than pure gold And mankind than the gold of Ophir.
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Isa 13:13 Therefore I will make the heavens tremble, And the earth will be shaken from its place At the fury of Yahweh of
hosts In the day of His burning anger.

Why am I connecting Isa 13 to Rev 6? The description in both are so very precise: the Stars fall, sun turns black, moon tums
dark. They are talking about the same thing: the Day of the LORD's retum.

Vs 1 1 I will punish the world for its evil. I will put an end to the arrogance of the proud...1 will make mortal men scarcer than
gold....rare gems and precious metals. I will make the heavens tremble....and the eanh will be shaken from its place...at the
firrv of fhc dqv nf Vahrvchl

lsa24:19 The earth is broken asunder, The earth is split through, The earth is shaken violently.
lsa24',20 The earth reels to and fro like a drunkard and it totters like a shack, for its transgression is heavy upon it, and it will
fall, never to rise again.
lsa 24:21 So it will happen in that day, That Yahweh will punish the host of heaven on high, And the kings of the earth on
earth.
lsa 24:22 They will be gathered together Like prisoners in the dungeon, And will be confined in prison; And after many days
they will be punished.
lsa 24:23 Then the moon will be abashed and the sun ashamed, For Yahweh of hosts will reign on Mount Zion and in
Jerusalem, And Ffis glory will be before His elders.

In that day...a specific day. He will puriff both heaven and earth. The gods/principalities and rulers on the earth will be
punished. There is torment for the wicked. Moon and the sun will be abashed (to blush, to be ashamefl....Because Yahweh will
reign on mtZion and in Jerusalem! This is about the Retum of Yeshua. He is present in Jerusalem. His Feet are on the ground.
In that day, He will rule from Mt Zion and Jerusalem. He will punish the fallen elohim and the wicked on the earth.

lsa 34:4 And all the host of heaven will wear away, And the sky will be rolled up like a scroll; All their hosts will also wither
away as a leaf withers from the vine, Or as one withers from the fig tree.
Isa 34:5 For My sword is satiated in heaven, Behold it shall descend for judgment upon Edom and upon the people whom I
have devoted to destruction.
Isa 34:6 The sword of YAHWEH is filled with blood, It is sated (it is fully satisfied) with fat, with the blood of lambs and
goats, with the fat of the kidneys of rams. For YAHWEH has a sacrifice in Bozrah and a great slaughter in the land of Edom.
lsa34:7 Wild oxen will also fall with them and young bulls with strong ones; Thus their land will be soaked with blood, And
their dust become greasy with fat.
Isa 34:8 For YAHWEH has a day of vengeance, A year of recompense for the cause of Zion.

Rev 6. Matt24
His sword will judge His enemy, Edom. Bozrah is the region of Edom (He actually names the names of His enemies). "The
people I've devoted to destruction" His judgment will fall on the people who live in Edom, those who hate His people, Israel.
Yahweh is describing a day of vengeance. The day of Yahweh. One of the primary reason Yeshua returns in judgment on His
enemies is because of the controversy conceming Israel. This gospel will be preached in all the world then the end will come.
That's true. But rarely do you ever hear about His retum not happening until the full number of martyrs arrives in heaven. Rev
6:11

Yeshua returns when the number of martyrs have been reached and the gospel has been preached in all the world and the bride
has made herself ready._And when He retums Israel will have her back to the wall and He will come back to save her. _Israel is
His people and all of His followers are His people. All3 of those things must happen before He returns._And when He returns,
all of those left in Israel will come to know Him. All who are left-those still alive in their bodies. That's amazing grace!

Obadiah l:15 "For the day of Yahweh draws near on all the nations. As you have done, it will be done to you. Your dealings
will return on your own head."

Obadiah is about the Mt of Edom and the kingdom of IsraelAvlt Zion. Obadiah describes how Yahweh will deal with the Jews
and their enemies. Yahweh is going to come back and judge them. Isaiah and Obadiah says same thing. As you have done to
Mv neonle. I will dn tn vonl

Eze30:l The word of Yahweh came again to me saying,
Eze 30:2 "Son of man, prophesy and say. 'Thus says Yahweh. "Wail, 'Alas for the day!'
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Eze30:3 "For the day is near, Even the day of Yahweh is near; lt will be a day of clouds, A time of doom for the nations.

"Ezekiel,prophesy...samethinglsaiahsaid,Wail! All sayingthesamething.DayofYahwehisnear.Atimeofdoomforthe
nations. The day of Yahweh is primarily described as the day when Yeshua comes down from heaven in wrath to render
justice. Isa 34 is a clear sister passage with Isa 63 which describes Yeshu4 in the flesh, marching on the ground physically
through the land of Edom soa\ing His robes with the blood of His enemies. At the end, the day of vengeance has come.

Amo 5:18 Alas, you who are longing for the day of the LORD. For what purpose wiltthe day of the LORD betoyou? ltwill
be darkness and not light;
Amo 5:19 As when a man flees from a lion And a bear meets him, Or goes home, leans his hand against the wall And a snake
bites him.
Amo 5:20 lMill not the day of the LORD 6e darkness instead of light, Even gloom with no brightness in it?
Amo 5:21 "l hate, I reject your festivals, Nor do I delight in your solemn assemblies.
Amo 5:22 "Even though you offer up to Me burnt offerings and your grain offerings, I will not accept them; And I will
not even look at the peace offerings ofyour fatlings.
Amo 5:23 "Take away from Me the noise of your songs; I will not even listen to the sound of your harps.
Amo 5:24 "But let justice roll down like waters And righteousness like an ever-flowing stream.

vs l8 alas, you who are longing for the day of Yahweh, all of you who think you can't wait for that day. Yahweh says that day
will be darkness and not light. What He's saying is: Israel, don't you think this is a day when Yahweh will onlyjudge and
destroy your enemies. Judgment is coming for you too.

Yahweh is coming to purge everything in all of us. The fear of Yahweh is a holy thing. For everyone who isn't perfect, it,s
going to be tenifying and painful. We will all be judged! My only hope, on that day, had better be the mercy and blood of
Yeshua! Anything else is pride and self-righteousness! It will be a day of darkness for the earth, but out of that, those who
submit themselves to the fire. it will be for the rest of their existence--eternal life.

Joe 2:28 "lt will come about after this That I will pour out My Spirit on all mankind; And your sons and daughters will
prophesy, Your old men will dream dreams, Your young men will see visions.
Joe2.,29 "Even on the male and female servants I will pour out My Spirit in those days.
Joe 2:30 "I will display wonders in the sky and on the earth, Blood, fire and columns of smoke.
Joe 2:31 "The sun will be tumed into darkness And the moon into blood Before the great and awesome day of the LORD
comes.
Joe 2:32 "And it will come about that whoever calls on the name of the LORD Will be delivered; For on Mount Zion and in
Jerusalem There will be those who escape, As the LORD has said, Even among the survivors whom the LORD calls.

Sun to darkness, moon to blood....He will pour out his Spirit during this time and it will be the greatest outpouring of His Spirit
the earth has ever seen. There will be signs, wonders and miracles-a revival while the antichrist is persecuting the saints!

2:32 says that there will be an escape (he's talking about Israel). He poured out His Spirit before His return (Acts 2, Peter
pointed to Joel 2, but Peter wasn't saying it was the final fulfillment. How do I know that? because the sun didn't tum black and
the moon didn't tum to blood. It was a glimpse of what was coming in fullness). Acts l5:17 these people aren't drunk as you
speculate-it's oqly 9 in the morning. This is what was spoken by Joel.

Matt24:29-31 The Coming of the Son of Man
Mat24:29 "But immediately after the tribulation of those days THE SUN WILL BE DARKENED, AND THE MOON WILL
NOT GIVE ITS LIGHT, AND THE STARS WILL FALL from the sky, and the powers of the heavens will be shaken.
Mat24:30 "And then the sign of the Son of Man will appear in the sky, and then all the tribes of the earth will moum, and they
will see the SON OF MAN COMING ON THE CLOUDS OF THE SKY with power and great glory.
Mat24:31 "And He will send forth His angels with A GREAT TRUMPET and THEY WILL GATHER TOGETHER His elect
from the four winds, from one end of the sky to the other.

Immediately, after the tribulation...at the end of the tribulation. The sign of the Son of Man will appear...all the tribes of the
earth. he's actually quoting Zachariah that says all 12 tribes of Israel, all inhabitant of Israel will moum. Matt24, yeshua
says first you will see those things then you will see the sign of the coming of the Son of Man appear in the sky with power and
great glory! What exactly is the sign of the coming of the Son of Man? The way Yeshua states this it's clear that it's
something more than just regular signs...
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MAt24:29 THE SUN WILL BE DARKENED, AND THE MOON WILL NOT GIVE ITS LIGHT, AND THE STARS WILL
FALL from the sky, and the powERS oF THE HEAVENS WILL BE SHAKEN.

Yahweh is called the cloud rider. Any OT literate Jew would have called Him the One who rides on the clouds. Deut 33:26
There is none like unto the GOD (El of might and power) of Jeshurun (lsrael's pet name), Who rides upon the heavens to your
help, and in His majesty, upon the clouds. Moses says...there's no one like the El of Israel...who rides across the heavens on
clouds to help you, Israel! Yahweh is defined as the One who rides on the clouds.

The Canaanites, who lived in the land, worshipped Baal, who was known as the cloud rider. The Israelites declare that Yahweh
is the only One who rides on the clouds-why? Because they saw Him with their own eyes and followed Him. The Canaanites
had never seen Baal. This is the battle over who is the one true Elohim! This battle points to Yeshua coming back riding on the
clouds----even as He left the earth-He left in the clouds. Every Jew who saw Yeshua leave the earth would be thinking about
the cloud Rider in Deut. 33! This song of Moses was known by every Jew.

NT uses the language from Deut 33 when describing Yeshua's retum. Psa 68:4 Sing to Elohim, sing praises to His name. Lift
up a song to the rider on the clouds-His name is Yah-and rejoice before Him.

Dan 7:13 "l continued watching in the visions of the night, and look, with the clouds of heaven onelike a son of man was
coming, and he came to the Ancient of Days, and was presented before him.
DanT:|  And to him was given dominion and glory and kingship that all the peoples, the nations, and languageswouldsewe
him; his dominion rs a dominion without end that will not cease, and his kingdom is one thatwill not be destroyed.

Daniel is having a vision/dream. Suddenly, someone who looks LIKE a human man, He's not a human, but he looks like one.
He
is coming on the clouds of heaven. Daniel would've immediately known that the One who comes on the clouds is Yahweh.
That means whoever the Son of man is, He's the cloud rider. The cloud rider approached the ancient of Days and was given
dominion that will never cease, glory, a kingdom that will never be destroyed, every nation will serve Him. The Cloud Rider is
the promised One, He's the seed of Eve, Gen 3:15, seed of Abraham, seed of David Human, but so much more than just a
human.

In Ezekiel, the term son of man is also used in Ezek...son of man, prophesy-that simply means human. In Heb, son of man is
the term is Ben-Adam (means son of Adamf-but in Dan 7:13. it's Aramaic. In Aramaic, son of man is bar-annash. We know
that Yeshua refened to himself as bar-annash (Aramaic) more than any other term. When He was before the high priest at His
trial...He said, "I am bar-annash." That's why the high priest tore his robe, because Yeshua was claiming to be the cloud rider
in Dan &:13-He was claiming to be Yahweh Himself.

Mat 16:27 For the Son of Man is going to come in the glory of His Father with His angels, and at that time He will reward each
one according to what he has done.

Yeshua was referring to Dan 7...1'm the one who will come like I came in the clouds. The exodus was an enactment of what is
to come, it's a foreshadow of future events of even greater intensity and destruction. Christians say Yeshua is coming back in
the clouds. And the Jews say Yahweh is coming back. Yahweh came the first time at Mt Sinai and was seen by approximately
1-3 million people. And they heard with their ears Yahweh speak to them. They saw Him come down in a fumace of blazing
fire, accompanied by smoke, trumpets blasting, lightening, thunder and an earthquake.
They begged Moses to tell Yahweh to stop talking-we can't bear it! The Jews believe that Yahweh came once and they
believe He's going to come back once more to save Israel.

There are multiple OT prophecies that describe this. For ex: Deut 33, Hab 3, Judges 5, Ps 68, Multiple places in Isa., Zachanah
say that Yahweh is coming again. The Jews agree that Yahweh is coming again. Christians say Yeshua is coming back. Both
are correct. The Jews don't know that Yahweh is coming back as Yeshua.

What is the sign of the Son of man? We have to look at the pillar of fire and the cloud. They were both the tangible evidence
that Yahweh was present with them. The shape: it was a cylinder shape but probably mushroom-shaped because Exodus says
the cloud gave them shade, so it had to be like a mushroom or umbrella. But it was also a pillar. The pillar was a cloud by day
and a pillar of fire by night. The pillar is referred to as Yahweh Himself. Yahweh was in the pillar...day and night.

Exo 14:19 And the angel of Yahweh who was going before the camp of Israel set out and went behind them. And the column
of cloud set out ahead of them. and it stood sril/ behind them.
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Exo 14:20 so that it came between the camp of Egypt and the camp of Israel. And it was a dark cloud, but it gave lighttothe
night, so that neither approached the other all night.

From a Jewish perspective, they say the angel of Yahweh is a messenger. They say it's Yahweh, but distinct from the Father
who is on the throne. The Elohim who sits in heaven has always been a self-revealing Father. He's always assumed a form to
reveal Himself to us weak, unbelieving humans. He is and always has been the Self-Revealing One. He's always wanted us to
know Him. For that to happen, He had to come down and reveal Himself to us. This is Yeshua in the cloud. The angel of
Yahweh.

Exo 14:24 And during the moming watch, Yahweh looked down to the Egyptian carnpfrom in the column of fire and cloud,
and he threw the Egyptian camp into a panic.

Ex 19:16-17 they are now at Mt. Sinai.
Exo 19:16 And on the third day, when it was moming, there was thunder and lightning, and a heavy cloud over the mountain
and a very loud ram's hom sound, and all the peopie who were in the camp trembled.
Exo 19:17 And Moses brought the people out from the camp to meet Yahweh, and they took their stand at the foot of the
mountain.

They are terrified. Moses brings the people out to meet Yahweh. They stood under the mt. (literally). The mt was covered by
the cloud, by Yahweh Himself, which was the Huppah (covering) for their betrothal ceremony. Yahweh is in the cloud and
He rests on the mt.
How do we know God was present?
Exo 19:18 Mount Sinai was all wrapped in smoke because Yahweh went down on it in the fire, and its smoke went up like the
smoke of a smelting fumace, and the whole mountain trembled greatly.
Exo 19:19 And the sound of the ram's hom became louder and louder, and Moses would speak, and God would answer him
with a voice.
Exo 19:20 And Yahweh went down on Mount Sinai, to the top of the mountain, and Yahweh called Moses to the top of the
mountain, and Moses went up.

When the cloud, the pillar was present it was evidence that Yahweh was present in their midst. We, as Christians, have a back
story we can point to-Yahweh dwelt among us as Yeshua, the Son of man, the Son of David. But the Jews also have a
backstory-Yahweh dwelt among them in the cloud. As Christians, we often base our belief in the incamation, which is the
fact that Yeshua was bom of a woman. That's true and important, but there is so much more to our foundation than that. More
true to scripture, our foundation was built before Yeshua was bom. Our foundation began when Yahweh appeared to mankind
at Mt. Sinai and entered into a brothel covenant with Abraham's children.

Gal 3:13 Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law 6y becoming a curse for us, because it is written, "Cursed ls everyone
who hangs on a tree,"
Gal 3:14 in order that the blessing of Abraham might come to the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, so that we might receive the promise
of the Spirit through faith.
Gal 3:28 There is neither Jew or Gentile, there is neither slave nor free, there is neither male and female. for you are all one in
Christ Jesus.

Gal3:29 And if you are Christ's, then you are descendants of Abraham, heirs according to the promise.

The cross isn't the main point of our Christian faith and neither is it the foundation. It's wonderful. But the pinnacle of
redemption is His retum! What happened at Mt Sinai when Yahweh came down, as life changing as that was, as majestic and
tenifying, it's to be understood as a faint foreshadow of the glory that's coming when He returns riding on the clouds.
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CHAPTER 7 consists of 2 primary parts.

First part is John's vision of 144,000-12,000 from each tribe who are sealed before the angels are allowed to open the 7th

seal. Second part: John has a vision of a great multitude in heaven.

Part I
Rev 7: I After this I saw four angels standing at the four corners of the earth, holding back the four winds of the eafth, so

that no wind would blow on the earth or on the sea or on any tree.

4 angels standing at the 4 corners: because of this verse some people say the earth is flat. It's not.

lsa 40:22 It is He who sits above the circle of the earth, And its inhabitants are like grasshoppers, Who stretches out the

heavens like a curtain and spreads them out like a tent to dwell in.

Rev 7:2 And I saw another angel ascending from the rising of the sun, having the seal of the living God; and he cried out
with a loud voice to the four angels to whom it was granted to harm the earth and the sea,

Rev 7:3 saying, "Do not harm the earth or the sea or the trees until we have sealed the bond-servants of our God on their
foreheads."

These 4 angels holding back the wind are the same angels who sound the first 4 trumpets in Rev 9. The angel tells the 4 angels

to wait until the 144.000 are sealed.

The final beast, little hom, antichrist, Gog, Magog scenario focus on destroying the Jewish people in Israel. As this is happening,

Yahweh's judgments are being poured out on those who are trying to kill the Jews. The anti-christ is a pharaoh-like leader who

is persecuting Jewish people. Yahweh, in order to confront the leader, pours out His judgments on the earth while protecting His
people.Jews were being protected in Goshen while Yahweh poured out the plagues. There will be believers living in & around

the territory that's controlled by the antichrist. Yahweh's judgments will be poured out and they will affect us.

Rev 7:4 And I heard the number of those who were sealed, one hundred and forty-four thousand sealed from every tribe of
the sons oflsrael:
Rev 7:5 from the tribe of Judah, twelve thousand were sealed, from the tribe of Reuben twelve thousand, from the tribe of
Gad twelve thousand.
Rev 7:6 from the tribe of Asher twelve thousand, from the tribe of Naphtali twelve thousand, from the tribe of Manasseh

twelve thousand,
Rev 7:7 from the tribe of Simeon twelve thousand, from the tribe of Levirwelve thousand, from the tribe of Issachartwelve
thousand,
Rev 7:8 from the tribe of Zebulun twelve thousand, from the tribe of Joseph trvelve thousand, from the tribe of Benjamin,

twelve thousand were sealed.

(John hears an angel tell the 4 angels holding back the 4 winds of the earth say that 144,000 Jews (l2,000from each of the

12 tribes) are to be sealed)

The l2 tribes:
The sons of Leah: Reuben, Simeon, Levi, Judah, Issachar, Zebulun
The sons of Rachel: Joseph, Benjamin
The sons of Zilpah: Gad, Asher
The sons of Bilhah: Dan, Naphtali

There are 2 differences between the 12 tribes and the list here in 7:5-8.
1. Judah, not Reuben is listed as first in vs 5. Reuben was the first born and is almost always listed first in scriptures.

Perhaps, Judah is listed first to honor that tribe because Yeshua descended through the tribe ofJudah.
2. Mannasseh (Joseph's son) replaces Dan, probably because Dan fell into idolatry (Judges l8; I Kgs l2). Remember

the warning in Rev.2 to not follow the way of the Nicolaitans and to not worship other gods! Dan was guilty of
doing exactly that.

This verse says 144,000 are sealed. There's no indication that it's symbolic. I believe these are literally Messianic Jews.

That means all t 2 tribes are in the land of Israel. But we've been told that the 10 tribes are lost.
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One of the popular ideas in the Hebrew Roots movement (not all believe it) is called the 2 house doctrine. They teach that
after Syria invaded northern Israel that the | 0 tribes in north were lost because they intermarried and became like Gentiles.
There were 2 tribes in southern Israel, Judah and Benjamin.

The 2 house doctrines teaches that Yahweh is reuniting the whole house of Israel-meaning the north and south-and that
born again Christians are actually the l0 lost tribes of Israel. Another groups teaches that the British are the l0 lost tribes.
They teach that the 10 tribes were just watered down-mixed with Gentiles. This is important because of Rev 7-all 12

tribes will be present and sealed.

Another teaching that's growing is a cult called the black Hebrew Israelites. They use the scriptures and teach if you're
black then you're one of the lost tribes. If you're white, salvation is impossible for you. They teach that the USA is Israel
and the Jews living in Israel are fake Jews. This cult is growing in US. It's so ridiculous-read Joel 3: l -3 the context is the
last days and the armies of the antichrist....where does this happen? It's not USA, it's Jerusalem/Israel.

The best interpretation of the 144.000 is that they are who the scriptures says they are-Jews from the 12 tribes of Israel.
The angel says they are bondservants of Yahweh. The 144,000 are the first fruits as we see in Rev 14:l-5.

Rev 14:1 -5 Then I looked, and behold, the Lamb was standing on Mount Zion, and with Him one hundred and forty-four
thousand, having His name and the name of His Father written on their foreheads. And I heard a voice from heaven, like
the sound of many waters and like the sound of loud thunder, and the voice which I heard was like the sound of harpists
playing on their harps. And they *sang a new song before the throne and before the four living creatures and the elders;
and no one could learn the song except the one hundred and forty-four thousand who had been purchased from the earth.
These are the ones who have not been defiled with women. for they have kept themselves chaste. These are the ones who
follow the Lamb wherever He goes. These have been purchased liom among men as first fruits to God and to the Lamb.
Rev l4:5 And no lie was found in their mouth; they are blameless.

We are told here that the seal is Yeshua's name and the name of His Father-YESHUA & YAHWEH.

They are Jews, but they aren't just any Jew:
Vs 4 These are the ones who have not been defiled with women-I believe it means they have kept themselves pure and
are wholly devoted to the Lamb.
IT DOESN'T MEAN THEY NEVER MARRIED.
Heb I 3 :4 Marriage is to be held in honor among all, and the matiage bed ls to be undefrled; for fornicators and adulterers
God willjudge.

I believe the 144,000 are men and women who follow the Lamb wherever He goes-while they were alive on earth. They
speak only the truth-they were blameless. Refused to lie...even if it means their deaths.

There are only about 20,000 messianic Jews in Israel today. This means that there's a great harvest coming in the
future. . . l44,000 from all l2 tribes which will be followed by many more-both from Israel and the nations!

Rom I l:25 -27 For I do not want you, brethren, to be uninformed of this mystery-so that you will not be wise in your own
estimation-that a partial hardening has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in; and so all Israel
will be saved; just as it is written, "THE DELIVERER WILL COME FROM ZION, HE WILL REMOVE UNGODLINESS
FROM JACOB. THIS IS MY COVENANT WITH THEM, WHEN I TAKE AWAY THEIR SINS.''

PART 2 A GREAT MULTITUDE FROM EVERY NATION
Rev 7:9 After these things I looked, and behold, a great multitude which no one could count, from every nation and all tribes
and peoples and tongues, standing before the throne and before the Lamb, clothed in white robes, and palm branches were in
their hands;
A great multitude that can't be counted from every nation are seen standing in a place of honor before the throne. They're
given white robes in 6:11, which represent purity and victory. They are given palm branches, which is a sign ofjoy and
used during the Feast ofTabernacles.
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Rev 7:10 and they cry out with a loud voice, saying, "Salvation to our God (divine Theos) who sits on the throne, and to
the Lamb."

They praise Yahweh for His victory overthe powers of evil and the deliverance of His sealed followers. It is His sovereign
power, emphasized in the phrase "who sits on the throne" that delivers His people. And the Lamb stands beside Yahweh.

Rev 7: I I And all the angels were standing around the throne and around the elders and the four living creatures; and they
fell on their faces before the throne and "worshiped" Yahweh,

"worshiped" is "proskune6" (meaning to frlss, like a dog lickinghis master's hand); that is, (literally or
figuratively) prostrate oneself in homage (do reverence to, adore): - worship.

Rev 7:l2they worshippedsaying, "Amen, blessing and glory and wisdom and thanksgiving and honor and power and

might, 6e to our God (divine Theos) forever and ever. Amen."

Two sets of praise:
Praise, glory, wisdom
Thanks, honor, power, strength

They praise Yahweh for his wisdom and for his might in delivering his people and for making them overcomers. They

declare that this will be eternal praise-forever and ever. Amen means: so be it.

Rev 7:13 Then one of the elders answered, saying to me, "These who are clothed in the white robes, who are they, and

where have they come from?"
Rev 7:14 | said to him, "My lord, you know." And he said to me, "These are the ones who come out of the great tribulation,
and they have washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb.

Rev I 3:7 Yahweh allows the dragon for this short period to conquer the saints. Yeshua said this will result in terrible days

of distress unequaled from the beginning, when Yahweh created the world, until now-and never again (Mk l3: l9).

Rev 7:15 -17 "For this reason, they are before the throne of God (divine Theos); and they serve Him day and night in His

temple; and He who sits on the throne will spread His tabernacle over them. They will hunger no longer, nor thirst anymore;

nor will the sun beat down on them, nor any heat; for the Lamb in the center of the throne will be their shepherd, and will
guide them to springs of the water of life; and God (divine Theos) will wipe every tear from their eyes."

At this time, the overcomers begin their heavenly priestly duties to serve Him day and night in His temple. The verb

"serve" is the word latreuo, which means to serve and worship-bondservant.

Rev l:6 and 5:10, Christ has made His followers a royal priesthood, fulfilling Ex l9:5-6. The redemptive acts of Yeshua

in vs 14 and the faithful response of the overcomers in vs 9-14 there is a joyful celebration at the throne where rewards

given to those who suffered. They will never suffer hunger or thirst nor be burned by the sun because the Lamb in the center

of the throne will be their shepherd. He will guide them to spring of living water. -And Yahweh will spread his tent over

them or tabernacle over them. He not only covers his people, but He also covers them with his glory.

As a result, they will never again feel fear or experience any kind of harm or pain or suffering. And Yahweh will comfort
them! He will wipe away all tears. That means every hurt and all sorrow will be gone. Forever. These are tears of suffering
for both persecution and life's afflictions, drawn from Isa 25:8

Isa 25:8 He will swallow up death for all time, And the LORD Yahweh will wipe tears away from all faces, And He will
remove the reproach of His people from all the earth; For YAHWEH has spoken.

Rev 7 & 14: are the same. In Chapter 7, we see the Preservation of 144,000, a Gentile harvest and martyrdom. In Rev 14, we see

the same thing-the harvest and martyrdom.
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Jer 30-33 describes a time of great trouble, tribulation when the nations will target and persecute the Jews, which will bring about
a global catastrophic crisis.

Zach 14 says all nations will gather around Jerusalem in order to destroy it.

Isa 4 says all who are left will be made holy in that day.

Zach 12 says that all l2 tribes will moum at the end of Jacob's trouble (tribulation) when they look upon the Messiah.

The 144,000 isn't limited to just that number because chapter l4 says they are the first fruits.

DanT-9. & 1l- 12 describe the rising up ofthe little hom (anti-christ) who targets and seeks to destroy Israel. This is why Yahweh
seals them, to preserve them on an ethnic, tribal, national, territorial level. Because there is a target on them from the antichrist.

Rom I l:25 For I do not want you, brethren, to be uninformed of this mystery-so that you will not be wise in your own
estimation-that a partial hardening has happened to Israel until the fullness of the Gentiles has come in;

The Jews and Gentiles will rise together. Once the fullness of the Gentiles comes in, then the fullness of the Jews will come in.
Yeshua says in Luke 2l:24 that Jerusalem will be trampled underfoot by the Gentiles until the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled.
Rev 7 Vs 9 says there will be a great multitude of souls that no one could number.

One of the elders addressed John saying, "Who are these and where have they come from?" They came up out of the great
tribulation...they've washed robes in Yeshua's blood. This is a multitude of people who are willing to give their lives to stand
with Yeshua and Israel. They counted the cost and they were willing to pay with their lives...people from every tribe, tongue,
nation.

Rev 7 gives us confidence that, in the midst of the tribulation, all things will work together for good and there will be a massive
harvest Matt24:14.

Jer 30-33 & Dan 7. I I and Isa. all describe that many will tum to righteousness. This is during the final persecution during the
tribulation.

Rev 12:17 describes that the dragon is thrown down...vs I I says they've conquered Satan, the dragon and the antichrist. They
conquer him by giving their lives. The woman is Israel/Gentile/church? (look at that more later) The dragon makes war on the
rest of her offspring-that's the one new man-us!

Dan 8 the dragon/antichrist will go out with great fury to destroy many. Who is he trying to destroy? The woman and her offspring.
The one new man, the church, is the offspring of the Jewish people. At the end of the age, the Jewish people will be hated by all
nations. When the nations attack Israel, the true church will rise up and say this is wrong and will take a stand against it. What
Rev 7 teaches us is that every tongue and tribe and nation will be represented before Yahweh's throne at the end of the age.

This is the fulfillment of the prophecy given to Abraham that his descendants would be as numerous as the stars in the sky and
the sand of the sea (Gen I 5:5,32:12) One reason the nations will come to believe Yeshua is truly Yahweh is because they will
see Christians give their lives on behalf of the Jews and because of their faith in the Son of Yahweh.

We are to stand with the nation of Israel when they are being attacked. Before the end, Israel will be the target of trouble, called
Jacob's trouble. The nations ofthe earth already hate Israel.

Chapter 8: l-13

8:l-5 describe what happens before the first 4 trumpets are blown. 8:6-13 The first 4 trumpets are blown. Clapter 9 describes

the 5 & 6th trumpets. 
'Ciapter 

l0 & l l describe 7th trumpet as a stand-alone event and one of the most significant events in all

history. I believe it's important to realize that these eventi aren't random. These events are a thought out, preplanned series of
judgments-much like what happened in Egypt. They are targeting the modern day, Pharoah, also known as the antichrist'

In the original Exodus story, the judgments were poured out not only to get Pharaoh's attention so that he would let the Jews go,

but they were also pou..d to pioteit and give legitimacy to what Moses and Aaron were saying. I believe this will be true

today-Yahweh wili pour out his judgments while protecting his people and validating His word.

This is the beginning of the next'round of judgment events which are significant, but it's also the lead up to the

judgment events that's going to be important for us to understand because the implications of this will be seen and felt

by all.
g. These judgment events are released by or through the global church. For ex: Moses takes his staff and says today the

Nile will turn to blood. He strikes the water and it turns to blood. Yahweh is the one doing it, but it's Moses'

intercession and participation that releases the judgment events. They are released through Moses and Aaron's

leadership. It's the prayers of the saints that initiate the trumpets after the seals are tom.

10. These judgments are released directly at the antichrist & his followers. Plagues in Erypt were targeted at Pharoah and

his house-not randomly. At the end of the age, antichrist will target the Jews and he will be met with resistance.

Yahweh will give him some time to wear down the saints. You can't say that the saints are just going to suffer and

won't be protected. They will be. But you can't say they will be protected and no harm will come to them either. It's

both. Dan I I says there will be incredible miracles and a profound display of the power of Yahweh, but there will also

be suffering, martyrdom, etc. Micah 7 says that, in the last days, I will show you the same wonders I showed in Egypt.

We will see a global exodus of people coming out of the world and into the kingdom, their promised land. There was a

profound, supernatural protection for the Jews in Exodus. We will be a martyred church at the end of the age.

Protection, power and wonders in midst of great pain, suffering.

I l. The first 6 judgments events against the antichrist empire will be limited in their scope. It's clear that there is more to

come. And the more will be released when the bowls of wrath are poured out. That's one reason I tend to wonder if the

judgment events are not overlapping, but chronological. Because All the judgments events are numbered. lt sounds like
1,2,3 4,5,6,7 ,..the 7ft seal releases the 7 trumpets and 7* trumpet releases the bowls of wrath. The chronology is easy

to get bogged down in...it may be overlapping, it might be chronological because it's numbered. But it could be both.

Another reason I tend to think they will be released chronologically is because they escalate in intensity. The bowls of
wrath are the ultimate judgments.

Rev 8:l And when he opened the seventh seal, there was silence in heavenpr about half an hour.

This is the first and only time this has ever happened, or at least the only time it's been recorded. There has always been
and always will be unceasing, unending worship and praise happening around the throne. We have to remember that the 7
seals are what kept the scroll closed. With the final seal being broken by the Lamb, that scroll is now open. The goal was
to open the scroll. With the opening of the scroll comes the final judgments that will end human history as we know it.
The final judgments can now be released on the earth, which will bring in the fullness of the kingdom of Yahweh and His
Lamb! Mal4:5

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There may be another reason for the silence--the priests performed their service in silence. perhaps, this is also areflection of the Lamb being the Great High Priest performing his service to yahweh. And the onlookers, as priests,
observing that silence.

Rev 8:2 And I saw the seven angels who stand before Yahweh, and seven trumpets were given to them.
Rqv 8:3.Another angel came and stood at the altar, holding a golden censer; and much incense was given to him, so that hemight add it to the prayers of all the saints on the golden altar which was before the throne.
Rev 8:4 And the smoke of the incense, with the prayers of the saints, went up before yahweh out of the angel,s hand.
Rev 8:5 Then the angel took the censer and filled it with the fire of the altar, and threw it to the earth; and there followed pealsofthunder and sounds and flashes oflightning and an earthquake.

This angel is putting together.the prayers of ALL the saints on the golden altar with the fire from the altar. Remember, inRev 5:7-8, the saints were filling up the golden bowls of incense wit-ir their prayers. Rev 6:9-10,
Here, in 8:5, fire is added to ALL the prayers, the fire comes from Yahweh. The prayers come from human saints/people. Theprayers are combined with the power of Yahweh and thrown back to the earth. I ;ant to point out that ttrougfrout the book ofRevelation, worship accompanies the divine judgments. The removal of evil from this world is a holy 

-event, 
and all ofYahweh's followers, angel and human alike, are filled with praise at the thought destruction of evil forces.

THE SEVEN TRUMPETS

The first 4 trumpets: These trumpet judgments reproduce the Egyptian plagues and like them are directed against the gods and
those who worship them on the earth. The purpose of the trumpit luogmJnt. is to prove the absolute ,o*"."ignty of yahweh
and to provide a final chance for people to repent. with each truhpet blast, a further part of the one world oider experiences
partial destruction' We see the escalation of the intensity ofjudgments. With the 7 seals, % of theeaxth was destroyed. With the
trumpets, l/3 of the earth will be destroyed.

As we go through this, the first 4 trumpets are mostly environmental impacts. By targeting the environment, yahweh,s
impacting the resources, the supply and demand chain, while creating obstacles for the *ti"ttilrt and his empires. The first
trumpet is about destroying food supplies and the earth's vegetation. Hail and fire mixed with blood-is this literal or
figurative? Literal. l/3 of the earth is impacted and catches on fire! The 2 witnesses had shut the heaven for 3.5 years so there's
no rain. 1/3 of the trees on earth will burn. The smoke will be unreal. This is the first trumpet judgment.

Rev 8:6 And the seven angels who had the seven trumpets prepared themselves

Rev 8:7 The FIRST sounded, and there came hail and fire, mixed with blood, and they were thrown to the eaxth; and a third of
the earth was bumed up, and a third of the trees were bumed up, and all the gt""tt g.usi was burned up.

With the first trumpet blast, hail and fire mixed with blood app€ar in heaven and are thrown to the earth, which repeats the
action the angel in 8:5 did when he hurled the censer to the earth. As a result, l/3 of the earth and trees and all ihe grass
are burned up. This description would certainly fit with a volcanic explosion. This is a repeat of the Egrytian plagie in
Ex 9:13-35 where Yahweh sent hail mixed with lightning and thunder, the worst storm in Og/pt{ hirtory, *ttictt
destroyed all vegetation. Hail is a common form ofjudgment in OT. The fire mixed with blood is aescriUea in Joel 2:30-
31. This could be volcanic eruptions.

Rev 8:8 The SECOND angel sounded, and something like a great mountain burning with fire was thrown into the sea; and a
third of the sea became blood.

Rev 8:9 and a third of the creatures which were in the sea and had life, died; and a third of the ships were destroyed.

2nd trumpet deals with food supplies and economic trade-ships. l/3 of the ocean's resources will die. l/3 of the ships are
destroyed. A huge mt burning with fire was thrown into the sea-possibly a meteor or another volcano. This judgment
corresponds with the first plague in Egypt-the Nile tum to blood Ex 7:14-21.It happened before and it wiil trupp"tt
again. Civilization, as we know it, would cease due to such a catastrophic event. Still, it is partial (1/3), which allowl-for
repentance.

Rev 8:10 The third angel sounded, and a great star fell from heaven, burning like a torch, and it fell on a third of the rivers and
on the springs of waters.

Rev 8:l I The name of the star is called Wormwood; and a third of the waters became wormwood. and many men died from
the waters, because they were made bitter.

The 2nd trumpet judgment is aimed at fresh water, rivers, drinking water, springs. This clearly sounds like a meteor hits
l/3 of the fresh water around the world. How could this happen? I have no idea. If Yahweh says l/3 of the fresh water will
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become bitter, it will happen. This star falling from the sky has a nalne, Wormwood, which is a bitter tasting shrub that

was a symbol of bitter sorrow in prov 5:4 ani a symbol ofjudgment and death in Jer. 9:15. This star poisons 1/3 of the

earth's fresh water.

Rev g:12 The fourth angel sounded, and a third of the sun and a third of the moon and a third of the stars were struck, so that a

third of them would be darkened and the day would not shine for a third of it, and the night in the same way.

l/3 of sun, moon and stars are struck. Our light sources are impacted, which will mess up so much...agriculture, to mental

health and GpS. lsa24:27 says earth will be knocked off its axis, which means Time will be altered. And both night and

day will be diminished by 1/3. which means the darkness lasts l/3 of the day and l/3 of the night. And the darkness is

complete-there is No light. This replicates the 9th Egyptian plague in Ex 10:21-23, when Yahweh sent darkness over

Egypt for 3 days. There was NO light!

The 4th trumpet judgment says that 1/3 of the sun, moon and 1/3 of the staxs were struck. In the Greek, it says He plagues them'

Again, minoring tti rxoaus plague. Zeph l:15 & Joel 2:2 describes the Day of Yahweh as "a day of darkness and gloom"'

This judgment piepares for the stFbowl oiwrath judgment when the kingdom of the beast is 'darkened' and his followers 'gnaw

their tongues in agony (Rev l6:10)

As in the first 4 bowls of wrath, one of the purposes of these 4 trumpet judgments is to reenact the Egyptian plagues by

disproving the earthly gods and proving that iahweh alone is on the throne. We'll see that Yahweh is indeed the only true

Elohim.
Notice that each judgment affects a different part of this earthly life:

o First. the material world,
o Second & third, the food supply, trade and commerce

o Fourth, heat and light

3 main purposes of these trumpet events. Why are they happening?

l. puRposE #l: To cripple the antichrist's advance. when the judgments are poured out, it will be a massive hindrance

to the Antichrist's miiliary, political and economic advances. All the nations of the earth don't join the antichrist. The

nations of the earth fight 
-with 

him at the end. These judgments weaken his ability to destroy and rule over the world,

which sets the stage for nations to come for the final war.

2. PURPOSE #2: To confirm the witness of the church at the end of the age. The physical earth will be on fire with the

first trumpet. people will be asking questions. Christians will respond with clarity and boldness and tell them what's

happening and here's what's coming next. Those who know Yahweh will stand firm and will take action Daniel

ll:32. It's important for us to know that we will be able to explain to those around you what's happening, why it's
happening and how we should respond.

3 . PURPOSE #3 To set the stage for the coming escalation of the bowls of wrath in hopes that they will turn and repent.

In His kindness, He's setting the stage for escalation. That is mercy.

Rev 8:13-9:21 actually need to be viewed together. (Remember, there are no chapter breaks in the original vison.)
-- The fu 6th trumpet judgments *. uniqu" because they are the only 2 judgments that come with prophetic warnings of

woe. The first 4 trumpets centered on the dismantling of creation, but these now center on the demonic powers that tum

on their own followers. The first 4 were directed at nature; these are directed at people. Again, notice that Yahweh doesn't

need to send these judgments Himself; He simply turns the evil forces loose to do His will. The theme once more is the

self-destructive power of evil. Also, notice that each of the 2 judgments in this chapter is twice as long as the first 4

trumpets put together. These two judgments prove to the sinners that their gods are not their friends. In fact, they

experience that their gods only want to torture and kill them.

Rev 8:13 Then I looked, and I heard an eagle flying in midheaven, saying with a loud voice, "Woe, woe, woe to those who
dwell on the earth, because of the remaining blasts of the tnrmpet of the three angels who are about to sound!"

The next 3 judgments escalate into something much more intense, crippling and almost final. Not as intense as the 7
bowls of wrath. These judgments are given to us in a certain order. The 3-fold woe is parallel the 3 holy, holy, holy. It is
announcing disaster is coming.

THE FIRST WOE ACCOMPANIES THE 5TH TRUMPET
This first woe judgment tells of a terriffing invasion of supernatural locust-scorpions from the pit of hell that torture those on
earth without the seal for 5 months.
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2 MATN POINTS:
l ' First, the demons turn on their followers and show utter contempt and extreme cruelty by torturing their worshippers.2. Second, Yahweh is in complete control and is orchestrating the whole event.

Rev 9:1 Then the fifth angel sounded, and I saw a star from heaven which had fallen to the earth; and the key of the bottomlesspit was given to him.
It's difficult to decide whether or not this star (angel) is good or fallen. Perhaps, this is Satan himself since he,s describedas fallen from heaven in 12:5-7 . rsa 14:12-14 desiri6es ih. t ing of Babylon i" irt" morning star...cast down to the earth,which is also a description of Satan. So, it's possible. But, having said that, nowhere else in Rev. does yahweh use afallen angel to execute His plan, with the polsible exception of 17:16-17. ihis anget is given a key. This verb whichdesignates Yahweh's sovereign control. The key is to the bottomless pit.

Rev 9:2 He opened the bottomless pit, and smoke went up out of the pit, like the smoke of a great fumace; and the sun and theair were darkened by the smoke of the pit.
Rev 9:3 Then out of the smoke came locusts upon the earth, and power was given them, as the scorpions of the earth havepower.
Rev 9:4 They were told not-to hurt the grass of the earth, nor any green thing, nor any tree, but only the men who do not havethe seal of Yahweh on their foreheads.
Rev 9:5 And they were not permitted to kill anyone, but to torment for five months; and their torment was like the torment of ascorpion when it stings a man.
Rev 9:6 And in those days men will seek death and will not find it; they will long to die, and death flees from them.

when the angel opens the pit, a huge column of smoke rises like a gigantic fumace. This same image is seen in Ex 19:lg, psa
144:5 where Yahweh descends on Mt Sinai. Other scriptures describe this image as divine wrath--2 Sam22:9,ps lg:g. Also in
describing Sodom and Gomorrah Gen 19:28. And also the Day of Yahweh in Joel 2:30. The smoke is so thick that it darkens
the sun and the air, which reminds us of the 4th trumpet and Joel 2:10 where the sun and moon are darkened a the day of
Yahweh. out of the thick smoke, locusts fall to the earth Rev 9:3. Again, we are reminded of the Egyptian plagues Ex 10:14.
Locusts are a clear sign ofjudgment in the OT. Normal locusts eat only vegetation. This is like the Egyptian plague Exg:22-23;
9:4; 10:23. Yahweh's people are protected from the outpouring of divine judgment Rev 3:10; 7:l-g. Only those who have
rejected His offer of repentance 9:20-21are subjected to this demonic torment. They are demonic. yahweh is the One who is
giving them the power and permission to torment the sinners. Satan cannot do whatever he wishes! These creatures aren,t
allowed to kill anyone; only torment them for 5 months. The pain will be so severe that the sufferers will long to die and seek
death, but will not die. They took the lives of the martyrs in 6:9-11, and now they want to take their own lives. yahweh will not
allow them to die until the right time, in the 2nd demonic invasion of the next judgment. They have tortured and killed yahweh,s
people, and now He sends the demonic torturers to retum the favor on their own followers.
Rev 9:7 The appearance of the locusts was like horses prepared for battle; and on their heads appeared to be crowns like gold,
and their faces were like the faces of men.
Rev 9:8 They had hair like the hair of women, and their teeth were like the teeth of lions.
Rev 9:9 They had breastplates like breastplates of iron; and the sound of their wings was like the sound of chariots, of many
horses rushing to battle.
Rev 9:10 They have tails like scorpions, and stings; and in their tails is their power to hurt men for five months.

These creatures are supematurally large and incredibly frightening. Joel l:6-7 and 2:4-5 describe these beasts. They are
prepared for war-against their own followers! The word 'crown' here is the Greek word stephanos, which is the wreath
won by the victor in an athletic contest or a military fight. In Rev, it's wom by the angelic elders in 4:4, by yeshua when
He retums for His bride in 14:14, and by the victorious saints in 2:10,3:11, l2:l.

9:5 they have tails like scorpions and stings...stings is the Greek word Kentron. It's used in I Cor 15:55 of .the sting of
death' and is the word used to describe the whip used to tear a back apart-we see it in Matt27:26 when they whipped
Yeshua. What they did to Him and to His followers, is now being down to them. Combining the imagery of the locusi,ihe
scorpion and the warhorse the image is complete--displaying the torture caused by the war the aemonic forces brought
against the very one who worshiped them.

Rev 9:1 1 They have as king over them, the angel of the abyss; his name in Hebrew is Abaddon, and in the Greek he has the
name Apollyon.
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Prov 30:27 says that locusts have no king. But these demonic locust-scorpions do have a king. Abaddon may be Satan

himself. Abbadon and Apollyon are the same names and mean Destroyer. This title becomes the title for the 5 & 6'n

trumpet judgments where l/3 of the population will be destroyed.

Rev 9:12 The first woe is past; behold, two woes are still coming after these things.
Rev 9:13 Then the sixth angel sounded, and I heard a voice from the four horns (homs are a symbol of the power of Yahweh)
of the golden altar (this is the golden altar of incense in 8:3-5) which is before Yahweh,
Rev 9:14 one saying to the sixth angel who had the trumpet, "Release the four angels who are bound at the great river
Euphrates."

A voice from the golden altar (possibly the priestly angel in chp 8), tells the 6ft angel to release the 4 angels who are bound
at the Euphrates river. The fact that they are bound tells us that they most likely fallen angels. Satan is described as being
bound by Yeshua in Mark 3:27. The Euphrates is the eastem boundary of the Roman empire. The Euphrates is a symbol
of foreign invasion in the bible. In Rev. 16:12,the Euphrates is dried up so the kings of the east can invade.

Rev 9:15 And the four angels, who had been prepared for the hour and day and month and year, were released, so that they
would kill a third of mankind.

Again, we see Yahweh's sovereignty at play here. The 4 angels had been prepared for this hour and for Yahweh's
purposes to be accomplished, which will result in ll3 of mankind, 2 billion people dead.

Rev 9:16 The number of the armies of the horsemen w.ts two hundred million; I heard the number of them.
Rev 9: 17 And this is how I saw in the vision the horses and those who sat on them: the riders had breastpl ales the color of fre
and of hyacinth and of brimstone; and the heads of the horses are like the heads of lions; and out of their mouths proceed fire
and smoke and brimstone.
Rev 9:18 A third of mankind was killed by these three plagues, by the fire and the smoke and the brimstone which proceeded
out of their mouths.
Rev 9:19 For the power of the horses is in their mouths and in their tails; for their tails are like serpents and have heads, and
with them they do harm.
Rev 9:20 The rest of mankind, who were not killed by these plagues, did not repent of the works of their hands, so as not to
worship demons, and the idols of gold and of silver and of brass and of stone and of wood, which can neither see nor hear nor
walk.

This judgment is meant to provide a warning to the rest of mankind not killed-showing very clearly that they must get
right with Yahweh or else. Yahweh is restraining the death toll in order to give mankind a chance to repent!

Rev 9:21 and they did not repent of their murders nor of their sorceries nor of their immorality nor of their thefts.
Mankind had just been given absolute proof of the true intentions of their gods and what happens when you worship the idols
that represent them, yet they not only refuse to embrace Yahweh's offer of eternal life, but they prefer the evil works of their
hands-murders, sorceries, immorality and thievery.
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Mankind had just been given absolute proof of the true intentions of their gods and what happens when you worship the

Pre-wrath model believes the seals, trumpets & bowls unfold in a consecutive manner and Yeshua returns between 6h & 7th

seal.

Mid trib view-Yeshua retums after the first 3.5 years

Pre-wrath view- He returns after the tribulation, but before the bowls of wrath).

Post trib view (Yeshua returns for His bride at end of trib) believes the seals, trumpets and bowls as concurrent to some degree,
there are variations of this. For some people the first seal, l" trumpet and l" bowl and l" bowl are the same. Some have the
trumpets mixed in with the seals. Most usually see the 7tn seal, trumpet as the same.

TRUMPETS APPEAR TO BE SANDWICHED BETWEEN 6th and 7'h seal. It is difficult to see trumpets occurring within or
before 7th seal.

How we lived and how faithful we were, how we laid down our lives, denied ourselves, carried the cross-that's what will
matter on judgment day. It's faithfulness that will be judged. Not whether we believed in post tribulation or pretribulation
rapture. We are to be prepared to meet Him whenever He comes!
Israel is a modem day miracle. Israel has been regathered in the land. The bible prophecies describe the Jews as being
regathered to Israel in complete belief. The majority of Jews living in Israel today are not believers. They are not fulfilling th-
prophecies.
Those will be fulfilled when Yeshua returns. They will turn to the Messiah and He will be their King.

Here's the point. Even though they are in the land today they are still in exile, spiritually speaking. Similar to Christians. I
Peter 2:l I says we are strangers and exiles. We aren't home. Where is home? It's ultimately when heaven and earth become
one and Yeshua is on the throne in Jerusalem. Israelis are exiles. Rev 12, Luke 2l describes the anti-christ in Jerusalem and
many being taken as prisoners of war. During the tribulation many will be in exile.

The exodus story begins with Israel in exile and ends with them in the promised land. The book of Revelation begins with us in
exile and ends with us entering the etemal promised land with Yeshua on the throne in Jerusalem. The fullness bf redemption
will bring an end to our exile. The cross didn't end it, but it did guarantee that it would come.

The Antichrist is the last Pharoah. The first Pharoah was just a foreshadow, a type. The Egyptian Pharoah was the dictator and
his magicians served as the false prophets. There were 10 plagues-that was Yahweh displaying his power to Jews and to
Egypt. It wasn't primarily evangelistic. Yahweh was displaying his power to his own people mostly to convince them that he is
able to save them so they would choose to be His people and so He could be their Elohim/God. We can look back at the Exodus
story and realize we will be delivered from this world. The Jews were saved by the blood of the Passover lamb. And ultimately
Israel will be saved by the blood of the Lamb and all Israel will be saved...all who look on Him will be saved!
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Chapter 9 is one of the first places where there's a breaking in of a new pattern. The message in chapter 9 is very clear-we
see the consequence of human rebellion is global sin against the sovereignty and leadership of Yahweh. There is global
economic collapse and wars and martyrdom. The judgments increase as humanity continues to harden its hearts.

The 5th and 6th trumpets lead up to the 7th trumpet. The 5th & 6th trumpets are directed at unbelievers. Yahweh will use these
locustlike demons to torment people, but they are told they can't touch those who are sealed by Yahweh. Some people say that
this isn't the church because it has been raptured, but it's people who got saved during the tribulation. But there isn't a scripture
anywhere in the bible that says that. This is a season of war, economic collapse, depravity, rebellion, torment, and evil deeds
while demons torment those who aren't sealed by Yahweh. And Yahweh protects his people from those locust demons.

Remember, in chapter 8, the prayers of the saints were hurled to the earth and, as a result, judgments were released in the form
of the first 4 trumpets.

2 major points in chapter 9
1. The demons turn on their own people and show utter contempt and cruelty by torturing their very worshippers.
2. Yahweh is in complete control and is orchesffating the whole event. In doing so, He proves once more his justice and the

necessity of destruction of evil.

The angel is given the key to the bottomless pit, which is called the bottomless depths of the ocean, it is also called the place of
the dead in Pa 63:9, 7l:20. 2 Peter 2:4, Jude 6 says that it is a pit or prison house for the fallen angels.

Rev 9: 2-6 and 11:7 says that when the angel opens the pit, a huge column of smoke rises like a giant fumace. This image is
described like the destruction of Sodom and Gomonah in Gen 19:28 and the Day of Yahweh in Joel 2:30. Locusts come out of
the smoke and fall to the earth Rev 9:3. This reminds us of the plagues in Egypt. Locusts were common in the OT and were a
signofdivinejudgmentDeut28:38-42,Ier46:23;51:14.InJoel l-2,alocustplagueisasignoftheDayofYahweh.

The locusts are given power to torment people who are not sealed. That is what happened in Egypt-the Jews were protected.
The Egyptians were tormented (Ex 8-10). For 5 months, they will torment sinners, but they are forbidden to kill them. Only
those who rejected his offer for repentance (9:20-21), are tormented because of what they have done to Yahweh's people .

They have the mark of the beast (13:16), not the seal of Yahweh.

This judgment is different from what we will see in the 6e trumpet. 5th trumpet harms them, but they can't kill them. 6th

trumpet is kill them, but don't harm them and don't kill all of them, just some of them. Remember, Yahweh is the one giving
them the authority to do what they do (Rev 6:l-8, 13:5-8). Satan cannot operate outside of Yahweh and he cannot do whatever
he wants.
Yahweh is giving evil doers an opportunity to soften their hearts and retum or to harden their hearts and endure the wrath to
come.
The impact of these scorpion-locust creatures is that man wants to die because the pain is so extreme. They took the lives of the
martyrs in 6:9-l l, and now they want to take their own lives. But Yahweh will not allow it. This is called the law of retribution.
They have tortured and killed Yahweh's people, and now Yahweh will allow the demons to do the same thing to them.
9:1 3 The 6' angel blew the 6th trumpet. 4 angels are bound at the Euphrates river. They have been prepared for the hour, day
month and year to be released. They are presently hanging out and waiting and watching at the Euphrates river.

Those 4 angels will be released to kill l/3 of mankind. In chapter 6, Y+ of population is killed. Then 1/3 of the people are killed.
That means thatYz of population is killed. That's about 4-5 billion people killed in 3.5 year period.

A 200 million "man" army will come across Euphrates river. This isn't actually a human army, but a demonic army. This is a
judgment event against those who are choosing evil. These 3 plagues: fire, smoke and sulfur came out of their mouths. Tails are
like serpents with heads and they wound. People are delivered from demons and delivered to demons. Yahweh is doing that in
5"'and 6'n trumpets. Vs 20 says they did not repent. This is a sin issue and a worship issue. This is open worship of demons and
their hearts grow harder. Like Pharaoh. s '

We see the fruit of the final rage of man against Yahweh: Murder, thefts, work of their hands, worshipping demons, sorcery
(pharmacy/drugs), sexual immorality. These things are more than simple murder or stealing, this is more than what we call
everyday sins. This is demonically empowered sin because of the hardness of their hearts.
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Worship is more than singing songs to Satan. What it means to worship a demon is to be its slave, to be addicted to that thing,
to be chained to it, possessed by it. When we worship Yahweh, we give Him everything. We are possessed by Him. To be a
bondservant. To be obsessed with Him. If you worship demons, they will tum on you and torment you and kill you. If you
worship Yahweh, He protects, advocates for you, defends you, saves you, adopts you redeems you, restores you and will give
you a place in eternity and will pour out the Father's affection that he poured out on His Son onto you! If you worship demons,
you get wrath and destruction. The demons will destroy you.

Daniel 8 says until the transgression has reached its fullness...even before the Jews came into Canaan...it says not until the
fulness of sin of the people of the land has reached. 430 years passed between when the promise was given and when Yahweh
leads the Jews into Canaan. Yahweh said I won't judge the Canaanites until they come to the fullness of sin. Jews want to take
the land. But Yahweh says no. Why not? Because of the people in the land of Canaan...once their sin has reached the point of
fullness, then I will judge them. He does the same today. He waits and waits for us to tum...He waits to send judgment...until
we either turn or our sins increase then judgnent. THE POINT OF CHAPTER 9: Don't ever worship demons!

CHAPTER IO

Rev l0:l I saw another strong angel coming down out of heaven, clothed with a cloud; and the rainbow was upon his head, and
his face w'as like the sun, and his feet like pillars of fire;
Rev l0:2 and he had in his hand a little book which was open. He placed his right foot on the sea and his left on the land;
Rev l0:3 and he cried out with a loud voice, as when a lion roars; and when he had cried out, the seven peals of thunder uttered
their voices.
Rev l0:4 When the seven peals of thunder had spoken, I was about to write; and I heard a voice from heaven saying, "Seal up
the things which the seven peals of thunder have spoken and do not write them."
Rev 10:5 Then the angel whom I saw standing on the sea and on the land lifted up his right hand to heaven,
Rev 10:6 and swore by Him who lives forever and ever, WHO CREATED HEAVEN AND THE THINGS IN IT, AND THE
EARTH AND THE THINGS IN IT, AND THE SEA AND THE THINGS IN IT, that there will be delay no longer,
Rev l0:7 but in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he is about to sound, then the mystery of God is finished, as
He preached to His servants the prophets.
Rev l0:8 Then the voice which I heard from heaven, I heard again speaking with me, and saying, "Go, take the book which is
open in the hand of the angel who stands on the sea and on the land."
Rev l0:9 So I went to the angel, telling him to give me the little book. And he *said to me, "Take it and eat it; it will make your
stomach bitter, but in your mouth it will be sweet as honey."
Rev 10:10 I took the little book out of the angel's hand and ate it, and in my mouth it was sweet as honey; and when I had eaten
it, my stomach was made bitter.
Rev 10:11 And they *said to me, "You must prophesy again conceming many peoples and nations and tongues and kings."

OVERVIEW: This is our second'pause' in Rev.10-11:13. The first was 7:l-17.
In this section, we see the role of the church in the last days in 3 ways:

1. John's commissioning as a prophet l0:1-l I
2. The reintroduction of Yahweh's protection of the saints 1l l-2
3. The description of the ministry of the 2 witnesses I l:3-13

John is asked to join Yahweh's mission to the world as a prophet, which will involve the 2 witnesses as well.Yahweh reveals
the church is to have a bold witness in times of intense tribulation and suffering. They are sealed and protected(7:3-4;9:4) and
arecalledYahweh'sspecialpossession(ll:l-2). Atthesametime,theyarepursuedandpersecutedbythedragon/beastand
their followers (1 1:7-10), but that suffering will be their victory (l l:l l-12).

l0:l-3 We see a powerful "angel" coming down from heaven, which is Yeshua.
Jud l:14 It was also about these men that Enoch, ln the seventh generation from Adam, prophesied, saying, "Behold, the Lord
came with many thousands of His holy ones,
Jud l:15 to execute judgment upon all, and to convict all the ungodly of all their ungodly deeds which they have done in an
ungodly way, and of all the harsh things which ungodly sinners have spoken against Him."

Vs 1 He is Clothed with a cloud like Yahweh in Ex l6:10, Lev 6:2,Ezek10:4.
His face shining like the sun like Christ in. Rev l:16,Matt 17..2.

His feet are like pillars of fire like Christ in Rev l:15.
He has a Rainbow around his head like Yahweh in Rev 4:3 and Ezekl:28.
His voice sounds like a lion like Yahweh in Joel 3:16. Amos l:2.
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Vs 2 He has an open scroll in his hand. It's open. The 7 peals of thunder utter their voices! Rev. begins with a sealed scroll.
Here itos open. Some people say it's a different scroll from the first scroll in Rev 5. Some say this may be Daniel ll, where
Daniel is told to seal up what he was told. But the context of Dan 1l doesn't seem to support that idia. I believe it's most
likely the same scroll from chapter 5.

This powerful mighty angel is Yahweh, the Son. He's still holding the open scroll. In comparison to yeshu4 the scroll appears
little. I believe the contents of the scroll are the seals, the trumpets and what is yet to happen.
Rgy 5-:1-7 John says I saw the Lamb who had 7 horns, 7 eyei: (number of pefection). 7 spirits of yahweh are different facets
of Yahweh.
In Rev 10. Yeshu4 the Lamb, has the open scroll.
Vs 2 His Left foot is on the land of Israel. Right foot is on the sea. He's looking south...maybe to Egypt or Mt Sinai. perhaps,
this could be Isa. 19, which is one of the great end-time prophecies concerning Egypt-Isa 19 describes an end time scenario of
a mighty revival, economic disasters, the Nile river dries up, which would destroy their economy. Or perhaps yeshua is
looking at Mt. Sinai and hinting at the beginning of the final exodus.

There are4 primary so called "mountain peaks" or highlights in bible history.

' I't is creation. Yahweh is hovering over the deep, the chaos. He separates waters above from waters below. He brings
order. The language of ocean, in the mind of ancient Hebrew, this would've brought thoughts of yeshua exerting ordJr.
He is demonstrating his sovereignty over the realm of the deep.

o The 2"d gteat event is the Exodus which culminates at Mt Sinai when Yahweh comes down. Yahweh splits the
sea/separates the waters again which is a foreshadow when Yeshua will return.

' 3'o is the coming of Yahweh from heaven as a Man, defeating Leviathan/Satan and saving his people.

' 4th is when the ultimate exodus happens, which is when Yeshua retums for His bride. Will He split the sea again? A
few passages seem to indicate this.

Isa 10:24 Therefore thus says the Lord Yahweh of hosts, "O My people who dwell inZion,do not fear the Assyrian who strikes
you with the rod and lifts up his staffagainst you, the way Egypt did. :s 4--t; <h v ia"*
Isa 10:25 "For in a very little while My indignationagainst youwill be spent and My angerwill be directedto their
destruction."
Isa 10:26 The Yahweh of hosts will arouse a scourge against him like the slaughter of Midian at the rock of Oreb; and His staff
will be over the sea and He wilt lift it up theway He didinBgypt.

The Assyrians were an enemy and threat to Jews. Yahweh tells the Jews not to fear them. Because yahweh will use a
scourge/whip against the Assyrians, which are a type of the antichrist and his army. Yahweh's staffwill be over the sea and He
will lift it up the way He did in Erypt, which will bring destruction on them.

After YahwehAr'eshua returns, He will lift up a standard for the nations, He will gather all the exiles of Judah; He will utterly

destroy the sea of Erypt. There it is again. 7 streams are dry...just like the first Exodus. We see here that Yeshua will do so

much than just rapture His church when He retums.

Hab 3 is one of the most detailed descriptions of Yeshua's return.

Hab 3 8 Did the LORD rage against the rivers, Or was Your anger against the rivers, Or was Your wrath against the sea, That

You rode on Your horses, On Your chariots of salvation?

On your chariots of salvation...In Rev 19, Yeshua retums on a horse an anny following on horses. Hab 3 describes Yeshua

riding on horses, but then it brings in chariots. Ezekiel I describes the throne of Yahweh and it's a chariot throne. It's not just a
seat. It's not only a throne that's described like a chariot, but when Yahweh returns we read that He's riding a horse. Ps 68 talks

about Him coming with chariots. On the first day of Pentecost, the Jews required daily scripture reading is Ezek I (describes

the chariot throne) and on day 2, it's Hab 3 which describes Him riding on horses and on chariots of salvation.

Hab 3:8 Did the LORD rage against the rivers, Or was Your anger against the rivers, Or was Your wrath against the sea, That

You rode on Your horses, On Your chariots of salvation?

I believe He's coming back on His horse drawn chariot throne to reestablish His throne in Jerusalem.

Hab 3:2 Yahweh, I have heard the report about You andl fear. O Yahweh, revive Your work in the midst of the years, in the

midst of the years make it known; In wrath remember mercy.
Hab 3:3 EL comes from Teman, And the Holy One from Mount Paran. Selah. His splendor covers the heavens, and the earth is

full of His praise.
Hab 3:4 i/is radiance is like the sunlight; He has raysflashing from His hand, and there is the hiding of His power.

Hab 3:5 Before Him goes pestilence, and plague comes after Him.
Hab 3:6 He stood and surveyed the earth; He looked and startled the nations. Yes, the perpetual mountains were shattered, the

ancient hills collapsed. His ways are everlasting.

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HABAKKUK REJOICES IN THE LORD

Hab 3:18 Yet, I will exult in Yahweh, I will rejoice in the EL of my salvation.

Yeshua marches through the earth for the salvation of His people. Habakkuk says that Yahweh will strike the head of the house

of evil...that's the antichrist and Satan. The armies of the antichrist stormed in to scatter us....but Yahweh trampled on the

sea. . ..He will trample the head of Satan. I believe when Yeshua returns, He may retrace the steps of the Jews leaving Egypl
Habakkuk says that plagues will go before him. He will deliver His people through the desert... Isaiah 35 talks about the

highway of holiness in the desert.

Rev 5:5 Lion from the tribe of Judah.
Rev 10 a voice roaring Lion. He's holding the same scroll. When He cried out, the 7 thunders raised their voices. ln Job 37:2,

Ps 29:3, John 12, Yahweh voice sounds like thunder. In front of the throne are 7 lampstands. 7 pointing to Yeshua himself. 7

spirits. 7 horns. Yahweh's voice thundered.

John is told to Seal up the things he heard...don't write them.
Rev l0:5 Then the angel whom I saw standing on the sea and on the land lifted up his right hand to heaven,

Rev 10:6 and swore by Him who lives forever and ever, WHO CREATED HEAVEN AND THE THINGS IN IT, AND THE
EARTH AND THE THINGS IN IT, AND THE SEA AND THE THINGS IN IT, that there will be delay no longer,

Rev l0:7 but in the days of the voice of the seventh angel, when he is about to sound, then the mystery of Yahweh is finished

Vs 5-7 The time has come-there will no longer be any delay...when the 7th angels sounds then the mystery of Yahweh is

finished. It will be the culmination of human history, the salvation of the Jews, the restoration of all things, the end of this

wicked age and the establishment of Yahweh's kingdom on earth!
Vs 8-l I the focus now turns to the little scroll.

Similar to the commissioning of Ezekiel in Ezek 3:1-3. Ezekiel is told to eat a scroll and to go prophesy to Israel. He does and

the scroll is sweet as honey. This was Ezekiel's commissioning as a prophet. And now, John is about to experience the same

thing. Except for the fact that the scroll is sweet in his mouth and bitter in his stomach. In other words, your message will be

sweet because the church will be victorious, but it will be bitter because it involves much suffering.

John is told to do what the Lamb was told in chapter 5.: 7-8-to take the scroll from the Father's hand. John is to take the scroll
from this mighty Angel's (Yeshua's) hand. For the 3'o time we are told the Angel is standing on sea and land (10:2,5,8), which
signifies Yahweh's dominion over this world. John is to prophesy to the rebellious nations of the world that that Yahweh is

reclaiming His world.

l0:9 John takes the scroll. The angel repeats the command for him to eat it. They tell John to prophesy.

In chapter 11, someone tells John to measure the temple.. .ll:3-4 the same voice tells John that I will grant authority to my 2
witnesses...It seems to me that John is talking with the Angel who says eat the scroll and John takes it and a voice says keep
prophesying. That same voice says measure the city in chapter ll. That same voice says I will grant authority to my 2
witnesses...again, these are more reasons why I believe the mighty angel is Yeshua. John is to take the revelation that he is

being shown and prophesy to the nations.

Two themes are obvious in chapter 10.

1. Yahweh's complete sovereignty over his creation.
2. The prophetic witness of the church. John reenacts Ezekiel's commission as a prophet, and the sweetness and bitterness

of both Ezekiel's and John's diffrcult ministry is to be given to the church. There is sweetness in the knowledge that
Yahweh will bring his people victory. There is bittemess that the world is rejecting Yahweh's offer and tuming against
His people.
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CHAPTER 11 The Two Witnesses
Rev l l:l And a measuring rod similar in appearance to a staff was given to me, saying, "Get up and measure the temple of God

and the altar and those who worship in it.
Rev I l:2 And leave out the courtyard outside of the temple, and do not measure it, because it has been given to the Gentiles,

and they will trample the holy city for forty two months.

Rev I l:3 And I will grant iuthoiity to my two witnesses, and they will prophesypr one thousand two hundred sixty days,

dressed in sackcloth."
Rev I l:4 These are the two olive trees and the fwo lampstands that stand before the Lord of the earth.

neu il :S And if anyone wants to harm them, fire comes out of their mouth and consumes their enemies. And if anyone wants

to harm them, in this way he must be killed.
Rev I l:6 These have the authority to shut the sky, so that it does not rain during the days of their prophecy. And they have

auihority over the waters, to turn them to blood, and to strike the earth with every plague as often as they wish.

Rev I I i And when they have completed their testimony, the beast that comes up from the abyss will make war with them and

will conquer them and will kill them.

Rev I l:g And their dead bodies wilt lie in the street of the great city which is called symbolically Sodom and Egypt, where also

their Lord was crucified.
Rev l1:9 And those from peoples and tribes and languages and nations will see their dead bodies three and a half days, and

they will not allow their dead bodies to be placed in a tomb.

Rev t t:tO And those who live on the earth will rejoice over them, and will celebrate and will send gifts to one another, because

these two prophets tormented those who live on the earth.

Rev I l:l I And after the three and a half days, the breath of life from God entered into them, and they stood on their feet, and

great fear fell on those who saw them.

i.ev l l:12 And they heard a loud voice from heaven saying to them, "Come up here," and they went up into heaven in a cloud,

and their enemies watched them.
Rev ll:13 And at that hour a great earthquake took place, and a tenth of the city collapsed, and seven thousand people were

t itt"O Uy ttr. earthquake, and the rest became terrified and gave glory to the God of heaven.

Rev I l:14 The second woe has passed. Behold, the third woe is coming quickly!

The Seventh Trumpet
Rev ll:15 And the seventh angel blew the trumpet, and there was a loud voice in heaven saying, "The kingdom of the world

has become the kingdom of our Lord and of his Christ, and he will reign forever and ever."

Rev I I : 16 And thJtwenty-four elders who are seated on their thrones before God fell down on their faces and worshiped God,

R* 11,17 saying, "We give thanks to you, Lord God All-Powerful, the one who is and the one who was, because you have

taken youl great power and have begun to reign.
Rev ll:lli-Anaihe nations *ere angry, und you. wrath has come, and the time for the dead to be judged, and to give their

.e*atO to your slaves the prophets and to the saints and to the ones who fear your name, the small and the great, and to destroy

those who destroy the earth."
Rev ll:19 And the temple of God in heaven was opened, and the ark of his covenant appeared in his temple, and there were

lightnings and sounds and thunders and an earthquake and large hail.

Chapters l0:l-l l:13 is a pause in the judgment events. It is a pause and it's also part of the 7 trumpet judgments that began in 8.

There are 3 parts:
l. The measuring of the altar ll:.l-2
2. Centering on divine protection and opposition to the saints; the ministry of the two witnesses (l l:3-13), describing the

church's bold witness to their persecutors
3. The 7th trumpet 1l:14-l9,picturing the arrival of the kingdom of Yahweh 1l:15.

2 threads hold all 3 ofthese parts together:
l. Yahweh's presence with His people
2. and the church triumphing over their enemies.

We see both the sweetness and the bitterness of the judgment events in this chapter: Sweetness is seen in ll:l-2 in Yahweh's
possessive presence with His people and in 1l:.14-19 we see the triumph of Yahweh on behalf of His people. Bittemess is seen

in l1:2 where the Jews are trampled by the gentiles and in l1:7-10 with the death of the 2 witnesses.

Vs 1. Yeshua gives John a measuring rod, a straight hollow reed l0 ft 4 inches long, which was used to survey land. This
represents Yahweh's ownership of the land. John is asked to measure 3 things: the temple, its altar and its worshippers.
Temple is the Greek word, "naos", and it's the term for the holy place and the holy of holies. This is the heavenly temple, not a
reconstructed temple in the last days. The body of Christ, the church is the temple: Matt l6:18, I Cor 3:16-17,2Cor 6:16.
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3 things are measured:
1. a temple---.corporate entity
2. an altar---corporate entity
3. the worshippers-individual members

when the members are measured, they are identified as belonging to Yahweh and protected by Him. Their true home is in thetemple/church, and they have no part in the world. Instead, thiy'conquer it by trre Ltood of the Lamb and by the word of theirtestimony Rev 12:l 1.

The measuring is a prophetic act that announces Yahweh's ownership and protection over his people. This doesn,t protect themfrom persecution and martyrdom. ln 73:7, Yalrweh gives or p...iti the beast t" .;fi;;. the saints. But, in that very area thesaints actually conquer the beast by giving up their lives l2:l i. so ttrey are protected sjritually but not physically.

Suffering is the path to glory.
lPe 4:12 Dear friends, do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal nmong you, when ir takes place to test you, x if somethingstrangewere happening to you.
lPe 4:13 But to the degree that you share in the sufferings of christ, rejoice, so that also at the revelation of his glory you mayrejoice andbe glad.
lPe 4:14 If you are reviled on account of the name of christ, ya u are blessed, because the Spirit of glory and of God rests onyou.

That suffering, as in Rev 10:8-11, is their bitterness, but it will produce the sweetness of their final victory overthe powers ofevil and their vindication by yahweh.
I l:2 EXCLUDING THE OUTER COURT
There is a double meaning in "outer', for it both describes the court of the Gentiles in the outer court and also that it is outsideYahweh's protective presence.

It has been given to the Gentiles, meaning Yahweh has handed over the church to the Gentiles for a period of time. For a shorttime' Yahweh will allow the enemies of his people to persecute them severely, but they will reemerge triumphant. Dan g:9-14
says that Yahweh allows the little horn to trampli the host of the heavens, Yahweh's foliowers for a time. (Also Zech l2:3). Thetime He allows this is 42 months.

The 3.5 year great tribulation time frame is presented to us in 3 different formats:l. Rev 7:14, l1:3,12.6, Dan l2:l l, we see 1260 davs
2. Rev l2: 14, Dan 7:25 l2:7 , we see ,.Time, times, and half a time,'3. In Rev 13:5 we see"42 months,,

I l:3-6 Yahweh gave the outer court to the gentiles (nations). Here, Yahweh gives power/authority to the 2 witnesses. The
church overcomes by taking the war to the nations but with a twist-their weapo"ns are not military but spiritual. The people ofYahweh fight back with a bold witness. Yahweh chooses 2 witnesses that He calls, "My two witnesses" signifuing His special
possession of them. He gives them both power and authority-authority to prophesy and power to perform gfeaimiracles.

These 2 men remind me of Elijah and Moses. Like John the Baptist, in Lk I :17,they will come in the spirit and power of Moses
ard Elijah. They will_prophesy for 1260 days. This must mean that they will minister during the last 3.S years, which will be
dominated by the antichrist and the beast. Like Elijah, they will wear sackcloth to signiff ,611o* and mouming over the sins
of the nations (Joel 1:8, Amos 8:10). Sackcloth was often wom to signiff repentance 16r sin. The Spirit of yahweh stands over
the 2 witnesses and will overcome any opposition on their behalf.

The 2 witnesses have a2-fold mission: to witness to the nations and to wam of imminent judgment. The sinners attempt to kill
the 2 witnesses as they did the martyrs of Rev 6. But in response, the Elijah miracle of nre Aliing from heaven happens again (2
Kgs l). Those who tried to kill them are killed by Yahweh when He cause fire to come out of tfieir mouths and ii devours their
enemies. The power they were given allows them to shut up the heavens so that it will not rain during this 3.5 year time. This
reminds us of Elijah's time of drought in I Kgs l7-18.

The last 3 miracles they perform are parallel to the trumpet and bowl judgments which involved the heavens, the waters, and the
earth. They have power to turn water into blood, like the Egptian plague and the 2nd trumpet Rev 8:8 and the 2nd and 3.d bowls
in 16:3-4. The last miracle is general, referring to Moses' authority from Yahweh to striki the earth with every kind of plague
whenever they wished. This sums up all of the Egyptian plagues and describes the trumpets and the bowls.
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I l:7-10 DEATH AND DEFEAT
The close of the last 3.5 years when the 2 witnesses have finished their testimony. Yahweh will not allow the false trinity (the
dragon, beast and false prophet Rev. 16:13), to have their temporary triumph until the prophetic witness by these 2 men are
complete. While the believers are hunted down during this great tribulation (7:14), the forces of evil will not be able to stop
their testimony. As we saw in I l:5-6, their witness has brought judgment on the nations.

Yahweh allows the beast to attack and kill the 2 witnesses (l l:7). This is also the important point of 13:5-8, when the beast in
all its evil actions can only do what Yahweh permits, and that for only a short time. He ascends from the Abyss, proving his
demonic origin. The powers of evil ascend from the sea or the Abyss-smoke in 8:4 and 9:2 (the locusts descend in 9:3, the
beast here and in l7:8, the beast from the sea in l3:1, the beast from the earth in l3:11. Yahweh allows this beast to make war
and to conquer and kill them. In the final war in 19:17-19 there is no battle; the sword comes out of Yeshua's mouth and every
member of the army of the beast is beheaded instantly.

The people show no respect, compassion or honor of the 2 witnesses. Their bodies lie in the public square of the great city
(l l:8).
The great city is Jerusalem. After their deaths, a religious celebration breaks out as the whole world takes a holiday, looking on
their dead bodies and rejoicing (l l:9).

Rev. l3:l l-18 He has established a one world religion centered around the worship of the dragon and the beasVantichrist. He
causes the world to view the dead bodies while refusing to bury them. They are dead for 3.5 days. They celebrate and send each
other gifts like the religious holiday of Christmas, which was originally called Saturnali4 a time of worshipping a false god.

RESURRECTION Rev. I l:l l-12 The world celebration is cut short when Yahweh's sovereignty takes over and ends the
celebration. At this time, the breath of life from Yahweh enters them and they stand to their feet! Much like the valley of dry
bones in Ezek.37:10, "Breath entered them; they came to life and stood up on their feet." Ezekiel's vision is prophesying
Israel's return from exile as avalley of dry bones come to life. It also speaks of Gen2:7, where Yahweh breathes life into
Adam's nostrils. As the two are resurrected and stand up, the earth feels great fear and terror. This reminds me of Psa. 105:38
"Egypt was glad when they left, because dread of Israel had fallen on them (Ex 15:16). This terror will lead either to
repentance Rev I I :13; l5:4, or to judgment Rev l8:10,15, depending on their response.

The 2 witnesses are immediately taken up to heaven ll:ll. Those standing around hear a loud voice-we aren't told who is
speaking. The voice commands, "Come up here." They ascend in a cloud, which points to Yeshua ascending in a cloud after his
resurrection. The cloud represents the presence of Yahweh in all his glory and majesty, especially at Yeshua's return, which
may be happening atthe 2 witnesses "rapture". The context here is definitely about resurrection.

This takes place at the end of the second 3.5 years. It happens when the 2 witnesses finish their "mission" to prophesy and
testi$ to the world I l:7, which may be a sign of the church finishing her mission. In Rev., the only event following Yeshua's
retum is the battle of Armageddon, so there doesn't seem to be room for the earthquake, the deaths, and the repentance of many.
It seems hat the resurrection here is the "first-fruit' of the church's soon coming rapture.
The order ofevents here seem to be:

l. The resurrection and ascension of the 2 witnesses
2. The earthquake
3. The conversion ofthe onlookers,
4. The retum of Yeshua to gather His church
5. The events of Rev 20-21 (the 1,000 yr reigp, the throne judgment, the new heaven & new earth, the new Jerusalem)

(for more on this-I Cor I5, I Thess 4:13-18)

JUDGMENT AND REPENTANCE Rev I I :13
After the witnesses are caught up to heaven, another tenible earthquake happens (6:12,8:5,1 I : l3 & 19, l6:18) and I /lOth of the
city is destroyed. We see this described in the OT in Ezek 38:19-20 with Gog and Magog, Zech l4.4 with Yahweh descending
on the Mt of Olives at the Day of Yahweh.

7,000 people die-l/IOft of the population of Jerusalem. They perish because of their idolatry and rebellion.

This is partial judgment like the l/4th killed in the seal judgments 6:8 and the 1/3'd killed in the trumpet judgments 9:18. These
judgments are a call to repentance.
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CHApTER 12: THE SOUNDING OF the 7s trumpet is the most significant event in history. There's actually a number of
events that will happen like book of Exodus. The Antichrist dictator oppresses the Jews. Plagues are poured out. The deliverance

and salvation of the Jews and those who partner with them. The exodus didn't take place in a day. There will be some significant

dynamics that take place when he returns.

o Chapters 1 0- I 6 give a bunch of info on what happens before the 7th trumpet sounds.

We see here the beginning of the conflict of the seed of the woman and the seed of the serpent. In Gen 12. Yahweh calls Abram

out of his land and idolatry in order to bring forth the Messiah. He tums a man who is unable to have children into a family and

changes his name to Abraham, the father of many. And through this man, the messiah will come. Yahweh's plan has always been

to bless the Jews through which He will bless the entire earth. We see this here in Rev 12. Through the woman, a male child is

born, the Messiah. This woman is Israel and all her descendants who are those who follow the Messiah.
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Rev l2:1 A great sign appeared in heaven:
Rev l2:2 and she was with child; and she *cried out, being in labor and in pain to give birth.

Who is the woman? There are a number of ideas out there.
l. Virgo (astrology)
2. Mary (Yeshua's mother)
3. The church
4. Israel

I believe she represents Israel.
l ' Vireo: we have to be so careful when using the alignment ofthe stars to predict His coming. (2017 thesun passed through

Virgo, the moon passed by her feet and above her head were l2 stars and then Jupiter *u! in Virgo for 9 mos.)

Holiness means to be separate, to be different. The opposite of holiness is to have mixture--{on't mix different threads when you
make your clothes: wool & cotton. That's so true when we are communicating the gospel--{on't mix the gospels with the *o.idly
living/doctrine/beliefs. When Jews entered Canaan, the Canaanites followed BaaJ, who was known as tf,e god who rides on the
clouds. But the Jews knew better-Yahweh is the one who rides on the clouds! Yeshua is the one who rodi on the clouds when
he ascended. The people saw Him riding on the clouds!

2. Mary: we have a picture of a woman having a male child. However, the exalted manner this woman is clothed, a majestic
figure. The exaltation of Mary isn't seen anywhere in the NT or in early Christian writings. you see it much later--
catholic teachings' Lk l:26 Gabriel shows up to Mary...Greetings, highly favored one! Yahweh is with you! The point
is Yahweh was waiting for the Messiah...he didn't just randomly choose a woman. Mary was one who capiured
Yahweh's attention-this is the one I'm choosing to be the mother of My Son. She is highly favored by Uahweh. But
that doesn't mean we are to worship or exalt her. This woman is not Mary.

3. The church: Christ birthed the church. The church did not birth Chrisi. Gen 12, from the beginning yahweh clearly
called the Jews to be his treasured possession. The nations are mine, but Israel was chosen in a special-way. yahweh has
a special calling for Israel but his love is for everyone. To this day, Yahweh stays true to his covenant with Israel while
called the world into in kingdom. His primary call is to Israel while throwing the door open to all people! It,s not just to
Israel.

4. Israel: gave birth to the Messiah. This woman is clearly Israel.

Rev 12:l A great sign appeared in heaven:
Rev 12:2 and she was with child; and she *cried out, being in labor and in pain to give birth.
Rev 12:3 Then another sign appeared in heaven: and behold, a great red dragon having seven heads and ten horns, and on his
heads were seven diadems.
Rev l2:4 And his tail *swept away a third of the stars of heaven and threw them to the earth. And the dragon stood before the
woman who was about to give birth, so that when she gave birth he might devour her child. (You will bruii His heel, but when
it's all said and done-He will crush your head!)
Rev l2:5 And she gave birth to a son, a male child, who is to rule all the nations with a rod of iron; and her child was caught up
to God and to His throne.
Rev l2:6 Then the woman fled into the wildemess where she had a place prepared by God, so that there she would be nourished
for one thousand two hundred and sixty days.

At the front end of the great tribulation, the primary target of the serpent is Israel, the woman. He's going to go after Christians,
it says so in the text, but Israel is still front and center. Yahweh is going to accomplish redemption with hiJpeople as he promised.
At the end of vs 17, the dragon is furious with the woman and goes after her offspring-those who are Gentile believers.

We see these symbols described in Gen 37 where Joseph had a dream-the sun, the moon and stars were bowing down to him.
We see Israel is described as stars. Sun and moon are Abraham and Sarah.

Joe 3:l "For behold, in those days and at that time, when I restore the fortunes of Judah and Jerusalem, (after Israel has been
r e gat he r e d, Yahw e h w i I I r e s t or e t h e i r for t une )
Ioe 3:2 I will gather all the nations And bring them down to the valley of Jehoshaphat. (he's talking about the surrounding nations
gathering together to invade, occupy Israel under the leadership ofthe antichrist, the dragon and his puppet, the beast, the antichrist
and his armies invade Israel). Then I will enter into judgment with them there on behalf of tr4v people and Mv inheritance, Israel,
Whom they have scattered among the nations; and they have divided up My land.
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Yahweh remains true to his covenant even when we aren't.

4c l2:2 "Behold, I am going to make Jerusalem a cup that causes reeling to all the peoples around; and when the siege is
a$ainst Jerusalem, it will also be against Judah.

This verse is prophesying the invasion of the armies of the antichrist in Jerusalem. In that day I will set about to destroy all of
the nations who come against Jerusalem and Judah.

Zec 72:7 "The LORD also will save the tents of Judah first, so that the glory of the house of David and the glory of the
inhabitants of Jerusalem will not be magnified above Judah.
Zec l2:8 "ln that day the LORD will defend the inhabitants of Jerusalem, and the one who is feeble among them in that day will
be like David, and the house of David will be like God, like the angel of the LORD before them.
Zec 12:9 "And in that day I will set about to destroy all the nations that come against Jerusalem.
Zec 12:10 "l will pour out on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the Spirit of grace and of supplication, so
that they will look on Me whom they have pierced; and they will mourn for Him, as one mourns for an only son, and they will
weep bitterly over Him like the bitter weeping over a firstborn.

Yeshua retums and all of the Jews who are alive and look at the One they pierced are saved. His grace is poured out on them.
Every covenant He has made, He will fulfill.

Rom I I :28 From the standpoint of the gospel they are enemies for your sake, but from the standpoint of God's choice they are
beloved for the sake ofthe fathers:

When the fullness of the Gentiles have come in, then all of Israel will be saved. (Ezek. 39 and lsa. 59, Jer. 30-33). Paul says,
fiom the standpoint of the gospel, they are enemies. The majority of Israel are not following Yahweh. In that sense, they are
enemies, but from the standpoint of Yahwehb choice they are beloved for the sake of the fathers;

Rev 12 is an event that happens in the middle of the 7 years, at the 3.5 year mark. Satan accuses us before the throne. No more
accusations. No more legal grounds. No more freedom sessions needed.

Dan 8:3 Then I lifted my eyes and looked, and behold, a ram which had two homs was standing in front of the canal. Now the
two homs were long, but one was longer than the other, with the longer one coming up last.
Dan 8:4 I saw the ram butting westward, northward, and southward, and no otherieitscould stand before him nor was there
anyone to rescue from his power, but he did as he pleased and magnifie d himself
Dan 8:5 while I was observing, behold, a male goat was coming from the wesf over the surface of the whole earth without
touching the ground; and the goat had aconspicuous hom betwein his eyes.

Dan 8:ll It (anti-Chrisl even magnified itselfto be equal with the Commander of the host (yahweh); andit (anti-Chrisy
removed the regular sacrifice from Him (abomination of desolation), and the place of His sanctuary ger o}".l was thrown
down.
Dan 8:12 And, on account of transgression,_the host (the peopte) will be given over to the hom(anti-Christ) along with the
regular sacrifice; and' it (the anti-Christ) will fling truth to the ground and pefrorm its will and will prosper.

This is describing Rev l2:9 where we see angels are cast to the earth. 2 Thess 2:4 says that the antichrist will exalt himself over
every so-called god or object of worship and will take his seat in Yahweh's temple, displaying himself as God (Theos--divinely
Supreme-Yahweh).

Daniel makes it very clear that the antichrist will prosper for a short time in order to bring Israel to the end of her self-focus and
self-absorption and strength so they will tum to Him for help. The antichrist's reign isn;t just for the Jews, but also so that the
Christians will be purified through fire/suffering. Yahweh is working to preseni to Himself a bride (both Jew and Gentile)
without spot or wrinkle or blemish.

Dan 8:13 And I heard a certain holy one speaking, and a certain other holy one said to the specific one who was speaking, ,,For
how longisthe vision concerningthe regular bumt offering, and the transgression thatmakes desolate, and.thegiuing

Dan 8:14 And he said to me, "For 2,300 evenings and momings, thenthe sanctuary will be restored."

THE INTERPRETATION OF THE VISION

Vs 15-16 Daniel seeks to understand the vision and he sees someone who looked like a man (yeshua/yahweh?) and had the
voice of a man.

Dan 8:25 And by his planning he will make a success of deceit by his hand, and in his mind he will boast, and in their ease he

witt destroy f,ffiy, and turragainst the pnnce of princes (Prince of Peace? Prince of the power of the air-Satan? Satanwon't

be the one'to deitroy him) he*itt .ise up (wtto will rise up? the Prince of Peace), and he (the anti-christ) will be broken, but not

by human hands.

The main fulfillment of this vision is the time of the end. Any first century Jew, when reading Rev l2:9 where Satan and his

angels are thrown out of heaven to the earth, would immediately would think of Daniel 8. Dan 8 is clearly speaking of events

that will happen in the final period of indignation, when Yahweh pours out His wrath!

Rev 12:10 Then I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying, "Now the salvation, and the power, and the kingdom of our Yahweh

*d ttte *tttority of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren has been thrown down, he who accuses them before

our Yahweh day and night.
Rev 12:l I "And they overcame him because of the blood of the Lamb and because of the word of their testimony, and they did

not love their life even when faced with death.

Rev 12:12 "For this reason, rejoice, O heavens (the heavens have been purged-Satan has been cast out) and you who dwell in

them. Woe to the earth and thl sea, because the devil has come down to you, having great wrath, knowing that he has only a

short time." Satan is raging.
Rev 12:13 And when the dragon (Satan) saw that he was thrown down to the earth, he persecuted the woman who gavebirth to

the male child. - a-t ;r3.5 - laok a. t fs vcrd l

Rev 12:14 But the two wings of the great eagle were given to the woman, so that she could fly into the wildemess to her place,

where she *was nourished for a time and times and half a time (3.5 years), from the presence of the serpent.

I believe this represents a remnant of Jews that will be supematurally protected in the wildemess. This passage would remind

every first century Jew ofExodus 19:3-6
Exo l9:3 Moses went up to God, and the LORD called to him from the mountain, saying, "Thus you shall say to the house of
Jacob and tell the sons oflsrael:
Exo 19:4 'You yourselves have seen what I did to the Egyptians, and howlbore you on eagles'wings, and brought you to
Myself.
Exo l9:5 Now then, if you will indeed obey My voice and keep My covenant, then you shall be My own possession among all
the peoples, for all the earth is Mine;
Exo 19:6 and you shall be to Me a kingdom of priests and a holy nation.' These are the words that you shall speak to the sons of
Israel."

Yahweh said that if you will keep my covenant, you will be My heasured possession. This happened before the betrothal meal.

Rev 12:15 And the serpent poured water like a river out of his mouth (a reference to the antichrist) after the woman, so that he

might cause her to be swept away with the flood.
Rev 12:16 But the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened its mouth and drank up the river (Jews understand this to be

Yahweh) which the dragon poured out of his mouth.

Isa 28:18 "Your covenant with death will be canceled, And your pact with Sheol will not stand; When the overwhelming
scourge (the antichrist) passes through, then you become its trampling place.
Isa 28: 19 "As often as it passes through, it will seize you; for morning after moming it will pass through , anytirne during the
day or night, and it will be sheer terror to undentand what it means."

This describes the abomination of desolation. When the antichrist (it) comes, he's described as a flood with whips and scourges.

On one hand, the antichrist will be allowed to succeed, but we also see Israel being protected. It's both. Many will be protected,
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many taken as prisoners, many killed, and many will flee. Jews understand Isa 28 refers to the final assault of Israel when theywill flee to the desert, but the messiah comes and helps them, delivers them like He did in Eglrpt.

-.Yes\tvRev 12:10 And I heard a loud voice in heaven saying, "Now the salvation and the power and the kingdom of our yahweh andthe authority of His Christ have come, because the iccuser of our brothers has been thrown down, the one who accuses them
before our Yahweh day and night.
Rev 12: I I And they conquered him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love theirlives until death.

The one who accuses them before our Yahweh day and night-who is that? He is thrown down to the earth.
who is speaking? A loud voice. whose voice? wiro calls us brothers?

They conquered Satan by overcoming him-not by their own strength or because they are super soldiers or because theysomehow became perfect christians. How did they overcome him?
l. By the blood of the Lamb.
2' By the word oftheir testimony. (My testimony is not my t{9 story only, but the story of what yeshua has done in myIife)' He showed me mercy when I was lost in my sins! ind He continuLs b show me mercy! That will stop satan in his

tracks.)
3' By not loving their lives even when faced with death. (If we want to be His disciple: yeshua said we must deny

ourselves, pick up our cross daily andfoltow Him.)

We are to live this way today. we can overcome Satan today by, first and foremost, putting our trust/faith in the blood of theLamb! Secondly, by our lives being a testimony of what that blo;d has done and will d'o. Thirdly, by not loving my life. Even ifit means my death. It's easy to think of this in terms of martyrdom. But this isn't just martyrdom. This is something that is
required of us daily. To deny ourselves. Deny: to deny utterly,that is, disown, abstai.

The Pharisee and the Tax Collector
Luk l8:9 Yeshua also told this parable to some who trusted in themselves that they were righteous, and looked down oneveryone else:

2 men went to the temple to pray. One was a religious man, a Pharisee who is considered to be the most righteous of all
numans.
The other man was a tax collector, who was considered to be the most vile of all humans-a traitor and a thief-stealing from
his own people. The Plarisee stood, and prayed these things with reference to himself: 'God, I give thanks to you that I am notlike other people-swindlers, unrighteous people, adulterers, or even like that tax collector over there! I fast twice a week; Igive a tenth of all that I get. But the tax collector, who was standing far away, did not want even to raise his eyes to heaven, but
was beating his chest, saying, 'Yahweh, be merciful to me, a sinner!'

Luk 18:14 I tell you, the tax collector went to his house justified rather than the self-righteous one! For everyone who exalts
himself will be humbled, but the one who humbles himself will be exalted."

In other words, Yeshua said that everyone who exalts himself by looking down at others and judging them to be less than, or not
as good as' or doesn't do life the way I do life because the way I do life is the "right way", orlhe beit *ay, or the Christian way.
The tax collector saw himself as a sinner, someone who deserves nothing, rotr-eone who will be lost unless yahweh extends
him rnercy.

That is what overcomes Satan. When you stand before Him, your focus must be on the fact that He is your only hope! His
blood covers you and your lifi+-your thoughts, your words, your actions, your non-action. His blood. Hisiife flowing through
your defiled life. Focus on that! Keep your eyes on what He has done, not on what you've done or haven't done. practice
trusting in the faithfulness of Yahweh-not in your own strength or ability to be good. That doesn't mean I'm going to sit back
and do nothing. Salvation is a dance, it's a relationship.

We aren't going to overcome the dragon and the serpent in the last days because we are more holy or faithful or more devout
than someone else, but because we've accepted and understood the power of the blood of the Lamb. And because we've leamed
to cruciff ourselves now. Nothing testifies more clearly than someone who lays his life down for another.

We have one life to live-Paul said, I consider mv life to be manure.
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php 3:3 For we are the circumcision, the ones who worship by the Spirit of God and boast in Christ Jesus and do notput

confidence in the flesh,
php 3:4 although I could have confidence even in the flesh. If anyone else thinks to put confidence in the flesh, I can do so

more:

We are all called to testiff of the power of the death, burial and resurrection of Yeshu4 to be his witnesses. Witnesses-that

word, in Greek, is martyr. Day by day we practice dying to self. When a demon or a person or your own mind reminds you of
your sinful past or your sinful hearVactions-thank him for reminding you of the truth-I'm not perfect. I will never be good

_enough! 
Then turn to Yahweh and cry ou! "Be merciful to me, a sinner!"

Matt 16:21-23 Peter takes Yeshua aside and rebukes Him. "Yahweh forbid that You die! There's no way you are going to

die! Not on my watch!" Peter didn't undentand the wisdom of the cross.

Mat 16:23 But Yeshua tumed around and said to Peter, "Get behind me, Satan! You are a cause for stumbling to me, because

you arc not intent on the things of God, but the things of people!"

This is harsh! He loves Peter and Peter loves Him. Peter is his disciple, student, friend. Those kinds of words hurt more when

someone you love says them to you. When Yeshua called the Pharisees a brood of snakes, the Pharisees were angry because

they were humiliated in front of the people. Not because there was any relationship or love for Yeshua. He says to one of his

closest friends..."Peter, you are a stumbling block to Me. You are not setting your mind on Yahweh's interests, but on the

things concerning people!" Yeshua never withheld the truth from others because He was afraid He'd hurt their feelings or that

they would get mad or be figgered or reject Him. He loved them too much to leave them in their soulish condition.

We are a stumbling block to Yahweh if we put the concerns of this life before the Yahweh's plans and purposes for my life and

the lives of othen.

Our mission is the same today.
l. We are to live a life of martyrdom.
2. We are also called to stand with Israel.
3. And we're called to be purified, to be tested.

People often ask how can Yahweh allow his bride to suffer and be martyred. The truth is Christians have been martyred
throughout history. They are being martyred today. They have suffered greatly for the sake of the gospel. Look at the suffering
and martyrdom of the l1 apostles. Look at Yahweh's own Son and how He suffered greatly! People say Yahweh won't allow
his bride to go through the tribulation because He won't allow her to suffer. He allowed the Jews to suffer in the wilderness.

The truth is this is happening on the earth right now...Christians are suflering geatly and dying for their faith right now.
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REVELATION CHAPTER 12
The church and Israel become the object of satan's wrath. Do we have a maqr mentality in the sense that you follow a
persecuted, slain lamb? The real defining question is: Do you rejoice when you suffer pain for the cause of Christ?

lPe 4:12 Beloved, do not be surprised at the fiery ordeal among you, which comes upon you for your testing, as though some
strange thing were happening to you;
lPe 4:13 but to the degree that you share the sufferings of Christ, keep on rejoicing, so that also at the revelation of His glory
you may rejoice with exultation.

Rejoicing: to be full of cheer, to be calm, happy and well off, to be glad. Does that describe and define you?

Luk 16:10 "He who is faithful in a very little thing is faithful also in much; and he who is unrighteous in a very little thing is
unrighteous also in much.

Paul describes normal Christian life:
2Co 4:7 -ll But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, so that the surpassing greatness of the power will be of God and not
from ourselves; we are afflicted in every way, but not crushed; perplexed, but not despairing; persecuted, but not forsaken;
struck down, but not destroyed; always carrying about in the body the dying of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus also may be
manifested in our body. For we who live are constantly being delivered over to death for Jesus' sake, so that the life of Jesus
also may be manifested in our mortal flesh.

If we are Christ followers, it is only to be expected that we will be afflicted, we will be perplexed, persecuted, stuck down...we
are dying to self, according to our human existence.

At the end of the age, the Lord will give the people up to the wrath of satan so that we will become like Christ, that we will
rejoice when we suffer for Him. Yahweh will allow intense suffering, which will make us like Him. There's nowhere in the
bible that says to stand up so people don't get persecuted.

Rev 12 A great war breaks out and conflict. Vs 4- Satan stands before the woman which is Israel...the child which is
Yeshua...this is Gen 49 (Jacob calls his 12 sons to his dying bed and reviews their lives and proclaims their futur*a
foreshadowing of the final judgment and it's Ps 2)

The woman/Israel is taken into the wilderness. Satan hates Israel and the Messiah. Israel flees...this is all over scriptures Jer.
31, Hosea 2,Matt24. Many in Israel will flee into the wildemess and others will go into exile when this satanic invasion
begins. Vs 7...Satan is thrown down...to the earth...his angels with him...

Rev 12:10 Then I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying, "Now the salvation, and the power, and the kingdom of our God and
the authority of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren has been thrown down, he who accuses them before our
God day and night.
Rev 12:11 "And they overcame him because of the blood of the Lamb and because of the word of their testimony, and they did
not love their life even when faced with death.
Rlev 12:12 "For this reason, rejoice, O heavens and you who dwell in them. Woe to the earth and the se4 because the devil has
come down to you" having great wrath, knowing that he has only a short time."
Rev 12:13 And when the dragon saw that he was thrown down to the earth, he persecuted the woman who gave birth to the
male child.

For 3.5 years, Satan will persecute Israel. But Yahweh will help her supernaturally.

Rev 12:17 So the dragon was enraged with the woman, and went offto make war with the rest of her children, who keep
the commandments of God and hold to the testimony of Yeshua.

Who is the offspring of Israel? Vs 17: Those who keep the commandments and who hold to the testimony of Yeshua. Vs 11
tells us: They overcome by the word of their testimony. Satan hates them because they are sharing the testimony of Yeshua.
Rev l9:10 tells us that the spirit of prophecy is the testimony of Yeshua.

Revl3, the beast is granted authority to overcome the saints. The churcMsrael will be overcome by him, but Satan will also be
overcome by our testimony. Rev. 12 is clear-we will be overcome and we will also overcome by the testimony of Yeshua.
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The testimony of Yeshua is the spirit of prophecy and His testimony about the end of the age rcvolve around Israel and
Jerusalem. Matt 24 says they will hate us because of His name. The cental conflict at the end of the age will be around
Jerusalem/Israel.

Who does Satan go after in the beginning of chapter 12? The Woman and the child. Look at the end vs l3...Satan goes after
the rest of her offspring. Who are her offspring? Those who follow the testimony of Yeshua. The main point won't be because
you are a Christian..They might not like Christians, but they will kill you because of your stand with Israel.

HISTORY: Nero put Christians on stakes and lighted his roads with burning Christians. The emperor before Nero exiled all the
Jews out of Rome. Nero said the Christians can come back. In 64 AD, there was a great fire. Niro blamed it on the Christians.
Most of the Christians were Jews. AD 64 was the beginnings of the Jewish revolt. ln 64-67 , Paul and Peter were killed. The
great fire erupted in 64AD. Almost half of Rome burned down. In 45 a revolt was put down. But Nero came home and blamed
the Christians. In 66 AD, the protest that started in AD 45 started bubbling up again in Israel. Rome ruled Israel and they
started provoking tlie wrath of the Jewish population. It turned into riots in the streets. The emperor said to go shut it down. The
govemor in Syria got Arab legions and marched on the Galilee and put it down in Tiberias. But eruptions broke out in
Jerusalem among the Jews to take back their rights and their land and to get rid of the Roman occupation. The expression cloak
and dagger came from this: the Jewish rebels would hide swords under their cloaks and walked among the crowd and they
would stab Roman soldiers and then hide among the crowd. The Romans marched on Jerusalem and marched on the walls, but
they weren't able to occupy the city. The rebels were too sfong. Sept 66 AD they drew back and traveled through a city outside
Jerusalem through a valley. The rebels followed and 6000 Roman soldiers were killed. (The War of the Jews by Josephus 66-
68 AD) Jews for the first time leveled a devastating blow to the Roman empire so the Romans retaliated and it ended up with
the destruction of Jerusalem and the temple and the expulsion of the Jews from Israel for 2,000 years. Because bf tfre
persecution that broke out in AD 60's, it's probably likely that Paul and Peter were executed at the same time the Jews were
standing up for Jerusalem. The Christians were turning the world upside down through sharing the good news (Acts l7). But the
rebels fought with swords etc....which may have been one of the reasons Peter and Paul were executed. The Romans wanted to
stop this rebellion. 

.

At the end of the age, we will see the same thing happen-a rage against Israel, Jewish occupation. Christians will stand with
them. Satan is mad now, but he will become furious then. And he will seek to devour her and those who keep the testimony of
Yeshua....

There will be a lot of people who lose their lives, but there will be no eternal rewards because of what motivates them. Paul said
in lCo l3:3 And if I give all my possessions to feed the poor, and if I surrender my body to be burned, but do not have love, it
profits me nothing. You can give it all, but make sure when you take a stand, it's for love, the testimony of Yeshua" Christ in us
the hope of glory, us being tansformed and us being a broken vessel where Christ can be seen and manifested by those who
persecute us.

Zionand Babylon
Rev 12:14 The woman is carried into the wildemess on the wings of an eagle...Someone living in the US might view this as
America because of the bald eagle. But that isn't how first century Jews would view this. fheir mind would go io Exodus when
Yahweh said, Remember how I led you on eagles wings out of Erypt. The Lord is the eagle who will give them protection.

The story of 2 different women. The harlot Babylon and the woman gives birth to the male child. She is IsraeVthe churct/one
new man. The stars are clearly used to refer to children of Israel. Yahweh told Abratram Your descendants will be like the stars.
Chapter 2l T\e woman who gave birth reappears. First, she flees into wildemess and she is still in unbelief. Many will flee into
wilderness. Some will be taken prisoner; many will be killed. But there has to be a remnant to look on the One they pierced.

Rev 2l:9-10 The wife of the lamb...the church says we're the bride. To ignore the story that's been told, that Yahweh made
covenant with Israel at Mt Sinai, and He betrothed himself to the Jews as a husband and Israel is his bride. The 70 elders,
Moses, Nadab, Abihu are invited halfivay up Mt Sinai where they eat the betrothal meal on a sapphire sea and see Yatrweh @x.
24:10\. That event is the historic foreshadow of the marriage supper of the Lamb when Yeshua will consummate the covenant
he made with Israel at Mt Sinai and they will forever be his.

lsa25:6 declares that Yahweh will destroy Babylon. Isaiah then says that Yahweh will prepare a feast on Mt. Zionfor all
p e opl e s-notjust Israel.
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The plan that Gentiles would be part of this and will be brought into the kingdom of Yahweh along with the Jews is throughout

the OT. There's one bride (Jew and Gentile as one new man) and one bridegroom. There's not 2 weddings or 2 brides.

Now let's look at the harlot.
Rev I 7: I Come I will show the judgment of the great harlot. Same language in Rev 2 I :9: Come, I will show you the bride.

In chptr 17, it's the harlot. On one hand, she's a queen, clothed as royalty, rich. But she's the opposite of clean. She's filthy. The

harlot in Revelation wants to be a prostitute. She's chosen it. She's a murderer. She has a cup in her hand that's filled with the

filth of her fomication mixed with the blood of the saints and she's drinking it and gives it to others to drink....

Let's look at Israel's story. There are reasons why some Christians says Israel is the harlot. In OT there are places the Lord calls

her a harlot-Hosea etc.. But not just Israel. Ninevah is called a harlot. Tyre is called a harlot city. The majority of times,

Yatrweh refers to Israel as a harlo! but that doesn't mean Israel is the harlot in Rev.

Isa I : I Isaiah has a vision of Judah and Jerusalem.
Isa 1:21 How the faithful crty has become a harlot, Shewho was full of justice! Righteousness once lodged in her, But now

murderers.

Jerusalem and Judatr is a harlot and murderous. Vs 25 I will tum my hand against her...he is disciplining her as his

children...that's different from judgment. I will puriry her as gold. Even though you've been a harlot, I will restore her and you

will be called the city of righteousness...with justice and righteousness. Isaiatr says to rejoice for her, be glad for Jerusalem'..

the glory of the nations will stream to Jerusalem. In the age of the Messiah, the nations will go to Jerusalem.

lsa l:27 Zion will be redeemed with justice And her repentant ones with righteousness.

Isa l:28 But transgressors and sinners will be crushed together, And those who forsake the LORD will come to an end.

Ezek. 16: begins with the word of the Lord...tell Jerusalem how unfaithful she's been. Yatrweh found Israel abandoned, an

orphan. He took her in and loved her and adomed her. Lavished her with His extravagant love.

Ezs 16:14 "Then your fame went forttr among the nations on account of your beauty, for it was perfect because of My splendor
which I bestowed on you," declares the Lord GOD.
Eze 1615 "But you irustea in your beauty and played the harlot because of your fame, and you poured out your harlotries on

every passer-by who might be willing.

Vs 60-63 Yahweh says: despite all of your unfaithfulness, I will remember your youth...I will remember that I betrothed myself
to you at Mt Sinai. You will remember and be ashamed. I will forgive Israel and make a new everlasting covenant with her.

Hosea is the story of the Lord's unceasing percistence and grace. Yahweh will redeem Israel. Hosea is a picture of the Lord.
Hos 2:14 "Therefore, behold, I will allure her, Bring her into the wilderness And speak kindly to her.

Hos 2:15 "Then I will give her her vineyards from there, And the valley of Achor as a door of hope. And she will sing there as

in the days of her youth, As in the day when she came up from the land of Erypt.
Hos 2:16 "It will come about in that day," declares the LORD, uThat you will call Me Ishi (Husband) And will no longer call
Me Baali (Master).
Hos 2:17 "For I will remove the names of the Baals from her mouth, So that they will be mentioned by their names no more.
Hos 2:18 'ln that day I will also make a covenant for them With the beasts of the field, The birds of the sky And the creeping
things of the ground. And I will abolish the bow, the sword and war from the land, And will make them lie down in safety.
Hos 2:19 "I will betoth you to Me forever; Yes, I will betroth you to Me in righteousness and in justice, In lovingkindness and
in compassion,
Hos 2:20 And I will betoth you to Me in faithfulness. Then you will know the LORD.
Hos 2:21 "It will come about in that day that I will respond," declares the LORD. "I will respond to the heavens, and they will
respond to the earth,
Hos2:22 And the earth will respond to the grain, to the new wine and to the oil, And they will respond to Jezreel.
Hos 2:23 "I will sow her for Myself in the land. I will also have compassion on her who had not obtained compassion, And I
will say to those who were not My people, 'You are My people!'And they will say, 'You are my God!"'

Hosea, I want you to marry a harlot and I want you to love her and have children with her. But she will be unfaithful and will
retum to harlotry. Vs 14-17 Therefore, I will lead her into wilderness. In the last days, because of Israel's unfaithful, I will
allure her and lead her into the wilderness.
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That's what Rev 12:14 says...that 2 wings of an eagle were given to the woman (Israel) so she could fly into the wildemess.
Joel 2:32 "And it will come about that whoever calls on the name of the LORD will be delivered; For on Mount Zion and in
Jerusalem there will be those who escape, as the LORD has said, even among the survivors whom the LORD calls.

What are the days of her youth? When the Lord betrothed himself to her as her husband. The Jews responded at Mt Sinai: ..All
He says, we will do.".In the last days, after I lead you into the desert, in that day you will call -" irty husband...and I will
remove the names tif the gods from your mouth...Yatrweh will show her mercy jG 

^ Hor"u showed Gbmer mercy and loved
her and took her back after her harlotry. When Yeshua retums, we see one new man: Israel and the church together on Mt Zion
ruling with the King.

Eph2:14 For He Himself is our peace, who made both groups into one and broke down the barrier of the dividing wall,
Eoh2:1.5 by abolishing in His flesh the enmity, which is the Law of commandments containedinordinances, ,oih"t in Himself
He might make the two into one new man, thus establishing peace,

We see the same story repeated in Rev. Israel was the former harlot who is redeemed from idolatry and
very different end for the Babylonian harlot. Israel will be restored. But the Babylonian system will be

saved. But there's a
destroyed. (Rev 18).

This evil system will cease to exist and will be a place of desolation forever (19:3).

Rev 13 The Antichrist

Moses introduces the antichrist and the scriptures progressively reveal him.
1. The antichrist is a very significant subject in scripture
2. Based on tha! we need to understand why he's being raised up and why he's a central figure in end3. So we know how to respond to his appearance that we might remain aitnru and obedient.

Hitler was an antichrist. He wasn't the final antichrist. The one who is to come will far surpass Hitler. And when he comes on
the scene, Mal124, Yeshua said he will be the sign that tells us we are living in the last days.
Rev 13:1-10: The 2 main things the antichrist will target to be destroyed is your pe.severance (patience, persistence in doing
something that is dfficult or painful), and faith.

The SecondBeast Rev 13:11-18
The beast is granted authority. Satan isn't raising him up, Yahweh is. This is because of Yahweh,s will, not against it. If He's
granting authority to this beast to make war, to kill the saints, to do signs and wonders, to deceive the nationi, to impose his
own legislation. . .why is Yahweh enabling him, granting him authority? Deut. l3 helps answer tlose questions.

Deu 12:32 "Whatever I command you, you shall be careful to do; you shall not add to nor take away from it.
Deu l3:l "If a prophet or a dreamer of dreams arises among you and gives you a sign or a wonder,
Deu.l3:2 and the sign or the wonder comes true, conceming which he spoke to you, saying, 'Let us go after other gods (whom
you have not knowrt) and let us serve them,'

The false prophet will use signs and wonders to put pressure on the nations so they will worship the beast. Because yahweh is
testing them...
Deu l3:3 you shall not listen to the words of that prophet or that dreamer of dreams; for the LORD your God is testing you to
find out if you love the LoRD your God with all your heart and with all your soul.
Deu 13:4 "You shall follow the LORD your God and fear Him; and you shall keep His commandments, listen to His voice,
serve Him, and cling to Him.
Deu l3:5 "But that prophet or that dreamer of dreams shall be put to death, because he has counseled rebellion against the
LORD your God who brought you from the land of Egpt and redeemed you from the house of slavery, to seduce you from the
way in which the LORD your God commanded you to walk. So you shall purge the evil from among you.

Yahweh commands them to purge the evil from their midst. Vs 4 commands the Jews to follow Yatrweh and keep his
commandments, listen to His voice, serve Him and cling to Him. Yahweh did this to test His people, to make us into one who
will obey Him, disregard the false signs and wonders and lay down our lives even unto death.

Pharaoh's magicians did signs and wonders and so did Moses. They will cause people to wonder and bow down. Like they did
with Hitler. There was a deep allegiance and worship of Hitler. He didn't perform a sign or wonder. Imagine what will happen
when a man arises on the world stage and operates in demonic lying signs and wonders.
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2 Thess 2. Paul is writing to the church in Thessalonica This is a new community of believers. They had asked Paul questions
about the last days. He responds that he already told them all about it when he was with them. Heb. 9 says Yeshua came once
for sin, but He's coming again for revenge, to bring all things together unto Him.
2Th 2:l -2 Now we request you, brethren, with regard to the coming of our Lord Yeshu4 the Christ and our gathering together
to Him, that you not be quickly shaken from your composure or be disturbed either by a spirit or a messagepr a letter as if from
us, to the effect that the day of the Lord has come.
2Th2:3 Let no one in any way deceive you, for it will not come (that day) urless the apostasy (turning awsy) comes first, and
the man of lawlessness (antichrist) is revealed, the son of destruction,
2Th2:4 who opposes and exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so that he takes his seat in the temple
of Yatrweh, displaying himself as being Deity (theos).
2Th2:5 Do you not remember that while I was still with you, I was telling you these things?

Yeshua will not come back until the rebellion comes first (the falling away) and the antichrist is revealed. Paul is referring to
Deut 13 that says the false prophet will arise to lead the people into rebellion. If you had any question about pretribulation
rapture, Paul and Deut 13 are clear that it will not happen until the Deut 13, 2 Thess. rebellion comes.

2 Thess 2:4 We are Yahweh's temple. The antichrist will be worshipped by most of the world. The Old and New testament
states that the day of the Lord won't come until the temple in Jerusalem is rebuilt and a sacrificial system is operating. In
Daniel chapters 9-12 says the sacrifices will cease. Moses says Yahweh raises up the antichrist to test his people. Paul says the
day of the Lord won't come until Yahweh raises up a man who will come to Jerusalem and takes a seat in the temple and he
will cause sacrifices to cease and the people of the nations will worship him.

2Th2:6 And you know what restains him now, so that in his time he will be revealed.
2T1r 2:7 For the mystery of lawlessness is already at work; only he who now resfiains will do so until he is taken out of the
way.

Someone is restraining the antichrist from being revealed. Who doesn't want the revealing of the antichrist the most? Revelation
says in several places there will be a war that breaks out in heaven and the dragon is kicked out along with his angels. Daniel 12

says there will be an angelic conflict that breaks out in the unseen realms and when it happens there will be a great war on the
earth.

What we see here in Rev 12 is Satan being forcibly evicted from his place of authority and influence in heaven and cast to the
earth. Who is restraining the revealing of the antichrist? Satan. Some churches teach that the church is restraining the
antichrist. They teach that once the church is raptured then the antichrist is revealed. But this confiadicts 2 Thess 2. The church
will face the antichrist. If you don't die first, you will see the antichrist, which happens clearly at the 3.5 year mark.

Satan comes down in wrath because right now he enjoys a measure of freedom under Yahweh's sovereign rulership, but that all
changes when he is cast out of heaven. Yahweh will force the demonic powers out of their positions of influence and authority
and He will force them onto a global stage that will accomplish:

l. the ultimate destruction of the gods/powers of the air
2. the testing of the saing to puriff us and make us ready for his coming
3. the testing of the nations of the earttr and the separation of the sheep and goats. Goats will follow antichrist and the

sheep will follow Yahweh

2TIt 2:8 Then thatlawless one will be revealed whom the Lord will slay with the breath of His mouth and bring to an end by
the appearance of His coming; (The coming of the antichrist is by the activity of satan with all power and signs and false
wonders...)
2Th2:9 that is, the one whose coming is in accord with the activity of Satan, with all power and signs and false wonders,
2Th2:10 and with all the deception of wickedness for those who perish, because they did not receive the love of the truth so as

to be saved.

Same language of Deut 13 and Rev 13.
2Th2:ll For this re:Non God will send upon them a deluding influence so that they will believe what is false,
2Th2:12 in order that they all may be judged who did not believe the truth, but took pleasure in wickedness.

Yahweh raised the antichrist up to test the nations in order to separate them like wheat and chaff. Not just those who bowed
their knee to Yeshu4 but those who have not yet bowed to the Messiah. Yahweh raised the antichrist.up and grants him
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authority to operdc with lying signs and wonden to deceive the nations. Preterism terches that all of these evenb have already
happened. That the antichrist was Nero or Hitler. The pr,oblem with this is Paul says Yeshua will kill the son of perditiorl the
antichrist.

Yahweh will raisc him up and use him to test tlrc nafiions and the chrnch- And the rcdeemcd will come out radiant, shining
pure, rcsolutg ready for his appearfury, The testing is a prerequisite for the final tcsting of church md of Ismael before the rttum
ofthe Lord himself;

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THE BEAST
Read Rev. 13

What does scripture say the Messiah will do when he returns?
Why would Yeshua come back to defend one group of people?

He made promises to Israel, His chosen people who are called to be a blessing to all nations of the earth. Ultimately,
Yeshua's mission is for everyone, but there's an undeniable, unique promise that remains toward Israel.

(Homework: read Dan. 2,7 , 8 & I I ) How do they relate to Rev I 3? They form a more complete story when alt put together.

Daniel 2:31-35 King Nebuchadnezzarhas a dream of a massive metal statue. The majority of scholars interpret the statue
as the head of gold is Babylon{Nebuchadnezzar is the king of Babylon). But the bible says Nebuch adnezzar is the head
of gold, not Babylon. You have the king and his kingdom and the bible describes them as one and the same. The statue
describes a series of kingdoms that will replace/follow King Nebuchadnezzar.

Another possibility as to the feet, which represent the antichrist-perhaps, it's the Islamic kingdom of Syria-a combining
of Muslim nations. In the 3'd century, the church leaders declared the antichrist would emerge from Syria. Not from the
Roman empire.

Which matches bible prophecy the most-The Roman empire or the middle eastern Islamic kingdom of Syria? When
Yeshua returns, He will destroy the feet-the antichrist and his kingdom. So, we can ask ourselves-What nations get
destroyed when Yeshua retums? It's clear in scriptures-Yeshua will destroy Babylon, Medo-Persia and Greece all at the
same time, which I believe is the feet of clay.

Dan2:40 "Then there will be a fourth kingdom as strong as iron; inasmuch as iron crushes and shatters all things, so, like
iron that breaks in pieces, it will crush and break all these in pieces.
Dan 2:41 "In that you saw the feet and toes, partly of potter's clay and partly of iron, it will be a divided kingdom; but it
will have in it the toughness of iron, inasmuch as you saw the iron mixed with common clay.

2 Clear Statements in that passage:
l. When the 4th kingdom rises, it will crush all the other kingdoms
2. It will be a divided kingdom

We can use this criteria and ask ourselves:
Did the Roman empire crush Babylon, medo-Persia and Greece? lt
Did Islamic kingdom crush Babyion, Medo Persia and Greece? /es (Cgrus)

If the Roman empire was fully revived and Yeshua returned and destroyed it, would Babylon, Medo-Persia and Greece be

destroyed all at the same time?

Nebuchadnez;zar was the ruler of Babylon/TV1esopotamia./Middle east. What kingdom came and replaced his? The Medo-
Persian empire-it conquered the whole Middle east. Then, Alexandria the Great conquered it, which is the Greek empire.
The next was the Roman empire and everything shifted to the west and into Europe. But the Roman empire wasn't able to
completely conquer Babylon. Rome isn't a middle eastern empire that reached into the Middle east. The Roman empire
extended down into Babylon and reached the ruins of Babylon. When Alexandria died, the Romans withdrew and it returned
to the Persians. For a very brief time, the Romans came into Babylon, but pulled back. The Roman empire could never go
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further than the Euphrates-it was too much. So, who conquered and crushed this region? The Roman empire or the Islamic
empire?

Islam crushed and conquered all the others. The final kingdom, the 4'h kingdom (the feet) is described as being a kingdom
that will be revived. Rome wasn't successful in conquering the middle east. Rome would come and when they crushed
people they built roads and structures etc. They spoke Greek. Islam enforced Arabic culture. The crushing force of Islam
spread throughout the Middle east and today they speak Arabic. During Yeshua's day, Rome ruled Israel and they allowed
the Jews to worship in the temple. But Islam, when it spread out, it didn't build roads. It destroyed the cities and took men

and women as slaves. It matches this description of crushing and destroying.

DanT:1 -7
Daniel 7 is a vision with 4 Beasts or 4 Kingdoms:

l. Babylon is the lion with wings of an eagle
2. Medo Persia is the bear
3. Greece is the 4 headed leopard with 4 bird wings
4. A dreadful, terriffing and extremely strong beast with large iron teeth arises. It devoured, crushed and trampled

down the remainder with its feet. It was different from all the other beasts and out of him comes l0 homs.

Those horns are the feet of iron and clay in Dan 2.The 4 kingdoms correlate to the 4 segments of the metallic statue.

Dan 7:8 "While I was contemplating the horns, behold, another horn, a little one, came up among them, and three of the
first horns were pulled out by the roots before it; and behold, this horn possessed eyes like the eyes of a man and a mouth
uttering greatboasts.

This little horn is the antichrist. Out of the beast's kingdom will come l0 kings.

DanT:23 -28
Dan 8:9-12 (This is the same beast/antichrist in Dan 7.)

2Th2:l -4 Paul is almost quoting Danl l The antichrist is saying that he's superior to the God of Israel. He mocks Yahweh,

John 16:2 the day is coming when people will kill you because they do not know the Father or the Son. Because they don't
know the Father and the Son, they deny them (deny: refuse to admit the truth or existence of the truth).

If you deny the Son, you don't have the Father. Israel is in that predicament now. They've denied Yeshua. In Dan. 11, the
antichrist shows no regard for Yahweh. He denies Him.

THE KINDNESS OF YAHWEH:
Luk22:61-62
Mar 16:7
Joh 2l:l l-17

Daniel 1 I the antichrist shows no regard for Yahweh.
Rev 12 a great red dragon...it's a serpent. Has 7 heads and l0 horns and 7 crowns. That's describing Satan.
Rev l3:1-3 the dragon...the beast came out of the sea (a sea of people/the nations).

The Beast is a mirror image of Satan. In Rev 17, it calls the beast a scarlet beast just like his father, Satan. He is described
to be like a leopard, have the feet of a bear and the mouth of lion.

The key to understanding this beast is to recognize the same thing we saw in Dan 2 & 7-and that is that this is the final
kingdom of the antichrist who has the feet of iron and clay. He has l0 horns and comes up out of the 4th beast, which is a
combination of a leopard, bear and lion.

If we want to understand the beast, we must read Dan 7, Rev 13 & 17. The beast is a combination of a bear, leopard and
lion and is scarlet (Rev 17:3).
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Rev 13: 5-8
The antichrist was given a mouth, a voice, a platform (saw this in Dan 7, 8 and I l). There are 2 ways to blaspheme Yahweh:
l. proclaiming yourself to be god. 2. to speak out against God.

The Antichrist doesn't claim to be Yahweh but He speaks against him, against his tabernacle and against those living in
heaven. The antichrist has his own god.

Vs 7 It was given to him to make war...repeating what was said in Daniel 7 & 11. The antichrist will have a massive domain.

The beast in Rev l7:7-l I Kings and kingdoms go together. We saw that with king Nebuchadnezzar and Babylon. The
Beast which was and is not is going to come is also the 8fr king. For a short time...Yahweh will give the beast
permission/power to rule on the earth.

So let's look at the traditional view:
The 7 heads/kingdoms:

l. Egypt tried destroyed Israel
2. Syria tried to destroy the northern kingdom of Israel
3. Babylonian kingdom tried to destroy the southern kingdom of Israel
4. Medo persian kingdom/Hamon Tried to Destroy Israel by killing all the Jews.

5. Greece tried to destroy Israel

5 kingdoms had tried to destroy the Jews by the time the book of Revelation was written.

6. Rome tried to destroy Israe!.
7. has not yet come-I believe that's the Islamic kingdom. The focus will be on the antichrist. Daniel 2 describes legs

of iron-it's one kingdom with 2 different segments. I believe it will be a revived kingdom of Islam. The nations
around Israel. There will be other nations involved, possibly. But the prophets describe the nations around Israel
and Islam at the end of the age conquering Israel...Dan 2,'1,8 and I I and Rev 12 & 13 are telling the same story.
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Review of Rev 12-14
(Rev 12: woman gives birth to a male child)
(Rev 13: 2 beasts arrive-one is a political figure and the other a religious leader)
Rev 14

If we were to follow the timeline, chapters 12-14 would come between the 6ft & 7ft bowls. I believe 12-14 occurbefore the
7 bowls of wrath are poured out. I believe the 6 seals and 6 trumpets are over at this point. Evil powers will gain a tighter
grip on society than they ever had before...yet, their hold will be broken soon.

In this section' we see 3 people who form an alliance to rule the world. One is Satan-the great dragon, the ancient serpent
(12:9). The other 2 are human in origin and nature, but are also beasts. One is the antichrist (I John 2: l8; 2 Thess 2:3).-T\e
other_isthefalseprophet(Rev16:13;19:20;20:10). Together,theyformakindofunholytrinityandmocktheFathei,son
and Holy Spirit.

Satan is introduced into the story for the first time since he was mentioned in the letters to the 7 churches in Rev 2 and 3.
Seals and trumpets have already been released onto the earth, while Satan has been in heaven (Eph 6:12; Job 1:6-7),
Eph 6:12 For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the powers, against the world forces
of this darkness, against the spiritual forces of wickedness in the heavenly placei.

Job l:6 -7 Now there was a day when the sons of God came to present themselves before the LORD, and Satan also came
among them. The LORD said to Satan, "From where do you come?" Then Satan answered the LORD and said. "From
roaming about on the earth and walking around on it."

Satan will be hurled down to the earth.
Rev 12:7 -9 And there was war in heaven, Michael and his angels waging war with the dragon. The dragon and his angels
waged war, and they were not strong enough, and there was no longer a place found for them in heaven. And the gieat
dragon was thrown down, the serpent of old who is called the devil and Satan, who deceives the whole world: he was thiown
down to the earth, and his angels were thrown down with him.

Later, Satan will again be defeated and locked up for 1,000 years. then released for the final battle. Yeshua will defeat him
and he will be thrown in the abyss (20:9-10).

The other major figure in chapter 12 is the pregnant woman. She gives birth to a male child who is snatched
This child will rule the nations with an iron scepter.

up to heaven.

Rev 19:15 (in fulfillment of Ps 2:9) says Yeshua will rule the nations with an iron scepter. But it is also promised to his
faithful followers nFiev 2:27.

The woman is then preserved alive in the desert for 1,260 day (12:6).I see this woman as the end-times church/the
remnant... in the wilderness. I believe her child represents those who are ma(yred. They will return to the earth to rule one
day with Christ Q0:4). They obey Yahweh's commandments and hold to the testimony of Yeshua (tZ:lJ;_!2_AlD.

The 2 beasts arrive on the scene in chapter 13. The first is a political leader. He is the antichrist. He will be a counterfeit.
He is called a man of lawlessness in 2 Thess 2:3-4. He will refuse to acknowledge any law greater than his own and will
claim that he is god and demand to be worshipped.

The first beast is promoted by the second beast, a religious colleague with supernatural power who focuses the world to
worship the antichrist. His miracles will deceive the nations as he commands fire to fall down from the sky and images of
the dictator to speak. His appearance will be like a lamb, a young sheep with only 2 horns.

The antichrist's area of domination will be in the economic markets. Everyone will be offered a mark on their hand or
forehead in order to buy or sell. And the only way to get this mark is to worship the beast. As a resul! many Jews and
Christians will be excluded from being able to buy or sell.
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THE FATAL HEAD WOLTND OF THE BEAST
Rev 13 The First Beast
Rev 13: I And the dragon stood on the sand of the seashore. Then I saw a beast coming up out of the sea, having ten horns

unO rg1r"n heads, and on his horns were ten diadems, and on his heads were blasphemous names.

Rev 13:2 And the beast which I saw was like a leopard, and his feet were like those of a bear, and his mouth like the mouth

of u tlo". e"d the dragon gave him his power and his throne and great authority'

Rev l3:3 I saw oneoihis treads as if ithad been slain, and his fatai wound was healed. And the whole earth was amazed and

they worship"a tn" dragon because he gave his authority to the beast; and they worshiped the beast, saying' "Who

is like the beast, and who is able to wage war with him?'

The primary interpretation is the view that the antichris! the man, Satan's human puppet will be killed. And he will be

resurrected from the dead. He will imitate Christ. The whole earth will be amazed and worship him' Other interpretations:

One of the heads of the beast...the head isn't literal, but symbolic of the empire that the antichrist is ruling. The empire will

die and will be revived. Or it could be both.

To understand: Rev l7:8 "The beast that you saw was, and is not, (il existed but it no longer exists) and is about to come

up out of the abyss and go to destructio, fu, *^ and he's not, but he's coming back. John is seeing this in thefirst century.

fi t in John,s doy o, isie looking into thefuture?) And those who dwell on the earth, whose name has not been written

in the book of liie from the foundation of the world, will wonder when they see the beast, that he was and is not and will

come. (Rev I3 says all the earth will worship Satan and the beast. The word worship here can mean to bow down before).

Rev l7:9 ,'Here is the mind which has wisdom . (Pay attention and use wisdom here) Ttre seven heads are seven mountains

(mts ofien refer to kingdoms in bible) on which the woman sits,

Rev 17:10 and they ar. reu.n kings (kings/kingdoms go together); five have fallen in the past.

What were the 5 kingdoms that tried to wipe out Israel and had fallen?

l. Egypt
2. Assyria carried away the northern kingdom,
3. Babylon conquered the southern kingdom,
4. Medo-Persia
5. Greece.

Vs 10 and they are seven kings (kings/kingdoms go together); five have fallen in the past (this had already happened). One

is, (which ktngdom during thi ti*" ifiJohn tought to destroy Israel? The Roman empire), the other has not yet come (there's

one more that is to come); and when he comes (now it's 'he' and not 'it'), he must remain a little while.

Vs 10 focuses on the person ruling the kingdom, the antichrist. Another indicator of what John is talking about is found in

lsa}6 says, "Come, my people, hide yourself in inner rooms for a little while. The serpent is cast down in wrath because

his time is short..."

This is the final 3.5 years. It's just a short time. In the big picture, it's nothing.

Rev 17:ll "The beast which was and is not, is himself aJso an eighth (after Rorne there is something to come that hns 2

segments or 2 parts and it's one of the D and is one of the seven, and he goes to destruction. (He comes out of the abyss

and will go back to the abyss)

Rev 17: 12 "The ten horns which you saw are ten kings who have not yet received a kingdom, but they receive authority as

kings with the beast for one hour.

Daniel Interprets the Dream
Dan 2:31 "You, O king, were looking and behold, there was a single great statue; that statue, which was large and of
extraordinary splendor, was standing in front of you, and its appearance was awesome.

Dan 2:32 "The head of that statue was made of frne gold, its breast and its arms of silver, its belly and its thighs of bronze,
Dan 2:33 its legs of iron, its feet partly of iron and partly of clay.
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Dan 2:34 "You continued looking until a stone was cut out without hands, and it struck the statue on its feet of iron and
clay and crushed them.
Dan2:35 "Then the iron, the clay, the bronze, the silver and the gold were crushed all at the same time and became like
chafffrom the summer threshing floors; and the wind carried them away so that not a trace of them was found. But the stone
that struck the statue became a great mountain and filled the whole earth.

Head is Nebuchadne zzar lB abylon
Next is Medo-Persia,
Greece...they ruled Babylon
Last-the Islamic kingdom-it's Syria-Muslim nations.

Dan2:36 "This was the dream; now we will tell its interpretation before the king.
Dan2:37 "You, O king, are the king of kings, to whom the God of heaven has given the kingdom, the power, the strength
and the glory;
Dan 2:3 8 and wherever the sons of men dwell, or the beasts of the field, or the birds of the sky, He has given them into
your hand and has caused you to rule over them all. You are the head of gold (Daniel didn 't say thi kingdom is the head . .. but
Nebuchadnezzar is.)

DanT:22 until the Ancient of Days came and judgment was passed in favor of the saints of the Highest One, and the time
arrived when the saints took possession of the kingdom.
DanT:23 "Thus he said: 'The fourth beast will be a fourth kingdom on the earth, which will be different from all the other
kingdoms and will devour the whole earth and tread it down and crush it.

The 4ft beast will be the 4ft kingdom on the earth. The 4ft beast, the antichrist, will devour the whole earth...tread it down
and crush it. That could be the whole middle east or beyond or every nation on the earth. In the same way, in Dan 2, the
legs and feet of iron and clay are seen as the 4ft kingdom. Dan2:33 its legs of iron, its feet partly of iron and partly of clay.

One is made ofjust iron, but the other is iron and clay. 4h and 5ft go together. The feet aren't called the 5s kingdom. They
are clearly separate...yes a 5fr but not. One kingdom with 2 segments. This is exactly the same as Dan 2.The statue is
portrayed as one image, but there is a separation between each kingdom.

DanT:24 'As for the ten horns, out of this kingdom ten kings will arise (the empire of the antichrist); andanother will arise
after them, and he (the ontichrist) willbe different from the previous ones and will subdue three kings.

In Dan 7, you have the beast itself, which is the 4ft kingdom, but the l0 horns that come up out of the beast represent the
last days kingdom of the antichrist.

DanT:25 'He will speak out against the Most High and wear down the saints of the Highest One, and he will intend to make
alterations in times and in law; and they will be given into his hand for a time, times, and half a time.

Daniel's Vision of the Four Beasts
Dan 7:1 -8

2Th2:8 -10 Then that lawless one will be revealed whom the Lord will slay with the breath of His mouth and bring to an
end by the appearance of His coming; that is, the one whose coming is in accord with the activity of Satan, with all power
and signs and false wonders, and with all the deception of wickedness for those who perish, because they did not receive
the love of the truth so as to be saved.

Satan can't do real miracles. That's why I don't believe the antichrist will die and then be resurrected.. Only Yahweh can
raise the dead. This is a symbol of Pharoah and his magicians. The protection from deception is to love the truth...

ZTh 2:lI For this reason God will send upon them a deluding influence so that they will believe what is false, (Yahweh
will send delusion to those who allow themselves to be deluded. It may appear that he dies, but it may simply just appear
that way. Paul or Yeshua neither mention that there will be a fake resurrection...we don't know)
2Th2:12 in order that they all may be judged who did not believe the truth, but took pleasure in wickedness.
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Now back to Rev 13:1-4
One of its heads appeared as though slaughtered to death...this empire appears to be slain and comes back to life...Dan 2

&Darn7 and its legs of iron and a later revived empire of iron and clay.

Rev 13 describes Dan2 & 7. A revival of this empire---multiple nations coming together. Turkey has a massive military.
Iran too. Pakistan has nuclear warheads. If they were to come together...

This mortal head wound and resurrection may be referring to the last days revival of the empire. But it could be a literal,

fake resurrection. It's possible that it may be both.

Same thing in Rev 17 those who dwell on the earth...they will be amazed and wonder when they see this mighty army

revived...some will be in fear and trembling. Rev 17:8 The beast that you saw was, and is not, and is going to come up

from the abyss, and he is going to destruction. And those who live on the earth, whose names are not written in the book of
life from the foundation of the worl4 will be astonished when they see the beast that was, and is not and will be present.

I believe there will be a revival of the Islamic empire. ln 1923, the Islamic leader felt like Islam was holding the nation

back so, after 1300 years, he "beheaded/cut-off/ended " the offrce of the Ottoman empire and created the Republic of
Turkey. The president of Turkey has been in power a long time, but presently there's a cry for the revival of Turkish

nationalism and of Islam. I suspect this is the kingdom that will be revived....the final kingdom that will be ruled by the

antichrist. 10 kings will come under the authority of the antichrist.

We will face the global dynamics that are a result of his rulership.

John sees this individual and he appears as a ram (Teshua is the ram that was stain).In 5:6, how does it describe yeshua?
John sees someone who_looks like a slaughtered ram, yet he's standing and alive Lefore the throne. He was slaughtered,
but he's alive. He had 7 horns, 7 eyes....Yeshua is portrayed as a ram with horns.The false prophet is also disguiied as a
ram with 2 horns. Inwardly, he has the mouth of the dragon. He's speaking on behalf of Satan.

Yeshua wamed in Matt 7:15...
Mat 7: l5 "Beware of false prophets who come to you in sheep's clothing, but inside are ravenous wolves.
Yeshua wams all Christians to be on guard against false prophets. Outwardly, the antichrist and false prophet appear to be
a lamb, but that's not what they are. Inwardly, they are wolves.

There are 3 figures in Rev 12 & 13:
Dragon-Satan who is filled with jealousy.
Beast-paral lels the Son
False prophet-represents the H Sp.

He wants to sit on Yahweh's throne. He wants to be worshiped.

A false Trinity' His deceptions are candy coated. Here's something that will make you sick and kill you, but he covers it
with sugar.

Now vs 12 describes the false prophet's ministry at the end of the age:

beast, (Yahweh allows him to perform thefalse signs/miracles) tellingthose who dwell on the earth to make

an image to the beast who *had the wound of the sword and has come to life.

The fatal head wound-is this the antichrist or is it the empire or both? This term seems to be saying the individual will
suffer a fatal head wound. Imitating Christ's death and resurrection. As we compare the first and second beast, the antichrist

beast is more of political military leader while the false prophet seems to be the religious leader. It's possible that the

antichrist will also be religious too. The false prophet will force the people to take the mark and bow down before antichrist.

The antichrist may outwardly embrace Islam or he could be a combination of many religions. Possibly the antichrist is a

mid-eastern Muslim leader. The false prophet may be a Jewish leader'or Christian leader. Or Both may be Muslim. We

need to be open to different possibilitiei sowe aren't taken by surprise. Islam has the belief that Yeshua (Jesus) will come

back in the last days and will point to the real Messiah who is to come.

Mat24:lI and many false prophets will appear and will deceive hffiy'
MatZ4:24 For false messiahs and false prophets will appear, and will produce great signs and wonders in order to deceive,

if possible, even the elect.
2fe2:l But there were also false prophets among the people, as there will be false teachers among you also, who will bring

in destructive heresies, even denying the Master who bought them, thus bringing on themselves swift destruction.

1Jn 4: I Dear friends, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to determine if they are from God, because many false

prophets have gone out into the world.

The false prophet could be Jewish. In the first century, there were Jews who believed that in the last days there will be a

leader who riies up within Israel who would assist the antichrist. This was commonly taught and believed in Israel in the

early church. Scriptures really emphasize the false prophet as doing signs and wonders, setting up the mark of the beast

and the image of the beast and deceiving the world.

Take care of me, feed me, hug me, entertain me. Meet all my needs on demand! Then we grow up and we learn to go to

the bathroom by ourselves, we learn to feed ourselves, etc. We keep learning and growing and becoming more responsible.

All along that journey, we make a lot of messes-at every age. The messes aren't the problem. Not really. The problem is

we expect ourselves to be perfect and likeable and our own hero.

Being a Christian is so much better than being a drug addict or thief or famous-your life will be much better, but that's not

what following Yeshua is really about. It's about embracing the cross every day, laying down your life and following Yeshua

day after day, year after year. Following Yeshua is really hard because it's meant to be to the end. A lot of people can make

a quick run, but not a lot of people can run a marathon. Following Yeshua is a marathon. It means being able to suffer and

follow Yeshua for a very long time even when it's difficult and you want to quit and you want to stop and rest.

What does it mean to follow Yeshua? How do we avoid being deceived? How do we know the will of the

Luk 74:25 Now large crowds were going along with him, and he turned around and said to them,
Father?

The exodus is the 11ey to
understanding the end-times. But the end-times will be far greater deliverance and redemption than the first exodus was.
Exo l3:3 And Moses said to the people, "Remember this day when you went out from Egypt, from a house of slaves,
because with strength of hand Yahweh brought you out from here, andfood with yeast will notbe eaten.

The entire world is in slavery to the harlot Babylon. only Yahweh can deliver us.
Rev 14:8 And another angel, a second one, followed, saying, "Fallen, fallen is Babylon the great, she who has made all the
nations drink of the wine of the passion of her immorality." (the nations are drinking evil wine)
Rev l4:9 Then another angel, a third one, followed them, saying with a loud voice, "If anyone worships the beast and his
image, and receives a mark on his forehead or on his hand,
Rev 14:10 he also will drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is mixed in full strength in the cup of His anger; and he will
be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of tne Lamb.

Yeshua celebrated Passover the night of His arrest. lCo 11.23 -26 For I received from the Lord that which I also delivered to
you, that the Lord Jesus in the night in which He was betrayed took bread; and when He had given thanks, He broke it and
said, "This is My body, which is for you; do this in remembrance of Me." In the same way He tookthe cup also after supper,
saying "This cup is the new covenant in My blood; do this, as often as you drink r/, in remembrance of Me." For as often as you
eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord's death until He comes.

Yahweh instructed the Jews to remember.
Exo 13:9 And it will be as a sign on your hand and as a memorial between your eyes so that the law of Yahweh will be in
your mouth, that with a strong hand Yahweh brought you out from Egypt.
The Jews wrote scripture in tiny print and placed it into a small box which they tied onto their hands and on their foreheads
to constantly remind themselves that Yahweh delivered them from slavery. This was a command. Yahweh marks his people
and commands them to remember. So does Satan-the mark of the beast is Satan copying what Yahweh commanded. The
story of the Exodus of the Jews out of slavery is a picture of what is to come. America is in slavery. Many in this room are
in slavery in areas of their lives.
Exo 2:23 Now it came about in the course o/those many days that the king of Egypt died. And the sons of Israel sighed because
of the bondage, and they cried out; and their cry for help because of their bondage rose up to God.
Exo 2:24 So God heard their groaning; and God remembered His covenant with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.
Exo 2:25 God saw the sons of Israel, and God took notice of them.

Yeshua in the garden of Gethsemane.
Luk 22:44 And being in agony He was praying very fervently; and His sweat became like drops of blood, falling down
upon the ground.

Moses is a prophetic picture of the ministry of Yeshua to deliver His people from captivity.
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Exo 3:7 -8 The LORD said, "I have surely seen the affliction of My people who are in Erypt, and have given heed to their

cry because of their taskmasters, for I am aware of their sufferings. "So I have come down to deliver them from the power

of the Egyptians, and to bring them up from that land to a good and spacious land, to a land flowing with milk and honey,

to the place of the Canaanite and the Hittite and the Amorite and the Perizzite and the Hivite and the Jebusite.

Yahweh is coming to deliver us from the Antichrist because He has seen the affliction of His people in slavery (His part)

and has heard their cies (our panr/. Yahweh is aware of our sufferings. He is aware because he has seen and He has heard

our cries.
Exo 3:9 'T.{ow, behold, the cry of the sons of Israel has come to Me; furthermore, I have seen the oppression with which
the Egyptians are oppressing them.

Our methods, our way will never bring forth Yahweh's kingdom! Simon Peter discovered that when he tried to defend

Yeshua against the soldiers by using a little knife and cutting off the ear of one of the men. Yahweh has a plan to deliver

us! Just as he had a plan to deliver the Jews from Pharoah, who claimed to be a god. Yahweh will send His Son back to this

earth to deliver us from the gods and He will lead us out of slavery.

Exo 3:10 "Therefore, come now, and I will send you to Pharaoh, so that you may bring My people, the sons of Israel, out

of Erypt."
Moses, as a broken man, tells Yahweh all the reasons He's chosen the wrong guy for the job.

o They won't listen to me and, if they do, they won't believe that you've appeared to me. Ex 4: I
o I've never been very good with public speaking. I'm slow in that area, Yahweh. Yahweh responds, "Didn't

I make your mouth! I will be with your mouth and I will teach you what you are to say! (It's not about you,

Moses!) Ex 4:10
o Moses tries again-send someone else, Yahweh! (he's a slqve to his past, to his wealcnesses) Ex 4: l3
o Exo 4:14 Then the anger of the LORD burned against Moses'

Heb 2:18 For since He Himself was tempted in that which He has suffered, He is able to come to the aid of those who are

tempted.
Heb 7:25 Therefore He is able also to save forever those who draw near to God through Him, since He always lives to

make intercession for them.
Exodus 5 Moses and Aaron tell Pharaoh to let Yahweh's people go. The result is they had to produce the same amount of
bricks with no one providing the straw. The people are angry with Moses:

Exo 6:4 "I also established My covenant with them, to give them the land of Canaan, the land in which they sojourned.

Exo 6:5 "Furthermore I have heard the groaning of the sons of Israel, because the Egyptians are holding them in bondage,

and I have remembered My covenant.

Are you responding to your difficult situation, to your sin by crying out to the only One who can deliver you? Are you

weeping in prayer over your sin that has you in bondage? Or are you hoping someone else will do your part for you-groan
and weep and cry out for deliverance! Have you spent time before Him-intimate time. If you haven't spent alone time
with him crying out for deliverance for yourself, your friends, family, your enemies-I seriously doubt it will happen for
you. Yahweh won't enable us to be passive or complacent or apathetic-He calls those things being lukewarm and He says

He hates that kind of response so much that He will vomit you out of His mouth!

Yeshua will return to deliver us from this world when the Spirit and the bride cry out for Him to come back!

Yahweh forces the god of Egypt to release His chosen people through great trouble-the l0 plagues. As He poured out His
wrath on the gods and the people who worshiped Pharaoh, He kept the Jews in Goshen protected from them. In the same

way, the book of Revelation is clear that Yahweh will protect His people on the earth. That doesn't mean they won't suffer.

The Jews suffered in Egypt. Some were slaves in the houses of the Egyptians and suffered through the l0 plagues:

l. Nile river turns to blood for 7 days
2. Frog invasion
3. Gnat invasion
4. Fly invasion
5. Plague kills all the livestock in Egypt but none of those belonging to the Jews died
6. Boils on man and beast
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7. Thunder, hail, rain and fire rained down on Egypt unlike any other time in their history (the Jews were warned to
bring their livestock inside and for the people to be in their homes)

8. Locusts covered the earth, eating any vegetation the hail didn't destroy and will be in their houses, etc.
9. Thick darkness that could be felt for 3 days (all the Jews had light in their dwellings)
10. The death of the firstborn (the Jews were warned and told to apply the blood of a perfect ram on the doorposts)

In the midst of the last plague, Yahweh instructs Moses to have each family kill a perfect ram (l year old male) and apply
the blood to the doorposts of each house. They are instructed to ask for gold and silver from the Egyptians. Why? The
tabernacle-so that He might dwell with them after they sin. Yahweh gives them favor with the Egyptians.

Yahweh Promises Deliverance
Exo 6:4 "I also established My covenant with them, to give them the land of Canaan, the land in which they sojourned.
Exo 6:5 "Furthermore I have heard the groaning of the sons of Israel, because the Egyptians are holding them in bondage,
and I have remembered My covenant.
Exo 6 6 "Say, therefore, to the sons of Israel,'I am the Yhvh (Jehovak-the proper name of the Elohim of Israel), andl
will bring you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians, and I will deliver you from their bondage. I will also redeem
you with an outstretched arm and with great judgments.
Exo 6:7 'Then I will take you for My people, and I will be your Elohim; and you shall know that I am Yhvh, your Elohim,
who brought you out from under the burdens of the Egyptians.
Exo 6:8 'I will bring you to the land which I swore to give to Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob, and I will give it to youfor a
possession; I am Yhvh."'

Yahweh supernaturally delivers the Jews from the hand of the Egyptian gods. He proves that He alone is the true Elohim.
He leads them through the Red Sea (a type of passing through the blood of Yeshua which brings salvation). He leads them
to Mt Sinai where He manifests His presence to approximately 2-3 million Jews! At Mt. Sinai, Yahweh enters into a
bridal covenant with the Jews.
Exo 34:10 Then God said, "Behold, I am going to make a covenant. Before all your people I will perform miracles which
have not been produced in all the earth nor among any of the nations; and all the people among whom you live will see
the working ofthe LORD, for it is a fearful thing that I am going to perform with you.
Exo 34:14 

-for 
you shall not worship any other god, for the LORD, whose name is Jealous, is a jealous God-

America and Israel entered into a covenant with Yahweh. (Deut 8) Yahweh warns the nation that breaks covenant with
Yahweh will suffer destruction.

AMERICA'S COVENANT WITH YAHWEH:
The Virginia Covenant established n 1607 near present day Virginia Beach, was memorializedby Pastor Robert Hunt who
erected a large wooden cross brought from England sharing words:

*Ile do hereby dedicate this Land, qnd ourselves, to reach the People within these shores with the Gospel of Jesus Christ,
and to raise up Godly generations afier us, and with these generations take the Kingdom of God to all the earth. May this
Covenqnt of Dedication remain to all generations, cts long as this earth remains, and may this Land, along with England,
be Evangelist to the World. May all who see this Cross, remember what we have done here, and may those who come here
to inhabit join us in this Covenant and in this most noble work that the Holy Scriptures may befuffilled."

ln 1620, the Mayflower Compact was established in Plymouth Massachusetts, in the name of God, by the grace of God, for
the glory of God and the advancement of the Christian religion, in the Presence of God.

And then in 1776, the Declaration of Independence stated in tremendous boldness and humility that "appealing to the
Supreme Judge of the world for the rectitude (moral thinking and behavior, righteousness) of our intentions" -inviting and
invoking God into the shaping of individuals and the nation.

The Founding Fathers understood the importance and power of a covenant along these
with the inevitable blessings for obeying and upholding it. They likely also understood the consequences for disobeying and
rejecting that sacred covenant.
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By 1789 in his First Inaugural address, George Washington again evoked the name of God stating, "It would be peculiarly

improper to omit in this first official Ac! my fervent supplications to the Almiglrty Being who rules over the Universe, who

presides in the Councils of Nations. No People can be bound to acknowledge and adore the invisible hand, which conducts

the Affairs of men more than the People of the United States." And since that time, every state constitution as our nation
from 13 colonies to 50 states mentions God at least once and four references to our creator.

He then leads them to the Promised land. They send out 12 spies to see what the land is like. l0 spies give a negative report.

2 give a faith filled report.

Yahweh leads them through the wilderness for 40 years. He then leads them to the edge of the promised land:

Num 32:10 "So Yhvh's anger burned in that day, and He swore, saying,

Num 32: l1 None ofthe men who came up from Egypt, from twenty years old and upward, shall see the land which I swore

to Abraham, to Isaac and to Jacob; for they did not follow Me fully,
Num 32:12 except Caleb and Joshu4 for they have followed Yhvh fully.'
Num 32: 13 "So Yhvh's anger burned against Israel, and He made them wander in the wilderness forty years, until the entire

generation of those who had done evil in the sight of Yhvh was destroyed.

Because oftheir sin-their lack of faith in the One who had demonstrated many times His faithfulness! They never entered

the promised land. Have you ever considered that lack of believing in Yahweh's power to deliver you is sin? Yahweh
provided food and water for 2-3 million people for 40 years! In a desert! Their clothing and shoes did not wear out after 40

years of rocky desert terrain! Yahweh kept them alive! Supernaturally! Every day, they saw with their own eyes His
presence covering them in a cloud. At nigh! they were covered and kept warm by His presence in a pillar of fire! That
wasn't just a big cloud or a big fire. That was Yahweh Himself!!!! When the snakes bit them, Yahweh told Moses to make

a bronze snake on a cross and everyone who looked at it was healed! So many miracles! But so little faith! They stood at

the edge of a beautiful land. Slaves. Being offered a land flowing with milk and honey! But they remained slaves at heart.

What areas is your heart responding like a slave? Yahweh will personally lead you out of Babylon. But it takes a heart that

is in agony over its condition. A heart that cries out for deliverance. Desperation. A heart that is willing to believe. A heart

that sees and believes Yahweh is bigger than the giants. If your heart is lukewarm. Tell Him. Cry out until He fills you with
His fire and His passion and His faith. If your heart is angry, cry out until He delivers you. If your heart is dead, cry out

until He gives you His life.

Yahweh is going to be sending plagues to our nation and to the world. He will protect His people. We will still suffer. He

will require obedience. Just like the Jews in Egypt. If they had not obeyed his instructions, they would've suffered and died
just like the Egyptians. That will be true for us. He will deliver us from this Babylonian system. He will protect us in the

wilderness (Rev 12). In the midst of our journey out of slavery into the Promised Land, the antichrist will arise. He will do

everything possible to cause us to believe that the giants in the land are bigger than our Yahweh! why? So we won't believe.

So we will be discouraged-lack courage. Doubt and unbelief is the result of Deception! Be aware of his tactics now.

Learn now. Because Yahweh is leading us through the wilderness. He wants to lead each one of us into eternity with
Himself. That's your promised land. He will remove the giants from the Promised Land-Satan and his angels will be

kicked out of the throne room. out of the 3'd heaven forever!

Unlike the unfaithful Jews, Yahweh will thoroughly remove the giants. The wilderness is our fiery furnace. It's the

tribulation. And the wilderness is going to end with the Great tribulation! Yeshua said, Joh 16:33 "These things I have

spoken to you, so that in Me you may have peace. In the world you have tribulation, but take courage; I have overcome the

world."

The wilderness is where we learn that Yahweh has overcome the world! It's where we learn we NEED Him! It's where we

learn His is always with us! It's where we come face to face with the truth that we are lost without Him! We learn to trust.

We learn to obey. We learn that He is enough. And He alone can save us! But most importantly it's where we see Yahweh
for who He is! It's where we fall in love with Him! It's where we see Him work signs, wonders and miracles in our lives.
And we come to know Him as He truly is!
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CHAPTER 14

Chapter 14, together with 15.2-4, show the final reward of the persecuted church who are faithful to Yahweh and the final

punishment o{th"Z beasts, Satan and those who follow them. 14-15:4 ends with the saints' victory over the beast and the

praise of Yahweh's glory Q5:2-\.

yahweh is glorified because He is the One who has judged the beast and empowered the church to overcome and defeat

him. Therefore, everything in Rev. l2:l-15:4 is to be seen as moving history toward the end result of Yahweh being

glorified!

READ CHAPTER 14 - l5:l-5

Rev 14: I And I looked, and behold, the Lamb standing on Mount Zion, and with him one hundred forty-four thousand who

had his name and the name of his Father written on their foreheads. (see Rev 22)

MtZion Psa 125:l Those who trust in the LORD Are as Mount Zion, which cannot be moved but abides forever'

Iba4:2 -6
lsa24:23 T
Heb 12:18 -22

Mt. Zion refers to the end-time city where Yahweh dwetls. It is the city of Yahweh, it is the heavenly Jerusalem. He will rule

and reign over the earthfrom Mo,unt Zion. He will be a refuge and a protection to His church. His glory will cover Mt Zion

as a cloud by day and afire by night.

We see 144,000 who have not beenddceived or worshipped the beast. They have the Lamb's name on their foreheads.

Instead of speaking arogant lies, they are known fortheir integrity of speech and purity. It doesn't say whetherthese people

are in heaven or on the earth, but the context makes me believe they are in heaven because of ihe songs of praise from the

living creatures and elders (14:3; 4:4-ll), songs which only the redeemed can 'learn', much less sing.

We first see 144,000 in Rev 7:3

Rev 7:3-4 saying, "Do not ha{m the earth or the sea or the trees until we have sealed the bond-servants of our God on their

foreheads." And I heard the number of those who were sealed, one hundred and forty-four thousand sealed from every tribe

of the sons of Israel (12,000 from each tribe). .

Rev 7 is rgfening to Jews on earth, in Rev 14 it refers to Christians in heaven. Rev 7, it was made up from 12 tribes, in Rev

14 the text doesn't say. The 144,000 in Rev 14 kept themselves pure. They had one goal-to follow the Lamb wherever

He goes. They never lied. They were blameless! They were purchased as first fruits to Yahweh and to the Lamb!

lCo 15:20-24

The rest of the chapter describes a procession of angels bringing various messages from Yahweh.

THE SEVEN ANGELS:
l. the first angel has an eternal gospel to preach to those living on the earth. The angel says with a loud voice in Rev

l4:7 "Fear God, and give Him glory, because the hour of His judgment has come; worship Him who made the

heaven and the earth and sea and springs of waters."

It's good news to the righteous because they are about to bq vindicated. Babylon is going to fall. Yahweh is going to step

into history and judge the wicked. He's going to put an end to the chaos. In verse 8, we see the second angel whose message

is, "Fallen, fallen is Babylon the grea! she whq made all nations drink the wine of the passion of her sexual immorality."

Isa 2l:9 "Now behold, here comes a troop of riders, horsemen in pairs." And one said, "Fallen, fallen is Babylon; and all
the images of.her gods are shattered on the ground."

This is ajudgment passage. Babylon is Babel. Babel is where Yahweh confused their languages. Several places in scripture,

tells us tirat itre gods (Etohim) and'their images (idols) will be judged. The wicked are going to be judged. Babylon, the
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whole system-the One World End-times economic, religiorrs system is going to be judged and it's going to be completely
destroyed.

THE SEVEN ANGELS cont'd:
2. The second angel announces the fall of Babylon. We will read more in chapters 16-17.

Rev l4:8 And another angel, a second one, followed, saying, "Fallen, fallen is Babylon the great, she who has
made all the nations drink of the wine of the passion of her immorality.

3. The third angel warns believers of the terrible, eternal consequences:of giving into the pressures of the final one
world system.
Rev l4:9 Then another angel, a third one, followed them, saying with a loud voice, "If anyone worships the beast
and his image, and receives a mark on his forehead or on his hand,
Rev 14:10 he also will drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is mixed in full strength in the cup of His
anger; and he will be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of
the Lamb.
Rev 14: I I "And the smoke of their torment goes up forever and ever; they have no'rest day and night, those who
worship the beast and his image, and whoever receives the mark of his name."

The language used is the same language used to describe hell: unceasing torment tn other words, those who take
the mark of the beast will share the same fate'as those to whom they have surrendered and worshipped. The fact
that Christians could find themselves in hell is stressed in vs. 12 by a call reminding them to endure paiiently g4JZ
whichrepeats U;19.

14:12 & 13:10 Both scriptures recognize that some saints will pay for their loyalty with their lives.
Rev 13:10 If anyone is destinedfor captivity, to captivity he gois; if anyonakilis with the sword, with the sword
he must be killed. Here is the perseverance and the faith of the saints.

For themo a special blessing is given:
Rev 14:13 And I heard a voice from heaven, saying, uWrite, 

'Blessed are the dead who die in the Lord from now
on!"' "Yes," says the Spirit "so that they may rest hom their labors, for their deeds follow with them."

The blessing is twofold: they can now rest from their suffering and, since a record of their loyalty has been kept,
they can look forward to a reward. Even those who die of natural causes at that time will enjoy thii blessing.

Rev 14:14 Then I looked, and behold, a white cloud, and sitting on the cloud was one like a son of man, having a
golden crown on His head and a sharp sickle in His hand.

4. The fourth angel (vs. 15) shouts to somsone 'like a son of man sitting on the clouds' telling him it's time for the
harvest. (Rev 14:15 is areference to Dan 7:13)

DanT:I3 -14 "I kept looking in the night visions, And behold, with the clouds of heaven One like a Son of Man
was coming, And He came up to the Ancient'of Days and was presented before Him. And to Him was given
dominioh, Glory and a kingdom, That all the peoplei, nations and men of every language might serve Him. His
dominion is an everlasting dominion which will not pass away; and His kingdom is one which will not be destroyed.

Who is the son of man?
Mar 14:61 But He kept silent and did not answer. Again the high priest was questioning Him, and saying to Him,
"Are You the Christ the Son of the Blessed One?."
Mar 14:62 And Jesus said, "I am; and you shall see THE SON OF MAN SITTING AT TIIE RIGHT HAND OF
POWER, and COMING WITH THE CLOUDS OF HEAVEN."

Other passages that speak of the coming ofthe Son of man on the clouds itis alwwsYeshua: Matt24:30;Mk 13:26;
Lk2l:27;Matt26:64;Mk 14:62. The Son of man ever5rwhere else, when it comes to the descriptions of returning
in judgment,itis always Yeshua. There's Old Testament precedent for Yahweh being referred to as an angel. This
angel isn't commanding Yeshu4 but instead He's basically saying, 'Now is the time for the hanest."
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The Son of man is told by the angel that it's time for the harrrest. Which harvest? Whether this is to gather the tares for
burning or the wheat for storing is not clear: Matt 13:24-30 &Mat 13:36-43

Rev 14: 16 Then He who sat on the cloud swung His sickle over the earth, and the earth was reaped.

This passage is drawn from Joel 3. If you.go up to verse ll, this is the showdown of Armageddon, when Jerusalem is

surrounded by the nations:
Joel 3:ll -16

5. The fifth angel (vs. 17) simply appears with a sickle in his hand'

Rev 14:17 And another angel came out of the temple which is in heaven, and he also had a sharp sickle.

6. The sixth angel (vs 18) directs the angel with the sharp sickle to gather the ripe grapes'..

Rev 14:18 Then another angel, the one who has power over fire, came out from the altar; and he called with a

loud voice to him who had the sharp sickle, saying, "Put in your sharp sickle and gather the clusters from the vine

ofthe earth, because her grapes ate ripe."
Rev 14: 19 So the angel swung his sickle to the earth and gathered the clusters from the vine of the earth, and

threw them into the great wine press of the wrath of God.

Rev 14:20 And the wine press was trodden outside the city, and blood came out from the wine press, up to the

horses' bridles, for a distance of (approximately) two hundred miles.

The grapes are to be trampled in the great winepress of Yahweh's wrath, which is outside the city. Based on the massive

pool tf blood, this is a mass slaughter of humans. Perhaps this is the battle of Armageddon where the vultures clean up the

corpses? (19:17-21)

7. Seventh angel: Rev 14:18 -20 This is very clea,rly the Day of the Lord language. And it also helps us answer the

question, IJthe sickle a harvest of redemption, or is it judgment of the wicked? It's pretty clearly judgment of the

wicked. Joel 3:13 is an imp6rtant passage for this.

lsaiah 63:l-4
Isaiah describes the One who treads the wine press. This is Yeshua-the One who has the sharp sickle. When He returns,

all of the scriptures describe Him as a divine warrior bringing judgment and justice and making war against his enemies.

Verses 17 -20: We see a reference to an angel having authority over fire. What's that? According to Jewish tradition, various

angels had authority over various aspects of the world, including the four winds (Rev 7: l). The abyss (Rev 9: I l), and the

waters (Rev l6:5).

CHAPTER 15:l-4
These 7 angels are followed by 7 more in chapter 15 who act rather than speak about the wrath of Yahweh. They carry 7

bowls of wrath to pour on the earth. And when they pour them out, a song of triumph erupts from the mar(yrs in heaven.

Q5:2-a\ This song of triumph points to the song of triumph when the Egyptian army was drowned in the Red Sea. The

song points to the justice and righteousness of Yahweh, expressed in great and marvelous deeds which vindicate his holiness
by punishing his oppressors. Judgment will surely come.

It is extremely difficult, if not impossible, to exactly know when everything will play out. The timing of these events are

difficult to understand. Yahweh didn't tell us. So, what does that mean? Simply this: the order of events is not the primary
point in the end-time events. Revelation is far more concemed with what will happen than with when it will happen.
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Rev 14:12 Here is the perseverance of the saints who keep the commandments of Yahweh and their faith in Yeshua.

This is a call for endurance by those who keep the commandments, those who obey and those who keep their faith in Yeshua.

A simple message: keep obeying and keep having faith in Him.

The Reformation. The early church preached a particular message. It was a Jewish message that started in Jerusalem and

spread throughout the Roman empire. In the beginning, the main message was that Yeshua came, died, rose again and he's

coming again. A couple hundred years later it went through an evolution. Constantine was a big part of that because he

institutionalized the church. Before that, the church was a living organism, a community of believers.

Then Martin Luther rediscovered certain elements of the gospel that had been lost. Luther discovered justification by faith

and it became the central message. That's true. Faith does save us, but one thing that was negative about the Reformation

was that it turned the church away from the future orientation of the gospel. Luther said we all have access through faith.

We don't need a catholic priest. But the reformation was very anti-Jewish. It was terrible and brought great suffering to the

Jews. The main message of the reformation was to focus on what Yeshua did in the past.

The gospel, in its fullness, is to point at what Yeshua did and then point to what is coming. We are to look forward.

Rev l+: tg And I heard a voice from heaven saying, "Write: 'Blessed ore the dead who die in the Lord from now on!"'

"Yes," says the Spirit, "in order that they may rest from their labors, for their deeds follow after them."

Yahweh's saying, "[ know how difficult it's going to be foryou to stay faithful. I understand. Therefore, I'm going to bless

you. In other words-it's going to be worth it! Your deeds will follow you and you will be blessed.

As we carry the message of endurance, stay faithful and obey, in the midst of torture and suffering and starvation, how do

we remain faithful?

yeshua's death won't be the primary motivation of our obedience and endurance. It's part of the gospel, but it's only part.

The NT proclaims Yeshua came and is coming again!

In the end, if we are in prison, if we are starving, if we are dying, what will matter most is what is ahead of us. It will be

the reason why we wili be able to refuse the mark of the beast-if we refuse, we will gain eternal life with Yeshua in

paradise forever!

The Reformation separated the church from Israel. We are not separate. Jew and Gentile have been grafted into the Olive

tree with the Jews (Rom I l:17). The Reformation did damage: it defined obedience as things you should do because of
what Yeshua has done for you. It defined Faith as: we believe because we have faith in what Yeshua has done. That's not

what the NT lays out for us.

Rev 14:12 Here is the patient endurance of the saints, those who keep the commandments of Yahweh and the faith in
Yeshua.

You need endurance so that you would have obedience and faith. Your faith rests on something else-not in the past, not

in your works. It's in both the past and the future.
2 Basic Gospel Messages in the church today: Imperative & Emotional

Imperative Gospel message (vital and crucial commands):
l. We need a Savior.
2. If you repent and believe and obey His commands then you will be saved.

The problem with this is that obedience isn't what makes you right, it isn't what redeems and justifies you before Yahweh.
That happened in the pas! on the cross. Some people have the attitude and even teach that Yeshua paid for all of your sins

so it doesn't matter if you obey or not. Paul is very clear that we shouldn't sin because grace will cover us. I sinned. He

died. If I want to be saved, I have to accept His gift. We should maintain our relationship with Yahweh, not to earn iL but
because of what He did in the past. Sound correct?

Emotional Gospel message:
l. You have value.
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2. Yahweh loves you.
3. Yeshua died because He loves you.
4. You can have a relationship with him because He loves you.
5. Regardless of how you live your life, you will spend eternity with Him because He is love.

There are elements of these messages that are right and good. But they both are focused on what Yeshua did in the past. We
say ok, we believe that message, but is it strong enough for me to stop sinning?

Most of the preaching in America is focused on what Yeshua did in the past. Do this and don't do that because of what He
did 2000 years ago on the cross. The NT books don't teach us to look back, but to look forward to what is to come.

Let's define faith based on the NT: If you look at the imperatives (every crucial, or vital statement, or command)in the NT
and ask what the context says as to why you are to do the imperative, you will discover that almost every command is clearly
pointing to His return and His reward for us (in thefuture).

(He

set his gaze on the future promise of life with Yahweh not on the past encounter he had with Yahweh).

fteb l l:t t By faith also, with Sarah, he received the ability to procreate even past the normal age, because he regarded the

one who had promised to be faithful. (a promised child-future reward)

Heb ll:13 These all died in faith without receiving the promises, but seeing them from a distance (/zture reward) and

*"rco-ing rA" m, and admitting that they were strangers and temporary residents on the earth. (they kept their eyes on the

promised eternal life in a city built by Yahweh).

According to the writer of Hebrews, faith is a future oriented realitv not a historical reality. The foundation of our faith is

the cross, but it isn't the future motivation. The heroes in Heb. 11 were looking forward to something and to Someone' The

NT repeatedly connects faith to a future promise and reality. Heb. l l says you can't please Yahweh without faith. If you

want fo pleasl Him, you have to draw near to Him and believe that He rewards those who draw near to Him-rewards are

future, not past. Past tense experiences are weak motivations for present tense obedience. Future hope and promises and

faith and rewards arc a strong motivation for daily obedience.

Here's what faith is: In the future" Yahweh will reward those who believe and obey Him, those who lay down their lives for

Him.

Tit 2:1 I For the grace of Yahweh has appeared, bringing salvation to all men,

Tit 2:12 instructing us to deny ungodliness and worldly desires and to live sensibly, righteously and godly in the present

How do we do that? By understanding what he did in the past? Vs 13 says....the motivation that will enable us to deny

this world is this: We are to look ahead for the appearing of the glory of our great Yahweh and Savior! It's the longing for

His return that purifies us and is what will motivate us to endure great tribulations.

Most of us have received the message that our sins are dealt with so we are surely going to heaven. But ihis wasn't the
message Paul preached or the other apostles. That doesn't motive obedience and faith when tragedy strikes. The cross is
just beginning of the message. The main emphasis of the early church was not what happened, but what will happen. They
taught what happened on the cross, but that was so they could preach what was going to happen.
Is the cross the entirety of the gospel message? Or is it part of it?

What if faith is not only about believing who Yeshua is, but it includes His future return...What if faith is also about the
future plans Yeshua has for Jerusalem? What if the NT defines obedience as something you do because of what is coming
and its rewards? What if faith is oriented toward future realities more than historical? What if faith sheds light on the futuri
in order to motivate us to remain faithful?

We have to turn our gaze to the One who is coming. All of heaven adores what happened on the cross and we love it and
appreciate it and believe it, but there is so much more to the story than what happened 2,000 years ago.

HOMEWORK: Go through NT and choose 5 commands (imperatives) and look at what the context of the command is and
see if future rewards are connected to the commands.

REVELATION 14
There are 2 types of communicating in Revelation: One is a parenthetical-it gives clarity to the text. Another is
Chronological, which is consecutive order of events.

There are 3 Chronological judgment events:
o 7 seals that are opened-it's global
o 7 trumPet that are sounded-they escalate in intensity. By the time the 6tr and 7th trumpets blas! it's super intenseo 7 bowls of wrath are poured out around the time of the 6ft & 7e tmmp

Rev 14 & 15 are parenthetical chapters.

We see 3 distinct sections in chapter 14:
. I't.part: vs l-5 describes the first-fruits: 144,000 and the prophetic message of this group of people
. 2nd part: vs 6-13 are 4 prophetic messages declared by angels (if they are saying it, the church will be too).

The angels are doing the will of Yahweh himself. These 4 messages come straight from Yahweh before the
bowls are poured out.

. 3'd part: vs. 14-20 describes the impact the messages have on the earth and in heaven.

l$ PART: The Lamb and the 144,000
Rev 14: I And I looked, and behold, the Lamb standing on Mount Zion, and with him one hundred forty-four thousand who
had his name and the name of his Father written on their foreheads.
Rev l4:2 And I heard a sound from heaven like the sound of many waters and like the sound of loud thunder, and the sound
that I heard was llke harpists playing on their harps.
Rev l4:3 And they were singingsomething like a new song before the throne and before the four living creatures and the
elders, and no one was able to learn the song except the one hundred forty-four thousand who had been bought from the
earth. (a new song that only the 144,000 can learn and sing)
Rev l4:4 These are those who have not been defiled with women, for they are virgins. These are the ones who follow the
Lamb wherever he goes. These were bought from humanity as first fruits to God and to the Lamb,
Rev 14:5 and in their mouth a lie was not found: thev are blameless.
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Who are the 144,000? They are the Firstfruits of a huge harvest at the end of the age.

Chapter 14:l: does this mean Yeshua will literally stand on Mt Zion with 144,000 people and sing? I don't believe it's
wise to apply literal interpretation to a passage if the context isn't clear to do so. For ex: we can't symbolize the book of
Chronicles-it's clear what the two books are about. But if you read Song of Solomon and only read it as literal love letter
from Solomon to his bride then you will miss the messages that are proclaimed in it. The bible is clear that marriage is a
picture of the kind of intimate relationship Yahweh longs for. Because that's true, we can take Sg Sol as both a real song
Solomon wrote about his bride and also see the message of Christ and His bride.

l4:3 says they are singing a new song...and no one can learn this song. Is this is literal or symbolic? We don't know.

Vs 4 says the 144,000 haven't been defiled by women and are virgins. If we take a literal stand, this verse doesn't make
sense. Heb I 3:4 tells us the marriage bed is to be undefiled. . . in other words, it is pure. Marriage was created by Yahweh
in the garden. In the same way, Rev. describes a woman riding on a dragon. Is this literal? No. These images are given in
order to communicate a clear meaning. Ask what is Yahweh communicating through the images and texts.

What we can see clearly is:
l. This is the first fruits of the great harvest.
2. It takes place on Mt Zion in Jerusalem.
3. There will be a first fruits harvest of people who will be unique messengers. They will be blameless. Fully given

over and devoted to the Lamb. They will follow him wherever he goes. In this context, they are in Jerusalem with
Yeshua.

SECTION 2 The Messages of the Three Angels
Rev 14:6 And I saw another angel flying directly overhead, having an eternal gospel to proclaim to those who reside on the
earth, and to every nation and tribe and language and people, (this is massive! An angel proclaiming the gospel to all the
nations...everyone heqrs the gospel !

Rev l4:7 saying with a loud voice, "Fear Yahweh and give him glory, because the hour of his judgment has come, and
worship the one who made the heaven and the earth and the sea and the springs of water!" (part of the message we and the
angels will proclaim at the end of the age is-fear him and worship him!)
Rev l4:8 And another second angel followed, saying, "Fallen, fallen ls Babylon the great, who caused all the nations to
drink from the wine of the passion of her sexual immorality." (Babylon is fallen. This is happening right before the bowls
of wrath are poured out in full. This will be one of the messages from the angels and us at the end of the age. Babylon is
going to fall, is falling and has fallen-the 3 stages of the prophetic messages.)
Rev l4:9 And another third angel followed them, saying with a loud voice, "If anyone worships the beast and his image
and receives a mark on his forehead or on his hand,
Rev 14:10 he himself also will drink of the wine of the anger of God that has been mixed full strength in the cup of his
wrath, and will be tortured with fire and sulphur in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of the Lamb.
Rev l4:1 1 And the smoke of their torture went up forever and ever, and those who worshiped the beast and his image did

: not have rest day and night, along with anyone who received the mark of his name.

Does this mean Yeshua will float on a cloud and swing a sickle over the earth? It means when the prophetic message is
released it will bring about a 2-fold result: there will be a harvest of souls (Firstfruits) who will lay down their lives for the
gospel and there will be those who reject it. This is the wheat and tares parable inMatt 13:24-30.

Rev 14:17 And another angel came out of the temple that is in heaven; he also had a sharp sickle.
Rev 14: l8 And another angel who had authority over the frre went out from the altar, and he called out with a loud voice
to the one who had the sharp sickle, saying, "Send out your sharp sickle and harvest the clusters of grapes from the vine of
the earth, because its grapes are at their prime!"
Rev 14: 19 And the angel swung his sickle into the earth and harvested the vine of the earth, and threw the grapes into the
great winepress of the wrath of God.
Rev 14:20 And the winepress was stomped outside the city, and blood went out from the winepress up to the bridles of the
horses, about one thousand six hundred stadia (approx. 180-200 miles surrounding Jerusalem. Neck deep in blood.)

What's the meaning?
#l Yahweh will raise up a company of first-fruit believers who love him and follow him and they will proclaim the
gospel message to the world alongside angels.
#2 Yeshua is identified with Mt Zion because he is the son of David, the king who will sit on a throne in Jerusalem
and rule the nations.
#3 There will be angelic messengers who help prepare the nations for the twofold harvest. One harvest will be
executed by Yeshua, which is a harvest of souls for His kingdom. The second harvest will be executed by angels
who harvest "grapes", not literally, but they harvest people and take them outside the city where they are crushed.
(Isa 63 says that when Yeshua comes he will tread the nations of the earth like one who walks on grapes. Isaiah
describes a battle outside of Jerusalem that will result in incredible bloodshed. But out of that will come the greatest
harvest the earth has ever known).

This chapter tells us what the gospel message is at the end of human history. This is what we will declare:
o fear Yahweh and worship Him,
. His judgments are coming.
o Babylon will arise, but it will fall and be bumt.
o Don't follow the antichrist, don't take the mark no matter what.
o Follow the Lamb wherever He goes.
o Be pure, wholly-devoted to Yahweh

Rev 14 is very clear about the message. You can't be neutral. You will serve either Yahweh or Satan.
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It,s very probable we are in the beginning of the season that begins the tribulation. The northern border of Israel is where

everything happens right before Yeshua's return. It will be the eye of the storm.

Exek 38:i-6 Eiekiel dlscribes the antichrist who leads an assault on the land of Israel; he starts in northern Israel. He describes

all the nations that will be involved. which are middle eastern and north African nations.

Eze 38:7 -8 Be ready, and prepare yourselves, you and all of your assembly, the assembling around you, and you must be for

tttem as a guard. After many days you will be mustered; in the last years you will come to a restored land from the sword, gathered

from many peoples on the mountains of Israel which were as permanent ruins but from peoples it was brought out, and they will
dwell in safety, all of them.

The context here is the Jews have returned to Israel from war. They are living in the land after a long period of time where the

land was desolate. They are living safe in the mountains.

Eze 38:9 And you will advance like a storm; you will come, andyou will be like a cloud covering the land, and all of your troops

and many nations alongwithyou."
Eze 38:10 "'Thus says the Lord Yahweh: "And then on that day, things will come up on your mind, and you will devise evil

plans. (the antichrist will devise an evil scheme)
bze 38:l I And you will say, 'l will go up against a land of open country furwalled villages); I will come tothe people being at

rest in safety, all of them dwelling without a wall and crossbars and without doors,

Eze 3g:12 to loot, and to plunler, to assail inhabited ruins andapeople gathered together fromvarious peoples and who

are acquiing livestock and goods and dwelling at the center of the world.

presently, Israel,s not in a place of safety and security. There's been conflict with neighbors and with Arab population living in

Israel. Israel has not dweli in peace since 1948. What little security they do have is based on the skills of Israel to defend

themselves. There are gates and fences and walls all over Israel right now. This means the time period Ezekiel is describing is

different from present time. Ezekiel describes a time of peace where there are no gates, walls or doors.

Ezek 3g &39 areclear that Gog and Magog invade before Yeshua's 2nd return. Ezekiel is describing a significant event when the

walls and gates come down, uJi-" of piale and safety in Israel and security goes down. That means something has to happen

before the time of Jacob's trouble, the final 3.5 years. The time of Jacob's trouble happens in a time of significant security and

Deace.

Eze 3g:13 Sheba and Dedan and traders of Tarshish and all its strong lions, they willask you, 'To loot are you coming? To

pt""a", n*"you summoned your assembly, to take away silver and gold, to take livestock and goods, to loot great amounts of
loot?"'
Eze 38:14 "Therefore prophesy, son of man, and you must say to Gog (the Antichrist), 'Thus says the Lord Yahweh: "Will you

not realize on that day when my people Israel are dwelling in safety,

Eze 38:15 and so you will "o.ifto- your place, ftom the remote areas of the north, you and many people with you, horsemen

all of them, agrcat crowd and a vast army,
Eze 38:16 *d you will advance against my people Israel like a cloud covering the land; it will be in the last days, and I will bring

you against my land, so that the nations know me, when I show myself holy through you before their eyes, O Gog!"'

Eze391 "Ani you, son of man, prophesy against Gog, and you must say, 'Thus says the Lord Yahweh: "Look! I az against you

Gog, the head leader of Meshech and Tubal,
nzi Zg:Z and I will tum you around, and I will drag you along, and I will bring you up from the remote areas of the north, and I

will bring you against the mountains of Israel...

Ezek. 38 & 39: We see 4 Phases:

Season l: Jews are outside of Israel. which is a wasteland. A Season of Exile. Up to 1940's. Israel becomes a nation in 1948.

Season 2: lg6T Israel reclaims the Golan Heights and Sinai Peninsula. From then to now has been and is ongoing conflict.

Season 3: The next phase is the Jews dwelling securely with their walls-a time of peace, safety and security.

Season 4: The last phase is the shattering of that peace which will happen before Jacob's trouble (Tribulation)

What happens next is the war that sets the context for season 3 of peace, safety and security. That will cause the nations of the

world to believe that there is peace in the middle east. The NT builds off of Ezek 38 & 39. Yeshua and his apostles describe a

season of going from peace to violence and calamity. Jer 30 & Matt 24 Describe a time of peace and safety, but suddenly

destruction comes...Rev. says the sarne thing. They will be celebrating the peace and suddenly destruction will come fast and

very hard and without the people being ready for it.
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Ez-ekiel describes the harlot Babylon is in a relationship with Israel. The nations of the earth will drink from the cup of the harlot.
The nations and Israel will be in an alliance with the harlot because that partnership is bringing incredible wealth. This won't bejust a season of peace for Israel, but incredible wealth and finances. What we see now in Middle East are a lot of nations that are
struggling tenibly. But that will change. Wealth will come to them. How will Israel get from where they are today living in
walled buildings to unwalled buildings? There will come a time where the people say Wi don't need walls or gates. We will see
this. They will have peace with their neighbors.

The Abraham Accord is bringing together some Arab nations with Israel now. That's great. But not all-Iran, Syriq yeman are
not doing so--for those nations, it's a death penalty for anyone to do business with Isiael. But Saudia Arabia is moving slowly
toward opening up to Israel. This is just the beginning of peace.

Possibly scenario for the next move: Right now, the Israeli army is saying the next big war will be between Israel and lran (with
Lebanon and Syria) on primarily the northern border of Israel. The mainlhreat today-is the Iran regime. They have nuclear and
non-nuclear weapons. Plus' they have 100's ofthousands of missiles on the northem border. Israel's Iron Dome intercepts missiles
and rockets. But if they were to fire missiles every day, non-stop the Iron Dome will be depleted and unable to stop them. Israel
is saying that the next conflict will be brutal from the Iranian side. So, Israel will respond very quickly and violentl-y. Israel will
target Iran and its leaders. It will happen very fast. This big war that'wipes out lran, will setihi coniext for the peace that paul
and Yeshua described. The peace will be deceptive. If you eliminate lran, Israel will be massively relieved.

lran is the nation that creates their sense of lack of peace and safety. Israel isn't concemed about other nations at this time. Right
now it's Iran mainly...with Lebanon and Syria. One day, most likely Turkey will be the main enemy of Israel.If Iran is goie,
Israel will live in peace and safety with no need for walls. This war wili be a significant blessing to Israel. Russia is being wealiened
because of the war in Ukraine- Russia is aligned with the lranians, Syria and Lebanon against Israel. Russia has been a key
mediator and player in all of this. But their influence is lessening.

The weakening of the USA is going to contribute to this next war/conflict. I believe it will set the stage for the final age of peace
which sets the-stage for the Great tribulation. Might not be, but it sure looks like it might be that scenario. It will reshaie the
world. It would bring neweconomic and military alliances throughout the earth. That is loing to be the landscape and context in
which the little horn, the antichrist, the man of sin will emerge. It's very probable *" *. living in the beginning of the season
that the tribulation.

READ Revelation 15

Revelation 15 and 16 deal with the 7 bowl judgments poured out against all those who follow the Beast. These 2 chapters contain
several images drawn from the Old Testament that describe the victory of Yeshua and the Father over the Beast and the chaos
system of Babylon. The purpose of the judgments is to cleanse the earth of chaos, preparing it to once again be sacred space.

Revelation 15 opens with 7 angels, who are going to unleash 7 plagues (bowls of wrath-judgments). And we see these 7 angels
later, in chaptdr 16. (That's when we're going to get the actual bowl judgments spilled *t.) W. also see a,reference to them in
17 because chapters 17 and l8 deal with the fall of Babylon.

Rev'15: I Then I saw another sign in heaven, geat and marvelous, seven angels who had seven plague s, which are the last,
because in them the wrath of Yahweh is finished.
Rev 15:2 And I saw something like a sea of glass mixed with fire, and those who had been victorious over the beast and his image
and the number of his name, standing on the sea of glass, holding harps of yahweh.
Rev 15:3 And they *sang the song of Moses, the bond-servant of Yahweh, and the song of the Lamb, saying, "Great and
marvelous are Your works, O Lord Yahweh, the Almighty; Righteous and true are Your ways, King of the nations!
Rev l5:4 "Who will not fear, O Lord, and gloriff Your name? For You alone are holy; For ALL THE NATIONS WILL COME
AND WORSHIP BEFORE YOU, FOR YOUR RIGHTEOUS ACTS HAVE BEEN REVEALED."

The 7 angels carry 7 bowls of wrath (plagues) to pour on the earth. And when they pour them out, a song of triumph erupts from
the martyrs in heaven. (15:2-Q. This song of triumph reminds us of the song of triumph when the Eryptian ar-y ,nas drowned
in the Red Sea. The song points to Yahweh's great and marvelous deeds!

The sea of glass. Exo 24:9 -10 Then Moses went up with Aaron, Nadab and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel and they
saw the God of Israel; and under His feet there appeared to be a pavement of sapphire, as clear as the sky itself.
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Babylon is the primary threat as the OT comes to a close and Babylon (and the beast and prophet) is the primary threat at the end

of the NT. There are other OT references to the sea and the crystal language, the sea of glass, that kind of thing. Ezekiel1.,22 is

probably the most clear: 'oNow tfte likeness above the heads of the living creatures ltar an expanse like the outward appearance

of awesome ice spread out above their heads upwatd."

This is the crystal platform for Yahweh's throne. It's important that we recognize that the context for Revelation l5 is still part of
the Divine Council meeting that we saw in Revelation 4 and 5.

Rev 4:5 Out from the throne come flashes of lightning and sounds and peals of thunder. And there were seven lamps of fire
buming before the throne, which are the seven Spirits of God;
Rev 4:6 and before the throne there was something like a sea of glass, like crystal; and in the center and around the throne, four
living creatures full of eyes in front and behind.

Eze 1:26 Now above the expanse that was over their heads there was something resembling a throne, like lapis lazuli in
appearance; and on that which resembled a throne, high up, was a figure with the appearance of a man.

Eze l;27 Then I noticed from the appearance of His loins and upward something like glowing metal that looked like fire all
around within it, and from the appearance of His loins and downward I saw something like fire; and there was a radiance around

Him.
Eze l:28 As the appeaxance of the rainbow in the clouds on a rainy day, so was the appearance of the surrounding radiance.

Such r.yas the appearance of the likeness ofthe glory ofthe LORD. And when I saw i/, I fell on my face and heard a voice speaking.

In Ezekiel l, we have the same image of Yahweh's throne-the wheels and the fire, and then you get the firmament, again with
the cherubim and all of this. And we've seen all of these elements in Ezekiel I in the book of Revelation (Rev 4 and 5 being most

prominent).

DanT:9 "I kept looking Until thrones were set up, And the Ancient of Days took,Flrs seat; His vesture rryas like white snow And

the hair of His head like pure wool. His throne was ablaze with flames, Its wheels were aburning fire.

Dan 7:10 "A river of fire was flowing And coming out from before Him; Thousands upon thousands were attending Him, And

myriads upon myriads were standing before Him; The court sat, and the books were opened.

Dan 7:l l 
-"Then 

I kept looking because of the sound of the boastful words which the horn was speaking; I kept looking until the

beast was slain, and its body was destroyed and given to the burning fire.
DanT:I2 "As for the rest of the beasts, their dominion was taken away, but an extension of life was granted to them for an

appointed period of time.

If we look at what he said there, Daniel is describing the Divine Council gathering in Yahweh's throne room, specifically 7:10,

which is involved in the judgment of the beast, whose body was given to be burnt with fire (DantcUJ-D. The point for Rev l5 is
that you have Yahweh's throne resting on top of the sea of glass. Yahweh knows where history is going. He's in control of it all.

All these things are clear in Rev 15 as we lead up to the final set of 7 judgments (the bowl judgments) and the collapse-the
defeat----of the beast and his empire.

Rev 15:5 After these things I looked, and the temple of the tabernacle of testimony in heaven was opened,

Rev 15 6 and the seven angels who had the seven plagues came out of the temple, clothed in linen, clean andbtight, and girded

around their chests with golden sashes.

Rev l5:7 Then one of the four living creatures gave to the seven angels seven golden bowls full of the wrath of God, who lives

forever and ever.
Rev l5:8 And the temple was filled with smoke from the glory of God and from His power; and no one was able to enter the

temple until the seven plagues of the seven angels were finished.

Look at how the angels are dressed. It is obviously drawn from Levitical priestly garments. We see that from Ezek 9:2-3; Ezek

9:71:Ezek 10:2; Dan. l0:5; Dan.l2:6-7. "Bowls" were used in the Old Testament inside the Tabemacle and the Temple.

,,The word phiale, usually translated "bowl" must be understood as an object used in a priestly service. This was not a cereal

bowl! Thise priestly bowls are mentioned l2 times in Revelation (5:8; 75:7; 16:1,2, 3, 4, 8, 10, 12, 17; 17:l;21:9). Most of
them are going to be in passages that have the heavenly tabemacle, the throne of Yahweh, the Divine Council throne room, in

view. The bo*ls ate prieitly objects. If you look at the OT, the bowls there were probably used to carry out the ashes and fat of
sacrifices from sacred space. If that's the case, the symbolism would likely be that the earth is about to be purified by removing
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defilement. The earth's going to be sanctified. It's going to be made ready for the reoccupation of the Messiah. Because what
follows is the decimation of the beast (antichrist).

The next image we see is the sanctuary filling with smoke. This bring us to the end of chapter 15. And that reinforces this Levitical
priest idea for these other vessels-these other instruments. Yahweh's presence in the temple is highlighted as it is, "filled with
the smoke of Yahweh's glory and from his power," (as in Exod. 40:3445;1 Kings 8:lG-I1; 2 Chron. 5:13; Isa. 6:1,4).

Ezek.10:24, where an angelic being "clothed in linen" standing close to the 4 cherubim in the heavenly temple, and'the temple
was filled with the cloud, and the court was filled with the brightness of the glory of the LORD ." Ezek- l0 in context is an
introduction to an announcement ofjudgment, which is very much what the similar vision in Rev. l5 is.

What we are seeing in Rev. 15 plus Ezekiel l0 and other passages is the judgment context. We see the purification of not the
heavenly Tabemacle, but the earth-the idea being conveyed by the priestly garments, the bowls, ritual service. The earth is being
prepared for the reoccupation of the Messiah. In other words, it's being prepared to once again become holy. They're removing
defilement, destroy the beast, and move on from there. Rev 16 is where the seven bowls are described. The context for all this
is the Divine Council meeting that began in Revelation 4 and 5. Read Revelation 16 The Seven Bowls of Yahweh's Wrath

Rev 16:l-7, which describes the first bowl. The first trumpet and the first bowl judgment target the earth and those effected are
those who have the mark of the beast. We see this same thing with the Eryptian plague of boils. (Exodus 9:9-l l). The Egyptians
are the ones that got the plague of boils not the Jews. And at the end of history, those being afflicted are the ones that take the
mark of the beast. Those who take the idolatrous mark of the beast are now marked with boils in Yahweh's judgment.

The 2nd and 3'd bowls take us back to the Nile tuming to blood, the I't Eryptian plague (Ex.7:14-25). The 2nd bowl is a parallel
with the 2od tmmpet (Rev 8:8-9). The 2od trumpet struck the sea and t/: of ttre sla became blood, and,l/3 of the living creatures
in the sea died. Likewise, the 2nd bowl strikes the sea and 'there came about blood as of a dead person, and every living thing
died, the things in the sea."

Ex,.7:17-21. where Yahweh, through Moses, turns the Nile into blood and the fish in it die. Therefore, the 2"d trumpet and the
2nd bowl have to do with the same kind ofjudgment. The primary difference is the trumpet's partial (1/3 of sea turns to blood &
l/3 fish die) effect and the bowl's total effect. Just as the kingdom of Babylon was the object of the 2nd trumpet's judgment, so
will the kingdom of Babylon throughout the world...together with that of the beast, be the object of the 2nd bowl's afflictions.
The 7 bowls are generally linked to the judgment of Babylon, as implied from the connection of Rev. l4:8, 10 and l5:7.

Rev l4:8 And another angel, a second one, followed, saying, "Fallen, fallen is Babylon the great, she who has made all the nations
drink of the wine of the passion of her immorality."
Rev 14:10 he also will drink of the wine of the wrath of God, which is mixed in full strength in the cup of His anger; and he will
be tormented with fire and brimstone in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of the Lamb.
Rev 16:19 The great city was split into three parts, and the cities of the nations fell. Babylon the great was remembered before
God, to give her the cup of the wine of His fierce wrath.

The connection between this exodus imagery and Babylon is very clear. The "sed' (thalassal is figurative for ungodly humanity.
That word is used as ungodly humanity in Revelation,24times (with the exception of Rev. 18:17, 19, 2t). Clearly the "many
waters" of l7:l & 15 ne a pic of unbelievers on the earth.

Rev 16:5 And I heard the angel of the waters saying, "Righteous are You, who are and who were, O Holy One, because You
judged these things;
Rev 16:6 for they poured out the blood of saints and prophets, and You have given them blood to drink. They deserve it."

Deu 32:43 Rejoice with him, O heavens; bow down to Him, all gods, for He avenges the blood of His children and takes
vengeance on His adversaries. He repays those who hate Him and cleanses His people's land." (The ESV version matches the
Dead Sea Scrolls concerning Deut 32)

Vs 43 starts out where the ones who are going to be rejoicing are the members of the heavenly host who are loyal to Yahweh.
And then the gods of the nations are commanded to bow down to Yahweh. DEUT 32 is about these first 3 bowls of wrath. It's
the judgment of the nations-this isn't just a country-it's the people who are following and worshipping the beast-they are all
the people who are NOT following Yahweh! All of this chaos and war and persecution will be a precursor to the retum of Yeshua.
And this is the time when the gods will be destroyed.

When he said France, the face of a man that Gabriel showed Terry in 2001 appeared. He recognized him as Emmanuel Macron,
the president of France.

The scene changed and Terry watched as the pope declares Emmanuel Macron to be God on earth. When the pope said that,
millions of catholics rose up and, as a result, the blood-letting began.

The Scene changed and Terry saw a motorcade...black cars and one white...the car w€$ coming into Jerusalem and the Jews were
throwing branches in front of this motorcade and crying out: Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord!

This French leader was in the motorcade. He refers to himself directly as Napoleon and Jupiter. When Terry saw him, he didn't
see him at the age he was then, but at the age he is now.

Daniel is a type of what the bride of Christ will
look like in the days ahead!

The first 4 seals will be broken in fairly quick succession. War is coming. The Ukraine is the breadbasket of Europe. To control

Ukraine is to control much of the food supply. When Gabriel told Terry the I't seal had been opened, he said, "This is the end

of yahweh's beginning. And now is the beginning of the end." Now, is the time for us to be serious about the condition of our

hearts. This is atime when the Lord is moving among His people to search for any form of rebellion, in ways we seek to satisff

our souls rather than to be possessed of the Lord. The truth is that the testing of our faith will be more precious than gold. Terry

said: This season will demand that we are rewired and that we take our place on the wall. The Lord will build us into families to

be His priesthood and His holy nation. Mal. 3 they shall be mine. All of us are called to be his.

THE RIDER ON A WHITE HORSE: Rev 6:2 And I looked, and behold, a white horse, and the one seated on it had a bow, and

a crown was given to him, and he went out conquering and in order that he might conquer.

Greek word for bow is "toxin". First comes the system then the antichrist will arise to a place of prominence, to a dictatorship.

The antichrist, the rider on the white horse will bring the systems that already exist and bring them under one power, one

government. A system of absolute control so you can't buy or sell unless you've taken the mark of allegiance to that beast. We

think it'r a mark on the forehead or hand...that may be true, but more than that it's allegiance to the system that's the mark. It's
the mark of allegiance. It will be said to be so wonderfuMt's all right there at your fingertips. All these systems are working

together and you don't have to worry. But the little horn is behind it all the time. The world won't see an antichrist in this white

hoise-not yet. He comes in deception. Deceiving the nations. Emmanuel Macron's own father said that he is a master of
seduction.

Rev 6:3 And when he opened the second seal, I heard the second living creature saying, "Come!"
Rev 6:4 And another horse came out, fiery red, and it was gtanted to the one seated on it to take peace from the earth, and that

they would slaughter one another, and a large sword was given to him.

John the Baptist preached a plumbline
message-undiluted truth straight from God. Not an interpretation. Not what the people wanted to hear. What makes the bride
ready? One thing is to get rid of the effects of false beliefs.
Feb 2 dream: "September. It's September. The old must end so the new can come!" It ended in Sept and the new has come. It's
not coming-it's NOW! The Now has come{3 Time frames in Yahweh: Wait. Now. Too late.)

Rev 12 speaks about these 4 things: Salvation, power, the kingdom and authority have come. In all of human history, there's
never been anything like what this. The release of Yahweh through His priesthood. This vesseVthe bride won't be moving in
prophetic gifts or teaching gifts or preaching...but Yahweh will be moving through us! It won't be gifts. It will be by the Spirit,
says Yahweh! Not by might, not by power...but by My Spirit, says Yahweh. We will be possessed by Yahweh Himselfl And
the antichrist will be possessed by Satan. We will stand until the end when Yahweh destroys His enemies!

Even if no one else

believes me? That's the test yatrweh is bringing to His bride/ vessel. Most of the world and the church will be mocking us.

My hope is that we might stand. And not run and hide. But stand up. It's going to take faith to stand. It's going to take the Lord

in us to help us stand. ihis will require the patient endurance of the saints. He will keep us. He is enough for us. We're going to

see the power of God! The word of the Lord coming with power and authority. Daniel's 70th week-the final 7 years. We've

come into that. There's no stopping this.

God's going to judge them. In Dan 2, Yahweh is going to come and destroy them with the breath of his mouth... -That's not us

taking ih.* on.r, but yahweh taking them out. It will happen in the darkest times of human history, but his light shines through

them- The false church system in Rev 17 has a spiritual, govemmental and economic system. Yahweh has given the antichrist

power to take down those who have that power and take it over himself. It doesn't come to the church. There's no such thing as

itringr getting better. yahweh's going to take them down and destroy them. Yahweh is bringing down the darkness, not us.

So, who is this woman? She wears a 12 starred crown which is a victor's glsvvn-fsshua is the victor. The apostolic
government of Yahweh is on her head. Christ himself is her head. Christ is the head of the church (Eph 5:23). She has an

apostolic govemment on her head-Yeshua Himself. The victor crown which is an overcoming crown. The Lord has overcome
the enemy in the bride-her flesh, her soul and the dragon. She's in a beautiful place with the Lord. This woman is adomed

with the sun-Yeshua is shining down on her-He is covering her. He has given her His light. She is clothed with the robe of
righteousness. This woman represents what the church was meant to be. This is the church, a remnant at the end of the age.

Christ has overcome her, through her and among her. The moon is under her feet. What does the moon represent? The
moon is a false light. . . it is merely a ball of matter with no light. She has overcome what appears to be light, but isn't.
Deception. It's false, lifeless. It's under her feet. The moon in Rev l2 is the enemy-the moon is under her feet.

1Co l5:25 For il is necessary for him to reign until he has put all his enemies under his feet.

*tt-*hrffriffi$ft"Yeshua. She is pregnant. She is having birth pains. She is crying out because she is in rormenr. Her
relationship with Yeshua produces a male child who will shepherd all the nations with a rod of iron. She is like Hannah.
Yahweh shut up Hannah's womb because He wanted her to have a son, but not just any son. He gave her a son that would be set
apart for His purposes. A son who would have a specific mission.
I Sa I :10 She r,yas deeply troubled, so she prayed to Yahweh and wept bitterly.
lSa l:11 She made a vow and said: "O Yahweh of hosts, if you will look with compassion on the misery of your female
servant, and will remember me, and not forget your female seryant, and will give to your female servant a male child then I will
give him to Yahweh all the days of his life, and arazor will never pass over his head."

Hannah couldn't get pregnant until she wanted what Yahweh wanted. The woman in Rev 12 is the right vessel for Yahweh to
bring forth the male-child who will be born for a specific purpose like Samuel-to hear and proclaim the word of Yahweh. The
male-child is going to come out of the woman, the bridal church. The relationship between the church and Yeshua produces an
army of believers who have a specific call/ministry/mandate to go into the nations and stand and proclaim the truth. I believe
the 2 witnesses are part of this army.
Rev l2:3 And another sign appeared in heaven, and behold, agreat fiery red dragon, having seven heads and ten homs, and on
his heads were seven royal headbands.
Rev 12:4 And his tail swept away athird of the stars from heaven and threw them to the earth. And the dragon stood before the
woman who was about to give birth, in order that whenever she gave birth to her child he could devour i/.
Rev 12:5 And she gave birth to a son, a male child, who is going to shepherd (some translations: rule) all the nations with an
iron rod, and her child was snatched away to God and to his throne.
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That male child/vessel must be made ready. We can't make this happen, we can't do this in our own strength, according to
religion. He won't just be given spiritual gifts. This vessel will operate out of the Holy Spirit. The dragon sJes that this male
child is going to be a problem. But it's more than that. Satan understands the hour and hsknows that the woman's appearance
is the certainty of a male child being born and he's waiting to devour that child. The woman's appearance is clear to Satan. He
knows he has to stop this male child, this apostolic deliverer. The dragon takes his stand. She giv'es Uirttr to a son.

Who is this male child? What do we know about him?
. He will shepherd, rule all the nations with an iron rod
o He will be snatched away to heaven
o He doesn't die...he shepherds the nations. So, what happens to him?

SNATCHED AIIAY: to seize, catch up, snatch away This isn't describing death.
2Co 12:2 I know a man in Christ fourteen years ago-whether in the body I do not know, or outside the body I do not know,
God knows-such a man was caught up to the third heaven,
2Co 12:4 that he was caught up to paradise and heard words not to be spoken, which i/,s not permitted for a person to speak.

This male child will shepherd/rule the nations with an iron rod. Where else in scripture do we read this phrase: about ruling
(shepherding) the nations with an iron rod?
Rev 2:26 And the one who conquers and who keeps my works until the end, I will give him authority over the nations,
Rev 2:27 and "he will shepherd them with an iron rod; he will break them in pieces like jars made oi clay,"

Who is promised to shepherd the nations with a scepter of iron? The one who conquers & keeps His works until the end.
Mat 10:22 and you will be hated by everyone because of my name. But the one who endures to the end-this one will be saved.
Mat24:13 But the one who endures to the end-this person will be saved.
Mar l3:13 And you will be hated by all because of my name. But the one who endures to the end-this one will be saved.

This end-times church (bride) will give birth to a male child, to a vessel, an army, a people who is destined to shepherd/rule the
nations with a scepter of iron. The male child comes out of the bride of Christ and trai a distinct purpose. This army will be
birthed according to that purpose just as Samuel and David and Joseph and Isaac were birthed according to divine purpose. A
specific vessel for a specific purpose.

Rev 6:2 The rider on the white horse goes forth overcoming and to overcome. There will be some believers who will stand and
Christ in them will overcome the one who is trying to overcome them. And others will overcome by being martyred. But the
truth is: Rev l2:l I "And they overcame him because of the blood of the Lamb and because of the word of their testimonv. and
they did not love their life even when faced with death.

In every way, the woman and the man-child overcome the dragon. Rom 8:22 says the whole creation has been groaning and
longing for this. The promise in Rev 12 is to the woman-the bride and the male child will rule and reign with Christ.
Rom 8:19 For the eagerly expecting creation awaits eagerly the revelation of the sons of Yahweh.

The child is snatched up to Yahweh and his throne Rev I 4 . . . standing on Mt Zion
Rev l2:5 And she gave birth to a son, a male child, who is to rule all the nations with a rod of iron; and her child was caught up
to Yahweh and to His throne.

This male-child are those who are one with Him, the sealed of Israel (Rgy__Z_|_$, and the elect of all nations Geyl4J),
Rev 7:3 saying, "Do not damage the earth or the sea or the trees until we have sealed the slaves of Yahweh on their foreheads."

Instead of the mark of the beast on the forehead, these receive the seal of Yahweh on their foreheads. This is a divine
commissioning. It's a full measure of Christ in the vessel. Who does the male-child represent? Christ. Christ is the spirit of
prophecy. It's all pointing to the Lord. Flesh and blood can't inherit the kingdom of Yahweh. They were pointing to someone
beyond themselves. And the man-child is possessed by the Lord.

Eph 4:11 And he himself gave someasapostles and someasprophets and someasevangelists and someaspastors and
teachers
Eph 4:12 for the equipping of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for building up the body of Christ,
Eph 4:13 until we all reach the unity of the faith and the knowledge of the Son of Yahweh, to a mature man, to a measure of the
maturity of the fullness of Christ,
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This vessel will be a mature people possessed of the Lord who will move in Apostolic power and governmental authority.
Yeshua is in them in fullness! He is living His life through them. As a result, they have come of the full measure of the stature
which belongs to the fullness of Christ-both the woman and the male-child.

I believe the 2 witnesses are part of this man-child. They preach in Jerusalem for 3.5 years moving in power and great signs.
Rev I 1: I I And after the three and a half days, the breath of life from Yahweh entered into them, and they stood on their feet,
and great fear fell on those who saw them.

Rev 1 I : l2 And they heard a loud voice from heaven saying to them, "Come up here," and they went up into heaven in a cloud,
and their enemies watched them.

The difference in the woman and the male-child is in the mission. The male child has a specific mission and the woman has a
specific mission. The male-child must fulfill the ministry of apostolic divine authority. The divine authority to fulfill the
apostolic ministry is not in the woman. lt is ministry of divine apostolic authority that is specific to the male-child that we need

to understand. It's very distinct how it is manifested-unlike anything we've ever seen or heard about.

Rev 14 is the divine commissioning where 144,000 stand on mt. Zion (l believe this is the male-child) and Rev 7. 144.000 is
also the man child. This is all about the full measure of Christ in this vessel. The male-child isn't one person-It's made up of
the nations. I don't believe it's literally 144,000, but it's the fullness of the measure of the Son. Who is in the male-child, who's
possessing the male-child? Yeshua. Flesh and blood can't inherit the kingdom of Yahweh. These 2 groups aren't about Jew and

Gentile...not about 12,000 of the l2 sons of Jacob. It's about the fact that Yeshua is living in them, He's possessing them. In so

doing, they are walking in the fullness of the apostolic.

Eph 4:ll And he himself gave someasapostles and someasprophets and somecsevangelists and someaspastors and
teachers
Eph 4:12 for the equipping of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for building up the body of Christ,
Eph 4: I 3 until we all reach the unity of the faith and the knowledge of the Son of God, to a mature man, to a measure of the
maturity of the fullness of Christ,
Eph 4:14 so that we may no longer be infants, tossed about by waves and canied about by every wind of teaching, by the
trickery of people, by craftiness with reference to the scheming of deceit.

He has chosen this apostolic arrny to represent Him in that hour. He will catch them up to his presence and commission them
and appoint them to the ministry of divine authority. He will be in them as that and through them as that. Apostolic
govemmental, apostolic power. Yahweh on earth living His life through His sons and daughters! Christ is in them in that
measure. They are possessed by the Son. He has chosen them to divinely represent Himself. Apostolic govemmental, power, a
master builder, but more than that. We have to stop looking at our flesh. Where we were bom. Our past. Our failures. Our
successes. It's not about us! It's about the Holy Spirit working in us to establish Christ in us. The key is Christ...not you.

Rev 12:10 Then I heard a loud voice in heaven, saying, "Now the salvation, and the power, and the kingdom of our God and
the authority of His Christ have come, for the accuser of our brethren has been thrown down, he who accuses them before
Yahweh day and night.
Rev 12:11 "And they overcame him (Satan) because of the blood of the Lamb and because of the word of their testimony, and
they did not love their life even when faced with death. (Ihey loved Christ more than their own lives. They were willing to die.)
Rev 12:12 "For this reason, rejoice, O heavens and you who dwell in them. Woe to the earth and the se4 because the devil has
come down to you, having great wrath, knowing that he has only a short time."
Rev 12:13 And when the dragon saw that he was thrown down to the earth, he persecuted the woman who gave birth to the
man-child.
Rev l2:14 But the two wings of the great eagle were given to the woman, so that she could fly into the wilderness to her place,
where she *was nourished for a time and times and half a time, from the presence of the serpent.
Rev 12:15 And the serpent poured water like a river out of his mouth after the woman, so that he might cause her to be swept
away with the flood.
Rev 12:16 But the earth helped the woman, and the earth opened its mouth and drank up the river which the dragon poured out
of his mouth.
Rev 12:17 So the dragon was enraged with the woman, and went off to make war with the rest of her children (she gives birth
to more than one man-child-it's an army of apostolic divine prophetic men and women), who keep the commandments of God
and hold to the testimony of Yeshua.

The kingdom is even now Christ's, but it is hidden, even as He is. One day, it will be manifested. For a long time David was the
anointed king of Israel, but Saul sat on the throne until the hour came when the tribes of Israel made David their chosen king.
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Rev 12:5 the woman gave birth to a man child who rules with a scepter of iron.
And the woman fled into an uninhabited region where she has a place that has been prepared for her. Wedding imagery. She is
taken to the bridal chamber that was prepared by Yahweh in order to provide for her. The ketubah is the marriage covenant
where the bridegroom promises to prepare a place for his bride to be. He tells her that he will return for her. She's going to the
place prepared for her by Yahweh. It's on this earth. It's a place of refuge. He will provide food and shelter for her for 3.5
years.

Ioh l4:2 In my Father's house there are many dwelling places; but if not, I would have told you, because I am going away to
prepare a place for you.
Joh l4:3 And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to myself, so that where I uun, you may be
also.

The woman's readiness and the man-child's birthed triggers a war in heaven. Michael and his angels fight the dragon. Satan
can't win. Gen 3:5 promises that Yeshua is going to crush his head. The war in heaven ends with Satan and his angels being
cast down to the earth. Satan is cast out of heaven, which is part of the crushing of his head.

Rev 12:14 But the two wings of the great eagle were given to the woman, so that she could fly into the wilderness to her place,
where she was nourished for a time and times and half a time, from the presence of the serpent.

What are the 2 wings?
Isa 40:28 Have you not known, or have you not heard? Yahweh rs the God of etemity, the creator ofhe ends of the earth! He is
not faint, and he does not grow weary! There is no searching his understanding.
lsa 40:29 He gives power to the weary, and he increases power for the powerless.
Isa 40:30 Even young people will be faint and grow weary, and the young will stumble, exhausted.
Isa 40:31 But those who wait for Yahweh shall renew their strength. They shall go up with wings like eagles; they shall run and
not grow weary; they shall walk and not be faint.

Psa 9l is full of metaphors-the lion with its roar and strength and authority; the snake with its stealthy, slimy approach through
the grass; the attacks at night; the devastating plague; the fowler's snare; the eagle's wing; the tent. This psalm is filled with the
truth of Yahweh's power, love, and presence as a loving Father who is waiting and longing to be called upon.

Rev 12, Satan unleashes a flood ofaccusations. Because he was kicked out ofheaven, he no longer can accuse believers. But he
accuses the woman on earth.

Satan spews accusations out of his mouth trying to sweep her away by this flood of slander, lies, accusations. But the earth
helped the woman and opened its mouth and swallowed up the river which the dragon unleashed against her. Psalm 2 is clear
that at the end of the age, Yahweh will conquer the accusations of the dragon. The dragon hates the fact that the woman is fully
possessed by Yahweh. The woman will be hated by those who are deceived. Those who understand, help the woman.

When the dragon sees that he can't take her out, he's angry with the woman and goes off to war with the rest of her
children...those who keep Yahweh's commandments and does not love their lives unto death. The safe place is where the
judgments of Yahweh can't touch her. A place like Goshen in Egypt. The judgments of Yahweh are not aimed at the church or
the man-child. The judgments are destined for the antichrist and his followers.

Eph 5 :6 Let no one deceive you with empty words, for because of these things the wrath of Yahweh is coming on the sons of
disobedience.
lTh l:lOb Yeshua, the one who delivers us from the coming wrath.
lTh 5:9 because God did not appoint us for wrath, but for the obtaining of salvation through our Lord, Yeshua, the Christ,

Exo 1 1:7 'But against any of the sons of Israel a dog will not even bark, whether against man or beast, that you may understand
how the LORD makes a distinction betw

I'm not saying that we won't suffer. But I am saying that Yahweh's judgment and wrath will not be poured out on us, the
woman or her offspring. The woman (church/bride) will be attacked but Yahweh provides her a way of escape like He did for
the Jews in Egypt. The dragon wants to destroy her, but can't so he goes after those who are called to go into the nations under
the control of the antichrist. The woman's children/offspring aren't necessarily in that relational safe place that the woman is.
When Yahweh calls the man- child there will be those who won't accept his invitation. Everyone chooses for themselves
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whether or not they want to be part of the bride or not and when Yahweh calls the man-child there will be some who won't
accept it.

There's a beast that comes up out of the sea. Rev I 1 gives us an example of this man-child as we look at the witnesses. The
man-child vessel will be apostolic prophetic witnesses to the lost.
Rev l1:1 And a measuring rod similar in appearance to a staff (a staff is a surveyor's tool) was given to me, saying, "Get up
and measure the temple of God and the altar and those who worship in it.
Rev I 1:2 And leave out the courtyard outside of the temple, and do not measure it, because it has been given to the Gentiles,
and they will trample the holy city for forty two months.
Rev l1:3 And I will grantauthorityto my two witnesses, and they will prophesyfor onethousand two hundred sixty days,
dressed in sackcloth."
Rev I l:4 These are the two olive trees and the two lampstands that stand before the Lord of the earth.

Yahweh tells John to measure the temple & the altar-the Holy Place and the Holy of Holies. This is the measurement of
Christ.
Eph 4:ll And he himself gave someasapostles and someasprophets and someasevangelists and someaspastors and
teachers
Eoh 4:12 for the equipping of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for building up the body of Christ,
Eph 4:13 until we all reach the unity of the faith and the knowledge of the Son of God, to a mature man, to a measure of the
maturity of the fullness of Christ.
Eph 4:14 so that we may no longer be infants, tossed about by waves and canied about by every wind of teaching, by the
trickery of people, by craftiness with reference to the scheming of deceit.
Eph 4:15 But speaking the truth in love, we are to grow into him with reference to all things, who is the head, Christ,
Eph 4:16 from whom the whole body, joined together and held together by every supporting ligament, according to the
working by measure of each single part, the growth of the body makes for the building up of itself in love.

The church won't bow to the dragon because of the relationship we have with the Lord in the holy of holies. The cross is in the
outer court. For those in an outer court relationship, the fullness of the measurement of Christ won't be in them. The woman
and the man-child is not in the outer court; they have moved into the holy of holies, which is the bridal chamber, so to speak.
It's a marriage, an intimate relationship with Yeshua that brings forth a man child. The outer court is not intimacy with Christ.
It's salvation. In order for the woman to birth lhe man-child, it will require a relationship with the Lord where people have
chosen to enter in. We've all been invited to salvation, but some will not accept His free gift. In the same way, not all who are
invited to bridal partnership will accept His invitation.
Mat22:14 For many are called but few cre chosen.

We are as near to the Lord as we want to be!
Jas 4:8 Draw nearto God, and he willdraw nearto you. Cleanse yourhands,yoasinners, and purifyyourhearts,yoadouble-
minded!
We are invited into the most Holy Place. Yeshua ripped the veil so we can all come to His Father. lf we're in outer court, that's
because that's where we choose to be.

Rev I l:2 "Leave out the court which is outside the temple and do not measure it, for it has been given to the nations; and they
will tread underfoot the holy city for forty-two months.
The outer court was given to the nations--4entiles are symbolic of the heathen. But we are a royal priesthood and holy nation.
At the end of the age, it will be clear there's a people who have lost their own identity and have truly become a new creation.
They are a Royal priesthood and a holy nation, a possession ofthe Lord.

Rev I 1:3 "And I will grant authority to my two witnesses, and they will prophesy for twelve hundred and sixty days, clothed in
sackcloth."

Divine authority. They will be called to a ministry of divine, apostolic, prophetic authority which is the same Spirit and power
that enabled Elijah, Moses and John the baptist to do what they did. No matter what we believe as to who they are.
What matters is who is coming through them. Yahweh is the apostle, prophet, pastor teacher, evangelist. He will be in the man-
child in full measurement and He is shining. I'm not saying the two witnesses aren't Elijah and Moses. I'm saying it's not
about the human-it's about Yahweh possessing a people.

Rev I l:4 These are the two olive trees and the two lampstands that stand before the Lord of the earth.
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For 3.5 years the 2 witnesses will prophesy. Yeshua's ministry was 3.5 years. This will be unlike anything ever seen. This is
Eph 4! The 2 witnesses are clothed in sackcloth. There's mouming. Death is coming. These are the 2 olive trees and 2
lampstands who have taken their stand before the Lord of the earth.

Rev I l:5 And if anyone wants to harm them, fire flows out of their mouth and devours their enemies; so if anyone wants to
harm them, he must be killed in this way.
Rev I 1:6 These have the power to shut up the sky, so that rain will not fall during the days of their prophesying (3.5 years); and
they have power over the waters to tum them into blood, and to strike the earth with every plague, as often as they desire.

They are possessed by the Lord himself. Greater than Moses, Samuel, King David, Enoch. He sends the 2 witnesses to the city
crying out repent or perish-that is their message. Yahweh's nature is to be long suffering. If they will not receive the Lamb
and His message of forgiveness and they try to kill the 2 witnesses, then they will be killed.

Rev 1 l:7 When they have finished their testimony, the beast that comes up out of the abyss will make war with them, and
overcome them and kill them.

The final chapter of human history kicks in at the end of their ministry. After 3.5 years, the beast will make war with
them...but not until there testimony is finished. Yeshua couldn't be killed until he finished the work Yahweh gave him. I
believe there are other witnesses in other places-the 144,000.

Rev 11:8 And their dead bodies will lie in the street of the great city which mystically is called Sodom and Egypt, where also
their Lord was crucified.

Modern day Jerusalem is called Sodom and Egypt by Yahweh! What will Jerusalem be guilty of at the end of the age?
What was the sin of Sodom?
Gen 19 homosexuality
Ezek 16:49 -50 "Behold, this was the guilt of your sister Sodom: she and her daughters had arrogance, abundant food and
careless ease, but she did not help the poor and needy. Thus they were haughty and committed abominations before Me.
Therefore I removed them when I saw it. "

Sin of Egypt? Idolatry-worshipping other gods
Num 33:4 while the Egyptians were burying all their firstbom whom the LORD had struck down among them. The LORD had
also executed judgments on their gods.

Rev I I :9 Those from the peoples and tribes and tongues and nations will look at their dead bodies for three and a half days, and
will not permit their dead bodies to be laid in a tomb.
Rev ll:10 And those who dwell on the earthwill rejoice over them and celebrate; and they will send gifts to one another,
because these two prophets tormented those who dwell on the earth.
Rev 1 1 :1 1 But after the three and a half days, (they are dead dead) the breath of life from God came into them, and they stood
on their feet; and great fear fell upon those who were watching them.
Rev I l:12 And they heard a loud (great) voice from heaven saying to them, "Come up here." Then they went up into heaven in
the cloud (the cloud of witnesses), and their enemies watched them.
Rev ll:13 And in that hour there was a great earthquake, and a tenth of the city (Jerusalem) fell (huge destruction); seven
thousand people were killed in the earthquake, and the rest were terrified and gave glory to the God of heaven.

Terrified, they gave glory to the Elohim of heaven! That is a description of the man-child's unique mission. Man-child must
fulfill Christ's ministry of divine authority for 3.5 years. The woman is taken to a safe place for 3.5 years. The man-child is
taken to the areas where the judgment and wrath of Yahweh is coming and they're the instruments of its coming.

Mal 3:l "Behold, I am going to send My messenger (the man-child), and he will clear the way before Me. And the Lord, whom
you seek, will suddenly come to His temple; and the messenger of the covenant. in whom you delight, behold, He is coming,"
says the LORD of hosts.
Mal 3:16 Then those who feared the LORD spoke to one another, and the LORD gave attention and heard it, and a book of
remembrance was written before Him for those who fear the LORD and who esteem His name.
Mal 3:17 "They will be Mine," says the LORD of hosts, "on the day that I prepare My own possession, and I will spare them as
a man spares his own son who serves him." (I will protect them as afather protects his own son-the man-child)
Mal 3:18 So you will again distinguish between the righteous and the wicked, between one who seryes God and one who does
not serve Him.
The Man-child is in need of protection. They willdie quickly if Yahweh allows his judgments and wrath to come on them. So
they are sealed and protected by Yahweh.
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SHORT REVIEW:
REV l2 The woman and the dragon. Gives birth to a man-child who is caught up into the throne room. This is a John the
Baptist company of people. Perhaps the 144,000 in Rev 7 (Jews) and the 144,000 in Rev l4 (the nations)? The dragon
and his arrny are kicked out of heaven to the earth. He tries to attack the woman (the bride) but is unsuccessful. yahweh
has prepared a place for her in the wilderness. Sends the wings of an eagle to help her escape. The earth opens its mouth
and swallows the flood. The dragon realizes it can't destroy the bride so it goes after her other children.

REV l3 the beast comes up out of the sea. The dragon (satan) gives his authority to the beast. The people worship satan
and the antichrist. A second beast (the false prophet) comes up out of the earth. He had horns like a lamb but spoie like
the dragon. He deceives the earlh to worship the antichrist. Makes a statute of the antichrist that he gives breath so that it
speaks- Kills those who refuse to worship the statute of the beast. The number of the beast is 666---man, man, man.

REV l4 the 144,000 bought from the nations sing a new song before the throne that no one can sing/learn.
Rev 14:4 These are the ones who have not been defiled with women, for they have kipt themselves chaste.
These are the ones who follow the Lamb wherever He goes. These have been purchased from among men as first
fruits to God and to the Lamb.
Rev l4:5 And no lie was found in their mouth; they are blameless.

3 angels are sent to the earth: l" angel spreads the gospel across the earth. 2nd declares Babylon is fallen. 3'd warns the
consequences of taking the mark of the beast-which is all about allegiance/worship of the beast. This is followed by one
like the son of man wearing a golden crown gathers a harvest on the earth. An angel gathers the clusters of grape from the
earth and throws them in a winepress that was outside of the city and blood came out-up to the bridle oi a horse for a
distance of 200 miles.

REV l5 Seven angels are given 7 bowls of wrath to pour out on the earth.

REV 16: 7 BOWLS OF WRATH are poured out:
l. Malignant sores on those who have the mark
2. The sea becomes blood and all sea animals die
3' Springs of water become blood (the angel of waters worships Yahweh declaring that his judgments are righteous)
4. The sun scorches men with fire
5. The throne of the beasts and his kingdom is darkened which causes them to gnaw their tongues due to the intense

pain this causes. How does darkness cause pain? (lt sounds like they lose their minds). This reminds us of the
plague of darkness in Egypt which was the gt" plague (Ex 10:21-29). It also reminds me of the 4th trumpet in Rev
8:12 wherethe sun, moon and stars are partially destroyed. This is common description of the day of the LORD:
Isa l3:10; Joel 2:10 3:15; Amos 8:9; Habakkuk 3:ll. "Darkness is a symbol ofjudgment" -l Sam 2:9; Amos
5:20; Joel 2:2; Zeph l:15. This is a taste of the finaljudgment when unbelievers will be "cast into the outer
darkness," where "there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth"

6. The river Euphrates is dried up to prepare a way for the kings of the east who will try to make war against Yeshua
and his people (Matt. 8:12;22:13; 25:30).

7. The 7'n bowl is poured out on the air. Lightning and peals of thunder. A great earthquake splits Jerusalem in 3
parts. The cup of wrath is poured on Babylon. Every island flees and every mountain disappears. Huge hailstones
weighing about 100 lbs each fall on men. They blaspheme Yahweh because of the hailstones.

Rev 16:12-16

We see the River Euphrates mentioned as drying up today. What's east of Israel? Babylon. It's the Medes and the
Persians, the Babylonians.

Rev l6: l7 -21

There are 3 sets of judgments consisting of 7 judgments-the first layer of seven (7 seals), the second layer of seven (7
trumpets)... Here we're in the third layer of seven (7 bowls of wrath).
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THE SEVEN SEALS:
The First Seal (Rev 6:2)"And I looked, and behold, a white horse! And its rider had a bow, and a crown was given to him,
and he came out conquering, and to conquer. " This first seal introduces the antichrist onto the scene as a rider of a white
horse. This rider wears a crown and will deceive many with talks of peace, but he will wage war against the saints.

The Second Seal (Rev. 6:4) "And out came another horse, bright red. Its rider was permitted to take peace.from the earth,
so that people should slay one another, and he was given a great sword. " Despite the promises of peace from the
antichrist, war will break out after this seal breaks. A red rider on a horse takes peace from the earth. As a result, people
slay each other.

The Third Seal (Rev 6:5) "l[/hen he opened the third seal, I heard the third living creature say, "Come!" And I looked,
and behold, a black horse ! And its rider had a pair of scales in his hand. " A rider on a black horse will spread famine
throughout the earth, which causes starvation on the earth.

The Fourth Seal (Rev 6:7-8) "When he opened thefourth seal, I heard the voice ofthefourth living creature say, "Come!"
And I looked, and behold, a pale horse! And its rider's name was Death, and Hades followed him. And they were given
authority over a fourth of the earth, to kill with sword and with famine and with pestilence and by wild beasts of the
earth." Death, riding on a pale horse, wipes out one-fourth of the earth's population.

The Fifth Seal (Rev 6:9) "When he opened the fifth seal, I saw under the altar the souls of those who had been slain for
the word of God andfor the witness they had borne." Those martyred will ask Yahweh how long until He judges the
earth. They are told to wait a little while longer and given a white robe.

The Sixth Seal (Rev 6: l2-14) "Wen he opened the sixth seal, I looked, and behold, there was a great earthquake, and the
sun became black as sackcloth, the full moon becqme like blood, and the stars of the slq) feil to the ectrth as the fig tree
sheds its winter fruit when shaken by a gale. The slry vanished like a scroll that is being rolled up, and every mountain and
island was removed from its place. " Catastrophic natural events take place from an earthquake, the sun turns black, the
moon turns blood-red, and mountains and islands disappear.

The Seventh Seal (Rev 8:l) "When the Lamb opened the seventh seal, there was silence in heavenfor about half an
hour."-silence fills heaven. Reminiscent of the Sabbath day (7'r' day) of rest Yahweh took on the 7'r' day after 

"."ution,a brief pause occurs before the followingjudgments.

THE SEVEN TRUMPETS
The First Trumpet (Rev 8:7) "The first angel blew his trumpet, and there .followed hail and fire, mixed with blood, and
these were thrown upon the earth. And a third of the earth wqs burned up, and a third of the trees were burned up, and all
green grass was burned up." Hall, fire, and blood will rain down on the earth and wipe out one-third of all plant life.

The Second Trumpet (Rev 8:8) "The second angel blew his trumpet, and sontething like a great mountain, burning with
fire, was thrown into the sea, and q third of the sea becctme blood. " A burning mountain falls into the sea, turns one-third
of the ocean to blood, and one-third of all sea life dies.

The Third Trumpet (Rev 8:10) "The third angel blew his numpet, and a great star fell from heaven, blazing like c torch,
and it fell on a third of the rivers and on the springs of water. " A star called wormwood poisons one-third of all the fresh
water supply.

The Fourth Trumpet (Rev 8: l2) "The fourth angel blew his trumpet, and ct third of the sun was struck, and a third of the
moon, and a third of the stars, so that a third of their light might be darkened, and a third of the day might be kept from
shining, and likewise a third of the night." One-third of the moon, stars, and sun darkens.

The Fifth Trumpet (Rev 9:3-l l) "Then front the smoke came locusts on the ertrth, ctnd they were given power like the
power ofscorpions ofthe earth. They were told not to harm lhe pyass ofthe earth or any green plant or any tree, but only
those people who do not have the seal of God on theirforeheads. They were allowed to torment themforfive months, but
not to kill them, and their torment was like tlte torment of a scorpion when it stings son'teone. And in those days people
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will seek death and will not find it. They will long to die, but death will flee from them. In appearance the locusts were like
horses preparedfor battle: on their heads were what looked like crowns of gold; theirfaces were like humanfaces, their
hair like women's hair, and their teeth like lions' teeth; they had breastplates like breastplates of iron, and the noise of
their wings was like the noise of many chariots with horses rushing into battle. They have tails and stings like scorpions,
and their power to hurt people for five months is in their tails. They have as king over them the angel of the bottomless pit.
His name in Hebrew is Abaddon, and in Greek he is called Apollyon. " Supernatural evil locusts with human faces, long
hair, lion's teeth, and the power of a scorpion sting plague and sting nonbelievers for five months. Those who are stung
will wish for death.

The Sixth Trumpet (Rev 9:12-18) "Thefirst woe has passed; behold, two woes are still to come. Then the sixth angel
blew his trumpet, and I heard a voice from the four horns of the golden altar before God, srying to the sixth angel who
had the trumpet, "Release the four angels who are bound at the great river Euphrates." So the four angels, who had been
prepared for the hour, the day, the month, and the year, were released to kill a third of mankind. The number of mounted
troops was hrice ten thousand times ten thousand; I heard their number. And this is how I sqw the horses in my vision and
those who rode them: they wore breastplates the color of fire and of sapphire and of sulfur, and the heads of the horses
were like lions'heads, andfire and smoke and sulfur came out of their mouths. By these three plagues a third of mankind
was killed, by the fire and smoke and sulfur coming out of their mouths. " Four fallen angels are released and wipe out
people from sulfur and fire pouring out of their mouths. They manage to wipe out one-third of mankind.

The Seventh Trumoet (Rev ll:15) "Then the seventh angel blew his trumpet, and there were loud voices in heqven,
saying, "The kingdom of the world has become the kingdom of our Lord and of his Christ, and he shall reignforever and
ever." Another break from the plagues, and onto the seven bowls ofjudgment, 24 elders in heaven declare it's time to
destroy those who destroy the eanh. The temple in heaven opens, featuring the Ark of the Covenant.

REV 16: SEVEN BOWLS OF WRATH:
l. Malignant sores on those who have the mark
2. The sea becomes blood and all sea animals die
3. Springs of water become blood (the angel of waters worships Yahweh declaring that his judgments are righteous)
4. The sun scorches men with fire
5. The throne of the beasts and his kingdom is darkened which causes them to gnaw their tongues due to the intense

Rev l6:19 The great city was split into three parts, and the cities of the nations fell. Babylon the great was remembered
before Yahweh, to give her the cup of the wine of His fierce wrath.

The kings of the east are the ones who are going to meet at the place which is called Har-Magedon. The Hebrew word:
Har-Magedon means: Har means mountain. Megiddo is a valley; it's not a mountain.

Rev 19:l l-21 tells us very clearly that when Yeshua returnso he will do so to end the conflict of Har-Magedon. and defeat
the beast, the antichrist. According to Rev l6:16, this event occurs at Har-Magedon,
Zech l2:9 -ll "And in that day I will set about to destroy all the nations that come against Jerusalem. 10 "I will pour out
on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem, the Spirit of grace and of supplication, so that they will look on
Me whom they have pierced; and they will mourn for Him, as one mourns for an only son, and they will weep biuerly
over Him like the bitter weeping over a firstborn. I I ln that day there will be great mourning in Jerusalem, like the
mourning of Hadad-rimmon in the plain of Megiddo.

The final conflict occurs at Jerusalem, not Megiddo. Megiddo is referenced only to compare the awful mourning that will
result in His coming to Jerusalem. Not only does Zech 12 place the final battle where the nations see the risen, pierced
Christ at Jerusalem, but verse 1l tells us clearly that Megiddo is a plain, not a mountain! Yeshua returns to a mountain!
Har-Magedon is Jerusalem. Har-Magedon is a reference to the Har-Moad, which is the place where the Divine Council,
the sons of GOD met

So, at the end of time, the forces of evil-the forces of the antichrist, the primary world leader and all his forces, the
hordes that are associated with the east (Babylon)...are going to march on Jerusalem, which is Yahweh's holy mountain,
the place of His Divine council. And that is where the final confrontation happens. And this final battle is going to
determine once and for all time, to every person alive and those dead, to every angel and demon the answer to the
question: Who is the Most High Elohim?

PSALM 89:5 The heavens praise your wonders, O LORD, your faithfulness too, in the assembly of the holy ones. 6 For
who in the skies above can compare with the LORD? Who is like the LORD among the heavenly beings? 7 In the
council of the holy ones (the Divine council, the sons of ELOHIM), Yahweh is greatly feared; He is more awesome
than all who surround Him.

Zec l4:3 Then Yahweh will go forth and fight against those nations, like when he fights on a day of battle.
Zec 14:4 On that day his feet will stand on the Mount of Olives. which faces Jerusalem on the east; and the Mount of
Olives will be split in half, from east to west, bya very great valley; and half of the mountain will withdraw toward the
north, and the other half toward the south.
Zec l4:5 And you will flee by the valley of my mountains, because the valley of the mountains will reach to Azal, and
you will flee like you fled from the earthquake in the days of King Uzziah of Judah. And Yahweh my ELOHIM will
come, and all the holy ones with him.

The Rider on a White Horse
Rev l9:ll And I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse, and the one seated on it was called "Faithful" and
"True," and with justice he judges and makes war.
Rev l9:12 Now his eyeswere a flame of fire, and on his head were many royal headbands having a name written that no
one except he himself knows.
Rev l9: 1 3 And, he was dressed in an outer garment dipped in blood, and his name is called the Word of GOD.
Rev l9: l4 And the armies that are in heaven, dressed in clean, white fine linen, were following him on white horses.
Rev 19:15 And out of his mouth came a sharp sword, so that with it he could strike the nations. And he will shepherd
them with an iron rod, and he stomps the winepress of the wine of the furious wrath of GOD, the All-Powerful.
Rev 19: l6 And he has a name written on his outer garment and on his thigh: "King of kings and Lord of lords."
At the tower of Babel, Yahweh disinherited the nations of the earth as His co-ruling family, which was what He had
wanted in Eden. Instead, He chose Abram to be that family. The disinherited nations were put under the authority of lesser
gods, sons of ELOHIM. When they became corrupt, they were sentenced to mortality (Psa 82:6-8)

PSALM 82:1-8 A Psalm of Asaph. Godf'elohinrl has taken His place in thedivine council; in the midst of
the gods l'elohimf. He holds judgment: 2 "How long will you judge unjustly and show partiality to the wicked? Selah 3
Give justice to the weak and the fatherless; maintain the right of the afflicted and the destitute. 4 Rescue the weak and the
needy; deliver them from the hand of the wicked." 5 They have neither knowledge nor understanding, they walk about in
darkness; all the foundations of the earth are shaken. 6 I said, "You are godsl'elohirn], sons of the Most High, all of you;
7 nevertheless, like menl'adaml you shalldie, and fall like any prince." 8 Arise, O God f'elohim],judge the earth; foryou
shall inherit all the nations!
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The OT is basically a record of the long war between Yahweh and the gods (f'elohimf), and between yahweh,s children
and the nations, to re-establish the original plan of Eden. The victory at'Har-Magedon of yahweh over the Beast(antichrist) who directed_ the nations against Yahweh's holy city is the event that removes the fallen gods/elohim fromtheir thrones' It is the day of Yahweh, the time when ali thai is wicked is judged and when those who believe and
overcome replace the disloyal sons of Yahweh. The kingdom of Yahweh on the earth is then ready for a full
transformation under a new divine council whose members include glorified believers called the sons of GOD/ELOHIM!

Mat 5:9 "Blessed are the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of God.
Luk 20:36 for they cannot even die anymore, because they are like angels, and are sons of God, being sons of the
resurrection.
Rom 8: 14 For all who are being led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God.
Rom 8:19 For the anxious longing of the creation waits eagerly for the revealing of the sons of God.
Gal3:26 For you are all sons of God through faith in christ Jesus.

Revelation l7 The Great Prostitute and the Beast. This harlot is a world-wide economic system called Babylon. Today,
the city of Babylon itself is not a big deal anymore. There is no Babylonian Empire-not yit. This system is the Deut 32
rebellion in its fullness.

7 nevertheless, like menf'adaml you shall die, and fatl like any prince." 8 Aiise, O God, judge the earth-; for you shal
inherit all the nations!
So, it shouldn't surprise us that the judgments that are (whether it's the seals, trumpets or the bowls) on the nations.

They're judgments on the people who have aligned themselves with the harlot Babylon. And ultimately, the gods of those
nations are going to lose total control. They're going to be destroyed. They will no longer govern the nations. Remember,
as you read the book.of Rev_elation and ytu see these judgments being ilayed out, another element of this that,s being
described is the final death of the gods. This is when the j udgment of psaim gZ comes to pass. And these chapters ( I 7- I g)
are leading up to and deal with the fall of Babylon and the death of its gods. It's a battle for the seat of divine authority.
This is the ultimate conflict between the Deut. 32 Babel system and Yahweh himself. And so when we read through the
book of Revelation, if we understand what the Deut 32 worldview is, it's easy to see that this battle is between the
Babel/Babylonian one-world system and Yahweh reclaiming the earth. Revelation l7 and l8 are setting the stage for the
ultimate conflict over who is the Most High. Who is the Most High? Is it going to be the beast and tha=t system? Or is it
going to be Yahweh?

Rev 17: I -3 The Great Prostitute and the Beast
Blasphemous names are spiritual competitors. They're the names of the gods and the other nations and they're in the
wilderness. This is about spiritual adultery, for spiritual unfaithfulness, for worshiping other gods.

This is the Deut 32 worldview: It's the gods of the world that are going to fight against the GOD/ELOHIM of Israel and
his church. It's the final judgment of the gods. Revelation contrasts two cities, ierusalem and Babylon, as a bride and
prostitute respectively (17:5:21:2). This woman is the Babylonian one-world economic, religious, political system. In
Ezekiel 28, the seat of the gods, we see the Divine Council. But the other thing in Ezekiel 28 are thl gemstones, which
represent economic wealth and prosperity and how this is used to bring other nations under the powei and influence of
Tyre in that chapter.

That idea of using wealth to entice other nations into relationships and ultimately into idolatrous relationships is going to
be qartof what's happening here in Rev l7 &18. lt's goingto be part of the description of this massive world system.
And ultimately, it's going to emerge as the Babel world system, because Babylon is the last power standing that actually
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succeeds in destroying the people of Yahweh. It's going to be Babylon and that ties back very obviously to the Deut 32

worldview.
The Babylonian harlot system is seduction. It's idolatry. It's spiritual unfaithfulness. And ultimately, it's the Deuteronomy

32 rebellion. The Babylonian harlot is a deliberate contrast with the new Jerusalem as the bride.

Israel gets seduced by the Babylonian harlot, which is Deut 32 is the first time we read that Israel actually got seduced to

worship other gods. So, Israel gets seduced by the gods of the nations. The gods come after Yahweh's children to make

them disloyal. And so Israel becomes what Babylon already is-unfaithful, a harlot. They're not the one that is going to

go out and seducing other nations. She's not the harlot (like some commentators claim).

The harlot of Rev l7 is not a victim. She is the instigator of chaos. Any nation or person who cooperates with the Babel

system is committing spiritual idolatry. But the great harlot is Babylon. She's the engine of chaos, the engine of anti-Eden,

the one propelling the ruining of all nations, and especially targeting the people of Yahweh to turn against him as sort of
the final end game of the Deut 32 rebellion.

Rev 17:l And one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls came and spoke with me, saying, "Come, I will show you

the judgment of the great prostitute who is seated on many waters,

Rev l7:2 with whom the kings of the earth committed sexual immorality, and those who live on the earth became drunk

with the wine of her sexual immorality."
Rev l7:3 And he carried me away into the wilderness in the Spirit, and I saw a woman seated on a scarlet beast that was

full of blasphemous names, having seven heads and ten horns.

We see the great prostitute seated on many waters...How can the woman be on many waters and also be in a wilderness

where she's sitting? Many waters. We don't live in the seas. We don't live in the waters. They're unpredictable. Humans

can't live there. It's chaotic. It's exactly what Eden wasn't.

Deserts are places where you die. They don't have enough food or water. They're tenible. You suffer there. Well, that's

the opposite of Eden. All of these things go together. Because they're all ways to describe the Deut 32 worldview{the
rebellion at the tower of Babel), which caused all the nations of the world to come under the dominion of gods who hate

Yahweh and his people.

The description of the beast in Rev l7 upon which the prostitute rides is from Daniel 7. If we look at Daniel 7, the fourth

beast is the one whose description is prophesied there in Daniel 7 that bears a resemblance to Revelation 17. The fourth

beast of Daniel 7 is the one who persecutes faithful Israelites and Jews. The fourth kingdom is very obviously Rome. It's
not Jerusalem. The fourth kingdom gets destroyed by the kingdom made without hands-the kingdom of Yahweh.

When do we see the kingdom of Yahweh come to the earth? That would be during the time of Yeshua, which of course is

during the time of the Roman empire. Again, all these things fit, even though it gets confusing when you're looking at

individual pieces.

Rev 17:15 And he said to me, "The waters that you saw, where the prostitute is seated, are peoples and crowds and

nations and languages.
Rev 17:16 And the ten horns that you saw and the beast, these will hate the prostitute and will make her desolate and

naked, and they will eat her flesh and will burn her up with fire.
Rev 17:17 For God put into their hearts to carry out his purpose and to make a unanimous decision and to give their
kingdom to the beast, until the words of God are fulfilled.
Rev l7:18 Andthewomanthatyousawisthegreatcitythathassovereigntyoverthekingsoftheearth.

Where do we get those? Deuteronomy 32 and the Tower of Babel incident.
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Revelation 17 in Relation to the Fallen sons of Yahweh

This harlot is a world-wide economic system called Babylon. This Babylon system is the result of the Deut 32 rebellion.

Deut.32:7-12

The Judgment of the gods: Psalm 82:1-8

The seals, trumpets and the bowls of wrath are against the people who align themselves with the beast and the harlot

Babylon. The nibulation will end with the judgment of the gods and they will die like a human. As we read the book of
Revllation, we see these judgments being played out, but another thing that's being described is the final death of the gods.

This is when the judgment oiPsalm 82 will be fulfilled. Rev. 17-18 lead up to and deal with the fall of Babylon (the fall of
Babel and the death of its gods). That battle is going to take place at Har-Magedon in Jerusalem. It will show every living

being who is the one true Elohim! This is the ultimate conflict between the Deut. 32 Babylonian system and Yahweh

himself.

Rev l7:l And one of the seven angels who had the seven bowls came and spoke with me, saying, "Come, I will show you

the judgment of the great prostitute who is seated on many waters,

nev tZ:Z with whom the kings of the earth committed sexual immorality, and those who live on the earth became drunk

with the wine of her sexual immorality."
Rev 17:3 And he carried me away into the wilderness in the Spirit, and I saw a woman seated on a scarlet beast that was

full of blasphemous names, having seven heads and ten horns.

The blasphemous names are the names of the gods and the nations who worship them. And they're in the wilderness. This

is aboutipiritual adultery. This is the Deut 32 worldview. It's the gods of the world that are going to fight against the

ELOHIM of Israel and His people.

The book of Revelation contrasts two cities, Jerusalem and Babylon; Jerusalem as a bride and Babylon as a prostitute (J7*,
2l:2\. This woman is the Babylonian one-world economic, religious, political system.

Ezekiel 28 describes the Divine Council, the seat of the gods. We see the Prince of Tyre. I believe this is a human ruler (a

type of the antichrist) and I believe it's also Lucifer. We see Eden, the mountain of Yahweh and the garden of Yahweh in

Eiek28. We see gemstones (9 of the 12 arefomd in the breq.stplate of the High Priest). The antichrist will take his place

as a High Priest and a king. These gemstones represent using wealth to entice other nations into relationships and ultimately
into idolahous relationships.

That is what is happening here in Rev l7 &18. This will be part of the description of this massive world system. And

ultimately, it's going to emerge as the Babylonian world system. Babylon is the last power standing that actually succeeds

in physically and spiritually destroying the people of Yahweh. The Babylonian harlot system is seduction. It's idolatry. It's
spiritual unfaithfulness. And ultimately, it's the Deut. 32 rebellion that happened at the tower of Babel.

The Babylonian harlot is a deliberate contrast with the new Jerusalem as the bride. In Revelation, the point of reference is

to a specific city. It's not to a country; it's not to a region. It's a specific city (and system) that seduces others by means of
idolatry and injustice. Deut 32:7-18

So lsrael gets seduced by the gods of the natioriLs. Israel is not the harlot (like some commentators claim). The gods of the

nations come after the Jews to make them disloyal. And so Israel becomes what Babylon already is. There isn't any passage

in the OT where Israel goes out and makes the other nations idolaters. Babel started it...Babylon is Babel. (Gen 10 & I l)

The harlot of Rev 17 is not a victim. She's the instigator of chaos, the one pursuing the ruining of all the nations, and

especially targeting Yahweh's people (both Jew and Christion) to turn against Him as the final end game of the Deut 32

rebellion. Any nation or person who cooperates with the Babel system is committing spiritual idolatry.

Rev 17: l-3, the great prostitute is seated on many waters...How can the woman be seated on many waters and also be

seated on a scarlet beast in the wilderneCq? We don't live in the sea. We don't live in the waters. They are dark and scary.

They're unpredictable. There's no oxygen there. Humans can't live there. It's chaotic. It's exactly what Eden wasnot.
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John's talking about waters. He's talking about deserts. He's talking about prostitution. He's talking about a beast that
comes from the waters and it's got all these heads, which are nations and crowns. Deserts are places where you die. They
don't have enough food or water. They're terrible. You suffer there. That's the opposite of Eden. This is what Satan and the
antichrist offer the world. Because of the love of money, the nations surrender to their deception.

All of these things go together. Because they're all ways to describe the Deut 32 worldview, the rebellion at the tower of
Babel which caused Yahweh to "disown" the nations. He divided their languages, which caused the people to scatter like
Yahweh told them to do originally. This created the various nations. Yahweh assigned gods/sons of Yahweh to oversee
the nations. Those gods rebelled and turned the nations against Yahweh (Psa 82).

Rev I 7: I 5 The prostitute is the great city that has rulership over the kings of the earth! The gods of Deut 32 & Ps 82 and
the Tower of Babel rebellion brought this Babylonian one-world economic, religious, governmental system.

In the midst of it all, we're being invited into communion with Yahweh. a relationship like Yeshua has always had with the
Father. John 14: the Father and I will make our home inside of you. . . . In other words, you won't have your own relationship
with Me. He says,I'm bringing you into the relationship that I've had with My Father forever! That's what John l7 is all
about.

Rev l7:3: l2-14
Dan.7:4-7 describes the source of the 7 heads. Dan.7:7-24 describes tlre source of the l0 horns.
Dan.7 identifies the l0 horns with kings, and Rev. l7: 12 does the same.

The kings' reign with the beast will last for a short time referred to as "one hour." The time period is parallel to Dan. 4,
where it refers to the time during which Yahweh caused King Nebuchadnezzar to lose his mind and become like a beast
and eat grass. But Rev 17:13-14 tells us that Yahweh is Sovereign even over the authority of ungodly kings who partner
with the beast and goes to war against Yeshua. The phrase "one hour" is repeated in Rev 18 with reference to the time in
which "Babylon the Greaf is judged by Yahweh (I8:I0, 17, 19)

Rev I 7: I 8 And the woman that you saw is the great city that has sovereignf over the kings of the earth.
The woman in vs l8 can't be Jerusalem, but it fits Babylon and Rome very well. At no time in history has Jerusalem ever
had dominion over the kings of the earth. We can say that about Babylon. You can say that about Rome. Again, it's very
clear that the beast the woman is riding on is Babylon.

Yahweh's enemy is the Deut 32 &Psa 82 thing-the nations of the world who align themselves with the gods/the beast,
who control the nations and has seduced the nations of the world into worshiping him. Rev l5-18 are setting the stage for
Armageddon. And Armageddon is about the nations aligned against Yahweh and his people at Jerusalem, just like Rev 20
describes. Yahweh is angry with the gods because He assigned them to watch over the naitons and teach them His ways.
But they rebelled. And Yahweh warned the Jews not to worship other gods in Deut 4:19-20 & 17:2-3. The host of heaven
are called elohim (gods), and these gods have been assigned to the nations.

Yahweh chose Abram (Oeut +:tq-20) to be his own, and He has judged-the other nations. Deut 32:8 "When the Most
High divided up the nations, he divided them up according to the sons of Yahweh. Israel is Yahweh's own portion." Yahweh
makes Abram a promise in Gen 12. The "star" language-it's not just quantity. It refers to a quality. It's the language of
glorification. He said that the nations that He "divorced", wouldn't be forgotten. Yahweh told Eve that one day there would
be a son born in her lineage who will undo the effects of the disaster that Adam & Eve caused in the Garden of Eden. He
told Abram that one of his descendants would be the means through which all of the other nations will be brought back into
His family. Yahweh made a way for any citizen of another nation to join Israel. But to do so they must abandon the other
gods. They must confess that Yahweh is the Elohim of all Elohim and they will worship no other god. They will trust no
other. There are Gentiles who converted to Judaism.

In Psalm 82, the nations set about trying to seduce Yahweh's people into abandoning Him. They tempt them to idolatry.
The gods enslave the nations and make them dependent on them. They create so much chaos and fear that the people become
paralyzed and don't even consider leaving them, because the gods will retaliate. They'll destroy them. Satan and the gods

rule over the nations in a fear-based, power-based, abuse-based, chaos-based system. That is what they've done and what
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REVELATION 18 3 Major sections:
| . an announcement of Babylon's coming destruction is followed by a command to believers to flee l8: I -8.
2. 3 funeral dirges are pronounced by the 3 groups most affected-the kings, the merchants and sea traders l8:9-19.
3. The heavens and the saints are called to rejoice over her downfall 18:20-24

Rev. 18:l After these things I saw another angel descending from heaven, who had great authority, and the earth was
illuminated by his splendor. (in contrast, the anti-Christ, false prophet are never spoken of as having glory).
Rev 18:2 And he cried out with a powerful voice, saying, "Fallen, fallen is Babylon the great, and it has become a dwelling
place ofdemons and a haunt ofevery unclean spirit and a haunt ofevery unclean bird and a haunt ofevery unclean and
detested animal. (this angel repeats the cry in Rev 14:8 "Fallen, fallen is Babylon the Great!" This is also fulfillment of
Isa 2l:9 that adds, "all the images of the gods lie shattered." Includingthe idol of the antichrist in Rev l3:14-15).
Rev l8:3 For all the nations have drunk from the wine of the passion of her sexual immorality, and the kings of the earth
have committed sexual immorality with her, and the merchants of the earth have become rich from the power of her
sensuality." (lYe see the merchants-the people who hqve become rich through sin and power. They will use their wealth
to victimize and enslave others. Now we see the economic element of Babylon.)
Rev l8:4 And I heard another voice from heaven saying, "Come out from her, my people, so that you will not participate
in her sins, and so that you will not receive her plagues, (Believers cannot partner with that system. In any woy.)
Rev l8:5 because her sins have reached up to heaven, and Yahweh has remembered her crimes.
Rev 18:6 Pay back to her as she herself also paid out, and pay back double according to her deeds; in the cup that she

mixed, mix double for her. (do to her as she has done to others. Double speaks of the severity of her deeds and judgments).

Rev 18:7 As much as she glorified herself and lived in luxury, give to her so much torment and mourning, because in her

heart she said, 'l sit as a queen, and am not a widow, and I will never see mourningl' (First, she has glorified herself rather
thqn Yalweh. Second, she is characterized by "sensuous lwcury", which speaks of her sensuous living and lwish luxury.
Rome has always been knownfor both. I sit as q queen-not a widow: what a contrast: s harlot claiming to be q queen.

ll/e see the entitlement and the desire to exploit the rest of the world in order to achieve extrsvagant wealth.).
Rev 18:8 Because of this her plagues will come in one day-death and mourning and famine-and she will be bumed up

with fire, because the Lord Yahweh who passes judgment on her rs powerful!" (her plagues-not Yahweh's plagues. She

has brought the plagues on herself and they will overtake her like a swiftJlood-in one day! Isa 47:9 states the same.)

SECOND SECTION:
These 3 funeral songs are given by the 3 groups who have profited the most from this world-wide system: the kings who

gain power and wealth; the merchants who shared the worldwide markets she created; and the sailors who carried her

cargo over all the world. They have now lost all that she has provided, so their sorrow is notfor Babylon butfor their

personal loss.

Rev l8:9 And the kings of the earth will weep and mourn over her, those who committed sexual immorality and lived

sensually with her , (those who benefitedfrom her evil system), when they see the smoke of her burning,

Rev 18:10 standing far offbecause of the fear of hertorment, saying, "Woe, woe, the great city, Babylon the powerful

city, because in one hour your judgment has come!"

Rev l8: I I And the merchants of the earth weep and mourn over her, because no one buys their cargo any morq- (all the

merchants care about are themselves)

Rev 1 8: I 2 cargo of gold and silver and precious stones and pearls and fine linen and purple cloth and silk and scarlet cloth

and all kinds of scented wood and all kinds of ivory goods and all kinds of goods of precious wood and bronze and iron

and marble

Rev l8:13 and cinnamon and amomum and incense and ointment and frankincense and wine and olive oil and fine wheat

flour and wheat and domesticated animals and sheep and horses and carriages and slaves and human lives. ( they are selling

people-trfficking & human lives)

Rev 18:14 "And the fruit your soul desires has departed from you, and all the luxury and the splendor has perished from

you, and they will never find them anymore."
Rev l8: l5 The merchants of these things, who became rich from them, will stand far off, weeping and mourning because

of the fear of her torment.
Rev 18:16 saying, "Woe, woe, the great city, dressed in fine linen and purple cloth and scarlet cloth, and adorned with
gold and precious stones and pearls,
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Rev l8: l7 because in one hour such great wealth has been laid waste!" And every shipmaster and every seafarer and sailors

and all those who labor on the sea stood far off
Rev l8: l8 and began to cry out when they saw the smoke of her burning, saying, "Who is like the great city?"
Rev l8: 19 And they threw dust on their heads and were crying out, weeping and mourning, saying, "Woe, woe, the great

city, in which all those who had ships on the sea became rich from her prosperiqr, because in one hour she has been laid
waste!"

THIRD SECTION: note the contrast between the weeping of the ungodly and the rejoicing of the saints. The rejoicing takes

place because Yahweh has judged sin and justice is being semed.

Rev 18:20 Rejoice over her, heaven and the saints and the apostles and the prophets, because Yahweh has pronounced

your judgment on llqt't (The hesven are the celestial beings in this book, the angels, elders, Iiving creatures and saints.

The prophets are probably not the OT prophets (if so, we would expect the order to be reversed: prophets then apostles.)

The command isfor everyone in heaven & the godly on earth to rejoice-4on't judge Yahwehfor judging the world the joy
is not over the souls wln are lost. But over the vindication of Yahweh's people and the honor of His name: Matt 6:9.)
Rev l8:21 And one powerful angel picked up a stone like a great millstone and threw # into the sea, saying, "ln this way
Babylon the great city will be thrown down with violence, and will never be found again'! (Yahweh is the one who destroys

Babylon through this powerful angel. For the final time, a powerful angel executes Yahweh's judgment on the earth. he

picla up a boulder the size of o huge millstone-most likely weighing several tones. In a prophetic act, as in Rev 10:8,10;

I l: I-2))
Rev l8:22 And the sound of harpists and musicians and flute players and trumpeters will never be heard in you again! And
every craftsman of every trade will never be found in you again! And the sound of a mill will never be heard in you again!
Rev l8:23 And the light of a lamp will never shine in you again! And the sound of a bridegroom and bride will never be

heard in you again! For your merchants were the most important people of the earth, because with your sorcery they
deceived all the nations. (the deception will involve black magic-sorcery)
Rev 18:24 And in her was found the blood of prophets and saints and all those who had been slaughtered on the earth.

(This one world system will kill Christians and others. The word: slaughtered reminds us of 6:9 and the cries of the

slaughtered souls under the altar crying out to Yahweh.)

The heart of Babylonian culture is: I can do whatever I want, and my rights trump everyone else's. Sound familiar? Pleasure
seeking societies always self-destruct. It's important that we heed the warning of l8:4: come out of her, My people, lest
you share in her sins! In the final days of this age, Babylon will be thrown down, never to be found again. It will happen
in2stages:civilwar(17:16)andthetotaldestructionatthereturnofChristlg:ll-21. Babylonhasbeenjudgedl8:20,and
her punishment is just (16:16; 19:19-20).

The reasons for the terrible judgment on Babylon are presented again in l8:23b-24. There are 5 primary sins listed:
l. Idolatry
2. Immorality
3. Economic dictatorship
4. Sorcery
5. Murder

Rev l8:12 -13

The cargo: gold, silver, precious stones, pearls, fine linen, purple cloth, silk, scarlet cloth, all kinds of scented wood, all
kinds of ivory goods, all kinds of goods of precious wood and bronze and iron and marble.

Spices: cinnamon, spice, incense, perfume, frankincense
Food: wine, olive oil, fine wheat flour, wheat
Animals: domesticated animals, sheep, horses
Objects: carriages, slaves and human lives. ( they are selling people)
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Jer. 50-51. They describe the destruction of Babylon as being during the time of the "day of the Lord." Rev 18 says that when
Yahweh destroys Babylon, no part of it will ever be used to build another city. The old Babylon was destroyed, but parts of it
have been used to rebuild other cities.

"Babylon will suddenly fall and be broken," (Jer 51:8).
"Babylon, the jewel of kingdoms, the glory of the Babylonians' pride, will be overthrown by Yahweh like Sodom and Gomorrah
(lsa l3:19).

Once rebuilt, Babylon will be the seat of Satan, the govemmental, religious and economic headquarters of the world during the

tribulation.
Rev 18:4 -5 I heard another voice from heaven, saying, "Come out of her, my people, so that you will not participate in her sins

and receive of her plagues; for her sins have piled up as high as heaven, and God has remembered her iniquities.

Rev 18:16 -19 saying, 'Woe, woe, the great city, she who was clothed in fine linen and purple and scarlet, and adomed with gold

and precious stones and pearls; 17 for in one hour such great wealth has been laid waste!'And every shipmaster and every

passenger and sailor, and as many i$ make their living by the sea, stood at a distance, 18 and were crying out as they saw the

smoke of her burning, saying, 'What city is like the great city?' l9 And they threw dust on their heads and were crying out, weeping
and mourning, saying, 'Woe, woe, the great city, in which all who had ships at sea became rich by her wealth, for in one hour she

has been laid waste!'

In one hour, she's been destroyed! The kings, merchants and sailors stand off as the city is destroyed, weeping (Rev l8:9-17).

Rev 18:20 -21 "Rejoice over her, O heaven, and you saints and apostles and prophets, because Yahweh has pronouncedjudgment
for you against her." Then a strong angel took up a stone like a great millstone and threw it into the se4 saying, "So will Babylon,
the great city, be thrown down with violence, and will not be found any longer.

Rev l8:8 "For this reason in one day her plagues will come, pestilence and mourning and famine, and she will be bumed up with
fire; for the Lord God who judges her is strong.

Isa 13 & Jer 50-51 say her destruction will be permanent. Rev l8:2lsays that she will not be found any longer....

Rev 18:22 "And the sound of harpists and musicians and flute-players and trumpeters will not be heard in you any longer; and

no craftsman of any craft will be found in you any longer; and the sound of a mill will not be heard in you any longer;

Rev 18:23 and the light of a lamp will not shine in you any longer; and the voice of the bridegroom and bride will not be heard

in you any longer; for your merchants were the great men of the earth, because all the nations were deceived by your sorcery.

Rev 18:24 "And in her was found the blood of prophets and of saints and of all who have been slain on the earth."

Because she slaughtered the people of Yahweh, she will be destroyed never to rise again. this marks the final destruction of the

most harmful religious and govemmental system in the history of mankind. It is also the destruction of the most influential city
ever built. From the first Babel, Babylon has been a capital of Satan's attack against Yahweh and the human race.

Just as Yahweh chose Jerusalem to be His headquarters to win the souls of people, Satan chose Babylon as his capital to destroy

them. He moved his headquarters to Pergamum and then to Rome, where I believe it is today. During the second half of the

tribulation, I believe, he will move it again to Babylon.

Once Babylon is destroyed, Yeshua will come and set up his kingdom in Jerusalem. Satan will be bound and unable to tempt the

human race for 1,000 years. the Anti-Christ and the false prophet will be cast into the lake of fire alive. After 1,000 years, Satan

will be released one last time to deceive the last generation of human beings and then forever he will be thrown into the lake of
fire. This will end the conflict of the ages between Yahweh, Satan, and the gods for human souls. The great tragedy is the

millions of souls that Satan has deceived through the ages. Rev. l8:4-5

Yahweh calls His people out of the city of Babylon before her destruction. This is at the end of the tribulation. This reminds me

of Yahweh's mercy when He sent 2 angels to bring Lot and his family out of Sodom before He destroyed Sodom. Those who
participate in the sins of the Babylonian system-politically, economically or religious system-will be judged.

Homework: Read lsa 24 -26
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Babylon becomes the world economic center because it will be the dominant world empire. Thomas Jefferson said, "The
more that the government gives you, the more it can take away." If you come under the Babylonian system, then you will
be dependent on it, it will control and strangle you. Once you submit to it, you give it the power to crush you, to control you
and manipulate you. In order to get free from it, you will suffer greatly because that system won't allow it. That's what
cults are about. They won't allow you to leave. You have to give them all of our money, possessions etc. Babylon is
described this way.

This goes back to Psalm 82 and Yahweh rebuking the gods for perverting the nations. This is the kind of abuse that Yahweh
never intended to be part of this life. Yahweh is against all use of threats or force, any abusive power used by people over
other people and also any use of threats or force, abusive power exercised by gods or demons. That is why the nations are
described this way, both in Psalm 82 and Rev., and other passages. This is why the nations are described as evil, controlling,
conquering nations. The gods of those nations are ruling over those nations.

In chapterl9, we see the baftle of Armageddon where the beast will be locked up for 1,000 years. The antichrist and false
prophet will be thrown alive into the lake of fire-forever. Rev l7-19 is an important part of the judgment of the gods that
must happen before Yahweh reclaims the earth and His people. It's all because of the promise of the Father to His Son: if
He will die on a cross then the Father will give Him a bride-He will give him the nations. This is the inheritance of the
Messiah-His inheritance is His people, His bride. At that time, the earth will be cleansed of the chaos that Satan and the
gods brought to earth.

The earth will be made ready again (garden of Eden was the first sacred space) to be a sacred space for the true Elohim and
His Son. The earth must be made ready. lt must be made fit for the re-occupation of the true King, in a new Eden, with His
own family, with the sons of Yahweh and that's us!

We will rule and reign with Him as sons. At the end of the age, it's ultimately about the gods getting what they deserve and
the beast/Satan getting what it deserves. It's about the annihilation of chaos. Chaos must be annihilated. It must be eliminated
in totality. Shalom must fill the earth in order for the earth to be a place for the Prince of Shalom-Yeshua! When the Lord
returns and sets up His throne (chapter 19), He's going to be occupying a new Eden. And in this case, the new Eden is
global-the whole world. Every nation. Every square inch of the planet has to be readied and cleansed-to be sacred space.

As I said before, I believe the key here is the Deut. 32 worldview (Moses last message to the Jews-Yahweh assigned gods
to the nations, chose Abram for himself but the Jews worshipped the gods instead but there is a doy coming when Yahweh
will judge His people and the gods).

Overview: The destruction of Babylon described in Rev l7 & 18 will rid the world of the major evils that have plagued
the human race for most of its history.
I personally believe chapter 17 & l8 are 2 distinct events. Not one and the same. The reasons for that are:

I . Rev 1 8 begins with "After this. . ." This indicates the events in l8 won't happen until after the events in Rev 17.
2. "Isawanotherangelcomingdownfromheaven(18:l)." ThisisadifferentangelfromtheoneinchapterlT.

Throughout Rev, when an angel fulfills his responsibility, we see a judgment take place on the earth. This angel
has "great authority" and lights up the earth with his glory.

3. l7:16 says the harlot will be destroyed by the kings of the earth. But the Babylon of chapter l8 is destroyed by the
judgments of Yahweh.

4. The kings who destroy Babylon in l7 rejoice. In the Babylon of chapterlS, the kings and merchants weep for her
(18:9-15).

5. Rev 13 describes the Antichrist and false prophet as doing away with all religions so they can force the worship of
the Antichrist's image.

I believe that Rev 17 describes the destruction of the anti-Christ's one world religious system and Rev l8 describes the
destruction of "Satan's Seat", which is the commercial and govemmental city of Babylon. I believe this most likely happens
very near or at the end of the 7 year Tribulation period. Rev l8 describes a literal destruction of a commercial city. It will be the
governmental capital of the world during the Tribulation.

Is it Rome, New York? I believe we should take the scriptures literally unless the passage indicates otherwise. Therefore, I
believe the ancient city of Babylon will be rebuilt. As a matter of fact, that is in the works right now. Saddam Hussein has spent
over $One billion to rebuild new Babylon. The main reason for believing that Babylon must be rebuilt is because of Isa l3-14 &
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REVELATION 19 Rejoicing in Heaven
Rev l9:6-10
Matt26:26-29,he never mentions the food. Gen 18. Abraham shares a meal with Yahweh in human form-and two angels.

Ex24;9-ll is pretty clear. This is when Moses and Aaron and Nadab and Abihu and the 70 elders of Israel go up into Mount
Sinai and they have a meal with Yahweh. It says clearly they saw the Yahweh of Israel and they ate and drank with him.

Yeshua is Yahweh in the flesh. He fed the 4,000 and the 5,000, the Last Supper, the incident on the road to Emmaus, where

Yeshua breaks bread with the two disciples there, and all of a sudden their eyes are opened and they know who this is. You
have the post-resurrection meal in the upper room in L:uke 24. You have Yeshua by the seashore in John 2l when He eats

some fish with them. Of course, the Lord's Table (communion), but we know from early Christian writings that the Lord's
Table was usually part of a feast. In I Cor I l:17, that's pretty clear because one of the issues is that the Corinthians are

using the occasion to get drunk. They're eating too much. They don't distribute the food among the poor. What they are

eating is more than a communion wafer and a tiny sip of the fruit of the vine. There was actually a meal in association with
remembering the Lord through this sort of re-enactment of the Last Supper. All of it ended in a celebration.

This is not the same thing as the "supper of Yahweh" in Rev 19:17 where the angel calls the birds to come eat the dead

bodies of the followers of the beast. That is called the supper of Yahweh. The Lord's supper is the opposite of that because

the marriage supper is very clearly a celebration. The supper of Yahweh is about an actual battle and actual consumption

of human bodies. In Rev l9:17, when the Lord returns and the forces of the beast are defeated and destroyed, you have this

supper, which is the consumption of the forces of chaos. And it happens before the marriage supper of the Lamb. It's
mentioned in Rev 19. We don't have a strict chronological order here. We see that even in Rev 19 because the beast and

his forces are spoken of as being destroyed, but they're not destroyed yet. That's going to happen later in the chapter, when

the Lord comes back on the white horse and you have the end battle of Armageddon. Here in Rev 19) you have the

consumption of chaos forces, which precedes the marriage supper. One is a judgment on the forces of evil and chaos. And

the other is a celebration with the righteous, with the Lord.

Psalm 74 is the passage that talks about Leviathan, the great sea beast, the symbol of chaos. It ties in the defeat of Leviathan,

the death and the deJtruction of Leviathan in conjunction with passing through the Red Sea during the exodus of the Jews

out of Egypt. And it says that Leviathan was given to them as food. You can go back and read the Exodus account again

and you won't ever read that they ate Leviathan. That's metaphorical language describing the forces of the gods of Egypt

and to Pharaoh and his army, because that was the major chaos enemy at that time. And here in Rev, the major chaos enemy

is Babel-Babylon.

The most explicit description of an end-times banquet in the OT is in Isaiah. In the midst of a series of descriptions of the

coming day ofthe Lord (Isaiah 24-27),Isaiah speaks of a future banquet for Israel and the nations. It is the result of Yahweh

bringing an end to suffering and to death.
Isa 25:8 He will destroy death forever, and the Lord Yahweh will wipe off the tears from all faces, and he will remove the

disgrace of his people from all the earth, for Yahweh has spoken.

Is death gone or is it not? Is death eternal punishment or annihilation?

At the marriage supper, Yahweh will take away "the disgrace of his people" and give them His robe of righteousness.

lsa 25:9 And one- will say, on that day, "Look! This rs our Elohim! We have waited for him and he saved us!

This is Yahweh; we waited for him! Let us be glad, and let us rejoice in his salvation."

lsa24:21-23. This is the beginning of the "little apocalypse" in Isa 24.

We see two sides of the same coin. The Day of the Lord, which is Yahweh judging supernatural, spiritualbeings (the sons

of Elohim) and his human enemies.
lsa24:21 And this shall happen on that day: Yahweh will punish the host of heaven in heaven (that's the judgment of the

supernatural beings, the sons of God (Elohim)), and the kings of the earth on the earth.

lia24:22 And they will be gathered in agathering, Iike a prisoner in a pit. And they will be shut in a prison and be punished

after many days.
lsa24.23 And the full moon will be ashamed and the sun will be ashamed, for Yahweh of hosts will rule on Mount Zion

and in Jerusalem, and before his elders in glory.
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lsa25:6 And on this mountain (this is Mt. Zion), Yahweh of hosts will make for all peoples (not just Israel, but all peoples)
a rich feast, a feast of aged wines, fat filled with marrow, filtered aged wine.
lsa25:7 And on this mountain he will destroy the face of the shroud, the shroud over all peoples, and the woven covering
over all nations.
Isa 25:8 He will destroy death forever, and the Lord Yahweh will wipe off the tears from all faces. and he will remove the
disgrace of his people from all the earth, for Yahweh has spoken.

This very clearly includes the pagan Gentile nations in the salvation vision along with the Jews. It's very clear this is an
end-times banquet for all peoples on Mount Zion ... in Jerusalem" (lsa 24:23). This end-times banquet will be an
international banquet, which will include believers from the tribes of Israel and the Gentile nations. The feast will be "for
all peoples" and will result in the "veil" that is cast over all the "nations" or "Gentiles" (goyim) to be lifted." The end-times
banquet specifically involves the death of death. In other words, the death of death equals everlasting life. This is stated in
Isa 25:8 and in Rev 20:14.

Isa 25:8 He will destroy death forever, and the Lord Yahweh will wipe off the tears from all faces, and he will remove the
disgrace of his people from all the earth, for Yahweh has spoken.
Rev 20: 14 And Death and Hades were thrown into the lake of fire. This is the second death-the lake of fire.

Let's look at Leviathan who is the great sea beast-he is the symbol of chaos in the sea. Behemoth is the symbol of chaos
on the land. We see this inPsalm 74:12-17. This is a reference back to both the Jews Exodus from Egypt and creation.

In vsl4, when the Israelites go through the waters of the sea on dry land, the idea that Leviathan was given to them as food
is not literal. It's a reference to chaos being consumed---chaos being defeated. Verse 14 says that it's the animals that eat
Levithan. Leviathan has been destroyed. Chaos has been conquered and destroyed,just like it was at the Exodus. It'sjust
like Rev l9:17. where you have this great banquet of Yahweh marking the defeat of the beast. Leviathan had multiple
heads. The beast in Rev. has multiple heads. Leviathan is part of the Daniel 7 imagery. The symbols in Rev. are the same
symbols used in the OT. The main point is we have a victory over chaos here.

Ps 74 talks about the Jews being delivered from Egypt, which will bring about a new creation. The l2 Tribes will be made
new. They're on their way to Mount Sinai to receive the Law, their constitution, their covenant. Yahweh is going to
tabernacle among them! Yahweh is doing something new. Think about this analogy: When the Egyptians drowned in the
Red Sea-what happened to their dead bodies? The birds, the fish and the animals ate their bodies. Revelation is drawing
the same conclusion: "Remember when Egypt was defeated, and the birds and the animals ate their dead bodies?" It will
happen again when Yahweh defeats His enemies-When He defeats all that is opposed to Yahweh and His people, the anti-
Eden forces of chaos in the world. The birds of the air will consume their dead bodies! I believe this is both literal and
spiritual consumption. In Exodus, we see the conquest of chaos and the emergence of a new creation. That is exactly what
we see in the book of Revelation. The beast, chaos, is conquered at the end of time. And what's going to emerge out of all
of it? The bride of Christ living in her promised land, the new Eden.

Matt 8:l l-12 "I tell you, many will come from east and west and sit at table with Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob in the Kingdom
of heaven, while the sons of the kingdom will be thrown into the outer darkness; there men will weep and gnash their teeth."

The point here is that just because you have Jewish blood doesn't mean you're going to be at the marriage banquet. In order
tobeatthatbanquet,youmustembracelsrael'smessiah,whoisYeshua. Thewedding-illustratestheonenessandintimacy
and longing that the King of kings has for us. Marriage was often used to describe the intimate relationship Yahweh longed
to have the Jews (Hosea 2:l-23; Isaiah 54:4-8). In Eph., we're told it's a symbol for the relationship between Christ and
His Church. Adultery is a common biblical symbol of spiritual disloyalty. In this world, we have loyal believers versus
disloyal unbelievers at odds against each other.

T\efull andfinal consummation is Rev 2l:2-9. Before the full and final consummation there must be:
l. the overthrow of the beast, antichrist & false prophet, (which happens at Yeshua's coming),
2. the imprisonment of Satan for 1,000 years,

3. the millennial reign,
4. the loosing of Satan and his last overthrow,
5. and the generaljudgment (not the great white throne judgment which happens at the end of the thousand years).
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The Church, the heavenly Bride, (soon afier the destuction of the harlot Babylon), is transfigured at the Lord's coming,
and joins with Him in His triumph over the beast. The heavenly Bridegroom and Bride: compare Mt 22:2: 2 Co ll:2.
Perfect union with Him personally, and participation in His holiness; joy, glory, and kingdom, are included in this symbol
of "marriage" . (also Song of Solomon).

Besides the heavenly Bride, which is the transfigured, translated, and risen Church, reigning overthe earth with Christ, there
is also the earthly bride, Israel, in the flesh, never yet divorced, though for a time separated, from her divine husband, who
shall then be reunited to the Lord. We, as a church, make up the bride. This term is never used in context to an individual.
The harlot divides her affections among many lovers: the bride gives hers exclusively to Christ.

Isaiah 54:5-55:5, is the theme of a divine marriage.
In Isa. 54:5, we see Yahweh is described as our Maker and our Husband
Isa. 55: l- 2, an invitation to a joyful feast with an abundance of food
lsa. 54:6-17, vindication for the righteous
Isa. 55:5, the pilgrimage of the nations to Mt Zion.

We see all the elements in Isa 54 & 55 of this end-times scenario described in the book of Rev. We have the restoration of
life on the earth even better than the garden of Eden. We have an abundance of food. The nations are included. The Jews
and Gentiles have come to the true Yahweh-all of these are things that the whole book of Revelation has been leading up
to. Rev. chapters l4-18, basically says, "lf you align yourselves with the beast, you're going to be destroyed. If you take
the name of the beast, if you take the number, which is the name-you're going to be destroyed. But if you don't, and if
you remain faithful, if you overcome then you're going to have a place at the marriage supper of the Lamb. All of this was
foreshadowed and prophesied in the OT. John is seeing what Isaiah and other OT prophets saw.

In Rev 19, we see the taking back of the nations and the judgment of the gods and their followers. Deut 32. Psalm 82, the
judgment of the nations and their gods who rule over them, the principalities and powers, and the nations being brought
back to Yahweh. We are movins to the fullness of the Gentiles. Rom I 1:25-27
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
